Prologue 

Ko Julian Wilcox tōku ingoa. 

Ko Ngāpuhi, Ngāti Tūwharetoa me Te Arawa ōku iwi. 

“E kore au e ngaro, he kākano i ruia mai i Raiatea” (Buck, 1938). 

Nō te tau 1998 ka tīmata taku ako i ngā kōrero a tō mātou iwi o Ngāpuhi i te matua nei 

i a Tā Patu Hohepa. Ko Patu tētahi i noho ki ngā whare wānanga o Hokianga nōna e 

tamariki ana. He uri māua ko taku matua nō te hapū o Te Māhurehure o Ngāpuhi. Ko 

te pūtaketanga o Te Māhurehure nō Raiatea rā anō, takiwā o Tahiti Mārearea (Hohepa, 

2011). Nō te tau 2009, ka haere ahau ki Tahiti, ka tae kau ake ki Taputapuātea. Ka 

rongo ōku tāringa i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki te pūtaketanga mai o ngā mahi whakatere 

waka o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa i reira. Ka puea ake hoki te kōrero e mea ana, i tipu ake 

a Kupe ki Raiatea, he puāwaitanga nō Taputapuātea (Pomare, 2007). Hoki mai ana ki 

te kāinga, ka uia te pātai ki taku matua a Patu e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko tāna urupare e 

meinga nei “Nōu tērā tūpuna. Kimihia, rangahaua” (Hohepa, 2010). 

Nō te tau 2017, ka māpuna ake te whakaaro i tētahi o ōku matua, i a Rereata Makiha, 

kia whakaritea mai tētahi whare wānanga hou ki te marae o Te Māhurehure. Ko 

Taumata o Kupe taua whare. Ka toka ake te whakaaro, me āta whai rawa ahau i ngā 

kōrero e pā ana ki te tupuna nei o Kupe, me te take i haere mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. 

He aha ia nei te patanga ki ngā āhuaranga o te ao e hurihuri nei? Nō te tau 2023 ka 

whakapuakina ake e Winston Peters “Here’s the rub if you are Māori. We’re not 

indigenous” (Hubbard, 2023). Whāia, te take i kīia ake e Peters ehara te Māori i te iwi 

taketake o Aotearoa, ko tōna pūtaketanga ake i Hawaiki. Tērā pea he tao kupu noa iho 

nei tēnei kōrero nā tētahi tangata e kimi kōrero ana hei whakararata i te hunga pōti. I 

āhua pērā rawa te wairua o ngā kōrero a Shane Jones e whakamāori ana i te kōrero a 

Winston Peters (Forbes, 2024). Heoi, i tau tonu ki roto i a au tētahi whakaaro e mea 

ana, tērā ētahi tāngata o Aotearoa ka whakapono ki te kōrero ehara tātou i te iwi 

taketake o Aotearoa, tātemea, nō Hawaiki kē tātou. 
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Ka māpuna ake te huatau, me āta rangahau te tangata i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, 

mōna i whakatere waka mai ki Aotearoa. Ehara i te mea ko te iho o tēnei rangahau he 

whai haere i tētahi kōrero whakahē i a Winston Peters. He tika tonu pea te kōrero i 

puta ake a Kupe i Hawaiki. He tika hoki pea te kōrero, nō Hawaiki mai anō te iwi 

Māori. Erangi he tātari haere te rangahau nei i ngā kōrero me te horopaki o ngā kōrero 

i whakamahia e pā ana ki a Kupe. Mā te ruku hōhonu atu ki te puna o ngā kōrero e pā 

ana ki a Kupe ka kitea ake ko te hononga o Kupe ki Aotearoa nei, ki Te Moana-nui-a-

Kiwa, me te aronga o ngā whakaaro o ngā kaituhi Pākehā e pā ana ki a ia. He ara 

rangahau tonu tēnei hei whakaatu i te ruku pāpaku a te hunga ka whakapuaki ake i te 

kōrero, ehara te iwi Māori i te iwi taketake ki Aotearoa nei. 

Kia tiki noa ake ahau i ngā kōrero a Tākuta Poia Rewi e kī ana “Ko ngā kōrero tuku 

iho nei he ‘moana mātauranga’ tonu atu, ā, ko ngā kōrero mō tēnei tuhinga, mō te 

whaikōrero nei, he ‘riponga kōrero’ noa iho” (2005). He tīmatanga noa tēnei tuhinga. 

Mā tēnei rangahau ka whakaritea pea tētahi papa whakarewa hei tirohanga mā te hunga 

rangahau kōrero ka tahuri ki te whai haere i te mana o te iwi Māori hei iwi taketake ki 

tēnei whenua. Ko te manako rā ia anō hoki, mā te rangahau nei, ka whakaritea hoki 

tētahi ara rangahau kōrero Māori hei whakahihiritanga mā te hunga rangahau kōrero i 

te mana o te iwi Māori hei iwi taketake ki tēnei whenua. 

Kei te uhi o tēnei kaupapa kohinga kōrero he whakaahua o te tekoteko ki Te Whare 

Rūnanga o Waitangi, ki Te Tai Tokerau. Ko Kupe te ingoa o te tekoteko nā. Nā te 

mātanga whakaahua kaupapa Māori a Te Rawhitiroa Bosch tērā whakaahua i kapo ake 

i te hui ki Waitangi, 2024 te tau. Nā Riana Tamati ngā mahi whakahoahoa i tātaki ake. 

Kia mau ki te tūranga o Taputapuātea (Tipene, 2009).

Ko te whāinga nui o tēnei tuhinga e kīia nei ko Kupematatai, he whaiwhai ake i te 

kawa o te tuhinga whakapae. Ko te tikanga ia o te ingoa nei a Kupematatai, he kōrero 

mō tētahi tohunga ka ako i ngā mahi hanga waka me ngā mahi whakatere waka (Jones, 

2021). Ko ngā tikanga katoa ērā o te hanga waka, arā, ko te whiriwhiri i tētahi rākau 

hei waka, tae atu ki ngā mahi whakatere i te waka ki runga i te au o te moana. Ki te 

moana tonu, ko te titiro ki ngā tai, ki ngā riponga wai, ki ngā ngaru, me ngā mea katoa 

ka kitea ki te moana i mua tonu i tōna ūnga ki te whenua. Nō reira, ki konei whakapuaki 

ake ai ko ngā kitenga o te kaupapa nei a Kupe, me te whai haere i te take i haere mai 

ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei. He momo tirohanga ki te mata o te tai o ngā kōrero e pā ana 

ki a Kupe me te whai whakaaro ake ki te take i pēnei ai te haere o ērā kōrero.  

Ko te take nui i tahuri ai ahau ki te whai haere i tēnei kaupapa, ko ngā kōrero me ngā 

mahi o roto o Te Hokianga-nui-a-Kupe, ki Te Tai Tokerau. Nō te tau 2021, ka 

whakapuarengia tētahi whare tāpoi hou ki Hokianga, e kīia nei ko Manea, Footprints 

of Kupe. He mea waihanga te whare nei hei hao haere ake i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a 

Kupe (Hindmarsh, 2023). Tērā ētahi kōrero a ngā iwi o Hokianga e kī ana “ko wai te 

mea kuare o Aotearoa, kāhore e mōhio ana ki te tupuna nei a Kupe?” (Rawiri, 2006). 

E tika ana kia puritia e tētahi whare o Hokianga ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko 
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te mea kē, kei roto i te whare nei o Manea tētahi kiriata, e whakaatu ana i te whai haere 

a Kupe i te wheke a Muturangi. Me te kī ake, koia te take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki 

Aotearoa nei. Ka tupu te hopohopo, tātemea, ehara tēnā kōrero i te kōrero a ngā mātua 

o Hokianga ki tāku i rongo ai. E ai ki a mātou, nō ngā iwi o runga ake i a Ngāpuhi kē 

tērā kōrero. He aha ia nei te take e hāpaitia ana tērā tūwhai kōrero e ētahi o mātou o 

Hokianga? He pono rainei te kōrero mō te wheke a Muturangi, ā, he pono tonu ki a 

mātou o Hokianga? Ka mutu, pena kāhore a Kupe i whai haere ake i te wheke rā, he 

aha ia nei te pūtake o te haerenga mai? Ka titiro ki ētahi atu iwi, kua whai take nui te 

haere mai a ngā tūpuna whakatere waka, pērā me te haerenga mai a Toi, i kimi i ana 

mokopuna (Doherty, 2009). Nō reira, ko te pātai matua rā ia, he aha ia nei te take, ko 

ngā take rainei, i haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei?  

Koinei ngā tirohanga nui o te kaupapa rangahau e kīia nei ko Kupematarangi, ko 

Kupematatai, ko Kupematanuku. Nā Kupematarangi i wawae ake i te kaupapa 

rangahau nei, ki ngā kōrero tuku iho ki tētahi kōnae ipurangi poto. Ka riro mā te onge 

hautaka o Kupematanuku ngā ariā me ngā wheako o te kairangahau e whakahua, hei 

whirinakitanga mō ngā kairangahau e haere ake nei. Ko tā tēnei tuhinga whakapae o 

Kupematatai, ko te whakautu i ngā pātai matua e kimi ana i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki te 

take, ki ngā take rainei, i haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. Ka whakarewaina ērā kōrero 

ki te kare o te wai tai, hei tirohanga mā ngā mata o te kaipānui. Nō reira e kau ki te tai 

e, e kau ki te tai e, e kau Kupematatai, ki te tai o Rangahau!

1.0 Takitakina mai te rangahau.  

He aha ia nei te take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa? Koirā te whāinga nui o tēnei 

kaupapa rangahau, e kīia nei ko Kupematatai.  

Ko te kōrero nui e mea ana nā te whai i te wheke a Muturangi, ka tae mai a Kupe ki 

(Smith et al., 1913; Dansey, 1949). Kua tau hoki tēnā kōrero ki roto i a mātou o 

Ngāpuhi, ki Hokianga pū anō (Klaricich, 2020; Kamira, 1957). Hei tā ētahi atu, kīhai 

a Kupe i haere poka noa ki te moana, whaiwhai wheke ai, kātahi anō ka tūpono atu ki 

tēnei whenua haumako. He mana mātauranga Māori, he mana mātauranga iwi taketake 

hoki ngā kaikawe i a ia ki konei (Buck, 1938; Thompson, 2020). Hei whakamahuki 

ake i ērā kōrero, ka rangahau i ngā kōrero a ngā iwi taketake o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa 

e pā ana ki a Kupe, tātemea, nō reira kē a Kupe (John, 1993). Ka huia katoatia ēnei 

kōrero ki ngā mahi arohaehae tuhituhinga, kia rangitāmirotia he mahere e āta mārama 

ai te tāngata ki ngā mahi a Kupe. Erangi te hanga nei, ko ngā tuhinga Pākehā tonu i 

noho taimua ki roto i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ehara i te mea ka mahue ngā 

tuhituhinga Pākehā ki muri. Erangi ka whai wāhi mai ko ngā kōrero tūturu a te Māori, 

me ngā kōrero nō te pūtaketanga mai o Kupe ki tēnei tuhinga rangahau. Ahakoa nā 

ngā kōrero tuku iho a te iwi Māori te kaupapa whānui tonu i huataki ake ki te wāhanga 

o Kupematarangi, me āta titiro ki ngā tuhinga Pākehā. Mā reira pea, ka mōhiotia nā te 

aha i noho taimua ai ngā tuhinga Pākehā. Ka mārama hoki tātou ki te take e ngoto iho 

ana ērā kōrero ki ngā hinengaro o te iwi Māori i tēnei wā.  

1.1 Te whāinga me ngā pātai matua.  

Ko te whāinga matua rā ia, he whakapūmau i te kōrero e pā ana ki te haerenga mai a 

Kupe ki Aotearoa. He whakawhānui hoki i ngā whakaaro o te tangata e pā ana ki te 

pūwhenuatanga o Aotearoa, me tōna pūtaketanga, tētahi atu whāinga. Ae rainei, he 

haerenga nui i āta whakaritea mai e Kupe kia haere mai rātou ko tōna tira ki Aotearoa 

nei? Mehemea he haere nui, he haere i āta whakaritea e ia, he pēhea nei tōna mātau ki 

tēnei whenua, me te noho o tēnei whenua ki tēnei moka o te ao? Mehemea ko te 
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whaiwhai i te wheke a Muturangi te take nui, he aha ia nei te tikanga me te pānga o 

ērā kōrero ki te mātauranga Māori, me ngā kōrero tuku iho, me ngā pānga ki ngā mahi 

whakatere waka o te iwi Māori, me Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa?  

Ko ngā pātai rangahau o te kaupapa, e whata iho nei: 

1. Ko wai rainei, ko te aha rainei a Kupe? 

2. I haere mai a Kupe i hea? 

3.  He aha a Kupe i haere mai ai ki Aotearoa nei?

1.1.1 Ko wai rainei, ko te aha rainei a Kupe?   

Me āta whakapūmau anō i a Kupe, me tana taenga tuatahi mai ki Aotearoa nei, me āna 

mahi taunaha haere i tēnei whenua. Erangi me mārama rawa te kairangahau ki te āhua 

o Kupe. Ehara i te mea ko Kupe tangata tonu tērā e kōrerohia ake nei. Ka whai 

whakaaro ake tēnei tuhinga whakapae ki te kaupapa o Kupe. He aha ia nei te kaupapa 

rā? He tangata tonu a Kupe? He mea kotahi noa iho nei, he maha rainei ngā Kupe e 

kōrerohia ake nei? Ka mutu, pena he tangata tonu, he tāne anahe rainei a Kupe, he 

wahine anō hoki rainei? He kupu anō pea a Kupe, pēnei i te kupu ingoa nei, he kupu 

mahi, he kupu āhua rainei? Mā hea hoki te kairangahau e āta mārama rawa ki ngā 

whakautu e pā ana ki te pātai nei? Hei te roanga ake o tēnei tuhinga ka puta ko ngā 

kōrero whānui tonu e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ka tīmata ake ki te mātauranga Māori, me ngā 

mahi whakatō i te mātauranga ki ngā whare wānanga Māori tonu. Ehara i te mea ka 

noho ki ngā kōrero Māori anahe. Ka whai hoki i ētahi kōrero me ētahi tikanga nō Te 

Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ka whakarau mai hoki ko ngā tuhinga a te Pākehā ki te kaupapa.  

1.1.2 I haere mai a Kupe i hea?   

Ka titiro ake tēnei tuhinga rangahau o Kupematatai ki te pūtaketanga o Kupe, me te 

wāhi i haere mai ai a Kupe, me te wāhi i hoki ai a Kupe whai muri i tana taenga mai 

ki Aotearoa. Kei ngā tuhinga kōrero anō ētahi whakaaro e pā ana ki tōna pūtaketanga 

ake, me tōna hokinga ake ki tērā wāhi. He mea tika hoki kia noho mai ko te wāhi 
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pūtaketake ake o Kupe ki roto i te pou tarāwaho ka whakairotia e te kairangahau. Ehara 

i te mea he pou tarāwaho ka hāngai ake ki te kaupapa o Kupe nahenahe anō. Ka pā 

tonu atu tēnei pou tarāwaho ki te hunga ka tahuri ki te whai haere i ngā kōrero e pā ana 

ki ngā tūpuna Māori, pērā me ngā tūpuna i hautū waka mai ki Aotearoa whai muri i a 

Kupe. He tānoanoa hoki tēnei pou tarāwaho i ngā pōhēhē nui e pā ana ki a Kupe. Mā 

ngā kōrero tuku iho a te ao Māori, me Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, ka whai mana te 

kaupapa, ka ea hoki tētahi rangahau whai tikanga rā anō.  

1.1.3 He aha a Kupe i haere mai ai ki Aotearoa nei? 

Tērā pea, he maha tonu ngā take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei. Ehara i te mea 

he whai wheke noa nei, ehara i te mea he whai manu noa nei, erangi he maha pea ngā 

take i puta ake ia i tōna wāhi noho, kātahi ka tere waka mai ki konei. Ka noho ko tēnei 

pātai matua hei whakaruruhau i te kaupapa rangahau. Kei ngā wāhanga o Te Rapunga 

me Te Whiwhinga ētahi kōrero e whakautu ana i tērā pātai, kia mōhio ai te tangata ki 

ngā take i tere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei. Ehara i te mea ka riro ko te aruaru i te 

wheke a Muturangi hei aronga kotahi noa iho nei mā te kairangahau. Ehara i te mea 

ka noho hoki ko tērā kaupapa hei āta taupatupatu ki tēnei kaupapa rangahau. He 

whaiwhai noa i ngā kōrero me ngā tuhinga e āta kitea ai ko te take i nanai oreore mai 

a Kupe i tōna anō kāinga, i te wāhi i noho ai ia.  

Ka whai tikanga te āta matapaki ake i te wāhi i noho ai a Kupe i mua tonu atu i tōna 

whakatere waka mai ki Aotearoa nei. Tērā te whakaaro nui e mea ana he Māori tonu a 

Kupe. Erangi ko wai a Kupe, ā, nō hea hoki a Kupe? Mehemea i haere mai a Kupe ki 

Aotearoa, i haere mai ia i hea? Kei reira pea, kei ērā whenua pea, ētahi whakautu hei 

āwhina i te rangahau, me ngā take i puta pēnei mai ai a Kupe.

Ko Kupematatai te ingoa o tēnei tuhinga whakapae, ā, ko Te Rā o Kupe te ingoa ka 

mau tonu ki te pou tarāwaho. Ko te iho nui o Te Rā o Kupe, he aruaru i ngā mahi a 

Kupe. Mā reira, ka hua ko te tika me te pono e pā ana ki te tīmatanga mai o te 

pūwhenuatanga o Aotearoa i a Kupe. Tua atu i tērā, he wawaenga ara tēnei hei āwhina 

i ngā kairangahau kaupapa Māori. Ka tokomāpuna ake ko ngā take maha i tatū mai ai 

a Kupe ki Aotearoa. 

1.3 Te horanga.

Ko Te Hahautanga te upoko kōrero tuawhā. Ko ngā tikanga ka whakamahia e te 

kairangahau ki tēnei kaupapa te whāinga nui.

• Ko te whakahaere uiui tētahi, ki ētahi pūkōrero e mātau ana ki a Kupe.  

• Ko te arotakenga kōrero, arotakenga kōrero tuhituhi te tikanga tuarua.  

• Mā ngā uiui, me te arotake kōrero, arotake tuhituhi, ka pūrero ake pea ngā 

kōrero taketake e pā ana ki a Kupe, me te mahi hapahāpai i te pou tarāwaho e 

kīia nei ko Te Rā o Kupe.  

Ko Te Whiwhinga te upoko kōrero tuarima. Ko ngā hua kua whakawhiwhia i te 

rangahau te mahi nui.  

• He āta whiriwhiri i ngā mukamuka e pā ana ki te tupuna nei a Kupe te whai.  

• Ka tirohia hoki te tino tikanga o te kupu nei a kupe, e āta mārama ai te kaipānui 

ki a Kupe tangata, ki a Kupe tāngata rainei.  

• Ko tētahi atu whāinga nui hoki, ko te tino tikanga o te wheke a Muturangi. Ki 

te āta huraina te tino tikanga nei, arā noa atu ngā mahi me tutuki hei 

whakapūmau ake i te mana o te tupuna nei a Kupe.  

• Ka wetewetekina te whānuitanga ake o te kaupapa o Kupe.  

• Ka whai hoki i tētahi whakamārama e pā ana ki te pūtaketanga o Kupe i 

whakatere waka mai ki Aotearoa. 

Ko Te Rawenga te upoko tuaono. Kotahi tonu te aronga nui. Mā tēnei kaupapa 

rangahau ka aha? 

• Ae rainei, kua eke ki te wā me whakahou i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me 

te wheke a Muturangi? 

• Me pēhea e whakatikatika ai, e mana tonu ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei? Me pēhea 

hoki e whakatikatika ai, e mana tonu atu ai a Kupe ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa? 

• Me pēhea hoki e whakaū ai ko te mātauranga, me ngā kōrero nō roto mai o ngā 

wānanga i pupuri i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe?  

Hei te taupokitanga o tēnei tuhinga ki te upoko kōrero o Te Whakapūmautanga, ko 

ngā pānga ki te marau hou o Aotearoa, ko ngā hītori o te motu, me ngā mahi 

whakamānawa anō i a Kupe, te iho. Kei reira ngā tauākī hei whakaarotanga ake mō te 

tangata, ka takahi atu i te ara o Kairangi, e anga atu ana ki te āpōpō. Tērā pea, e kore 

te kaupapa e eke ki tētahi taumata e whakairiūka mai ai ngā whakautu ki ngā pātai 
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katoa. He pou manako pea te kaupapa, hei ara whāinga mā tētahi atu. He hua anō tēnā, 

hei ārahi i a Ngāi Kairangi ka tupu, ka rea, ka puta ā taihoa nei.  

1.4 Haere mai e te kura wānanga.  

Kua huri iaianei ki ngā tuhinga me ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko te tikanga ia, kia 

rāhiri ake i ngā kōrero me ngā tuhinga nui, i tua atu i ngā kōrero tuku iho, ngā mana 

tūāuriuri ki te kaupapa, kua hua kē mai i a Kupematarangi o mua nei. He kupu anō 

ēnei e tipu ai, e pūāwai ai te kaupapa o Kupematatai. Kua whakamahia tētahi rerenga 

kōrero ki runga tata ake nei, he mea tīkapo ake i tētahi karakia nā Kupe. Ko tōna 

tikanga, tukuna ngā kōrero o te wānanga kia rere, kia puta. He wā tōna ka whakatauhia 

ake he aha ia nei ngā kōrero nui o roto, me ōna patanga nui ki te kaupapa. Me ruruku 

hōhonu hoki ki ngā kōrero tuku iho, heke iho rā i te ao Māori o ngā mātua tūpuna, hoki 

muri rā anō ki a Kupe e tāhūhū mai nei i tēnei kaupapa rangahau. Kāti ake, haere mai 

e te kura wānanga o Te Rapunga!

2.0 He aha te tikanga o Te Rapunga? 

Ko te takenga mai o te ingoa o tēnei upoko kōrero o Te Rapunga, nā te kaupapa e kīia 

nei ko Te Hihiri (Nicholson, 2020). He momo rangahau Māori tonu tēnei, nā Rereata 

Makiha, i whakamahia ki roto i ngā whare wānanga Māori. Ko te tikanga ia o Te 

Rapunga, he whai haere i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki tētahi kaupapa, arā “Ka mahi, kia 

kitea mai tētahi mea e ngaro ana, e huna ana, kāore rainei e āta kitea atu ana” (Mason 

& Jacob, 2008). Kei te karakia a Ngatoroirangi hoki te tikanga o Te Rapunga nei (Best, 

1926). I whakamahia e Linda Tuhiwai Smith ko te kupu nei o Te Rapunga hei 

whakamāori i te “search” (1991). He kōrero e pā ana ki te whai a te tangata kia mau i 

a ia ko tētahi mea e rangahaua ana, e arotakehia ana, e whakatewhatewhahia ana. Ko 

tā tēnei upoko kōrero o Te Rapunga nei, he whai haere i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. 

2.1 He haonga kōrero.  

He maha tonu ngā momo huarahi i whāia hei hao mai i ngā kōrero nui e pā ana ki a 

Kupe. Māria rawa te hunga rangahau, he maha ngā tuhituhinga e pā ana ki a Kupe, mai 

anō i tērā atu rautau, tatū noa mai ki tēnei wā. Nā te whakapono pea ko Kupe tonu te 

tangata tuatahi i tae mai ai ki Aotearoa, kua rere ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a ia. Tae noa 

mai ki tēnei wā, kua tuhia e ngā iwi o Aotearoa ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki tō rātou 

hononga ki a Kupe (Pohatu, 1946; Reese, 2006).  

Kua pānuitia ko ngā tuhinga me ngā kōrero a Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa e pā ana ki a 

Kupe. Nā te aranga mai anō o ngā mahi whakatere waka i a Mau Piailug, ka hoki pea 

ngā mahara o te iwi Māori, me te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa whānui tonu, ki ngā tūpuna pēnei 

me Kupe (Mallon et al., 2012). E hia kē nei ngā tuhinga kōrero a te Pākehā e pā ana ki 

a Kupe. Maringanui rawa te kairangahau Māori i tēnei tūwhai āhua, nōna e aru haere 

ana i tētahi kaupapa Māori. Nā te aronui a te Pākehā ki te pūtaketanga mai o Aotearoa, 

ki ngā āhuaranga o te ao Māori, me te tangata tuatahi i tae mai ki tēnei whenua, ka hao 

haere i ngā kōrero Māori nei (Northern Advocate, 1913). Ka tuhia, kātahi ka tukuna 

whānuitia e te Pākehā te kōrero e pā ana ki ngā tūpuna pēnei me Kupe.  
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Nō reira kua whakamaheretia e au ko ētahi wehewehenga kōrero, e heke iho ana i te 

pūtaketanga mai o ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe ki Aotearoa, ahakoa Māori mai, 

Pākehā mai. Ka tirohia hoki ngā kōrero tuku iho a te Māori, ngā tuhinga me ngā kōrero 

a ngā iwi o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, me ngā tuhinga a te Pākehā e pā ana ki a Kupe. 

Mā ēnei kōrero, ka mārama te kaipānui ki te āhua o te ruruku ki te tiki kōrero, hei 

matapaki, hei wānanga i te kaupapa nei. Heoi me tīmata rawa ki te pūtaketanga o ngā 

kōrero Pākehā e pā ana ki a Kupe, me te pūtaketanga o Kupe ki te ao Māori.  

2.2 Te pūtaketanga o ngā tuhinga Pākehā e pā ana ki a Kupe. 

Nō te taenga tuatahi mai a te Pākehā ki te whenua nei o Aotearoa, he parekura tētahi 

hua nui, me te kitenga ake o te kūare o te Pākehā ki ngā tauwhāinga o te ao Māori 

(Salmond, 1991). Nō te tatūtanga mai a Abel Tasman ki Aotearoa i te tau 1642, me te 

taenga mai a James Cook i te tau 1769, he riri tūkino, he hekenga toto hoki i puta. Ka 

meinga ko te taenga tuatahi a Tasman he “sonic event” (Nunns, 2012), ahakoa kīhai 

rawa ōna wae i tau ki te mata o te whenua. Ka meinga hoki ko te “first scientific 

discovery” a Cook he mea aratakitaki e te ariki o Tahiti Mārearea a Tupaia 

(Beaglehole, 1961). Nō te taenga mai a Samuel Marsden i te marama o Tīhema i te tau 

1814, ko tāna kauwhau ki te iwi Māori he mea kapo ake i te pukapuka a Luke; “Behold, 

I bring you good tidings of great joy” (Jones & Jenkins, 2008). Ehara i te mea ko te 

whakatahuritanga i te iwi Māori ki te ao karaitiana anahe te whai (Lange, 2014). Nā 

Marsden tonu ētahi atu pou o te whakapono i hari mai ki Aotearoa, pērā me Henry 

Williams rāua ko James Sheppard (Middleton, 2005). Ka noho rātou ki te taha o ētahi 

rangatira o Ngāpuhi i mua i te kōkiritanga o Te Whakaputanga o Te Rangatiratanga o 

Niu Tireni, me Te Tiriti o Waitangi. Ahakoa ko tētahi whāinga ko te “…conversion of 

Māori to a Christian heart” (Carpenter, 2004), ko te whāinga nui kē ia, ko te mōtītī 

whakapākehātanga kē, arā ko te “assimilation” (Belich, 1986).  

He take tōrangapū kē te kōkiritanga i te kaupapa o Te Whakaputanga i te tau 1835 

(O'Malley, 2018). Ka nui ngā māharahara o te Karauna o Ingārangi me te iwi Māori ki 

te mātorotanga o te iwi Wīwī ki Aotearoa, nō reira, ka taunakitia te kaupapa o Te 

Whakaputanga, me te tū motuhake o te iwi Māori. He mea tuhi nā Williams ko āna 

tini huihuinga ki te iwi Māori ki waenga i te kirimokotanga o Te Whakaputanga me 

Te Tiriti o Waitangi (Carleton, 1874). Nā te whirinakitanga o ngā rangatira o Ngāpuhi 

ki a Williams, ka haukotihia te toronga mai a Bishop Pompellier, ka hua mai ai ko te 
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mokotanga o ngā rangatira o Ngāpuhi i Te Tiriti o Waitangi (Rusden, 1883). Ko Hone 

Heke te tangata tuatahi i kirimoko i Te Tiriti. Ka whawhai a Heke kia mana tonu atu 

ngā kupu o Te Tiriti, me te mahi a te Kāwana, kia whakatinanahia hoki ngā oati nui o 

roto, ka puta tāna kupu ki a Kāwana Kerei e mea ana “Kāhore te kī patu te makere noa 

i te ngutu, he pōrutu waihoe i a Kāwana i runga e. E mātau ana i roto i te hau kōrero, 

ko tō tīnana i waiho atu ki tawhiti e” (Heke, 1845).  

Whai muri i tāna ake kirimokotanga i Te Tiriti i te 12 o ngā rā o Pēpuere ki Māngungu, 

ka moehewa a Mohi Tawhai, rangatira o Te Māhurehure, tērā te mana o te kupu Pākehā 

ka piki ki runga, ko te mana o ngā kōrero Māori, ka torongi (Buick, 1914). Ko āna 

kupu poropiti e kī ana “Our words will sink to the bottom like stones” (Hohepa, 2011). 

I te wā i mura ai te ahi o ngā pakanga a te iwi Māori me te Pākehā, ka āta tuhia ngā 

mea i kitea e Marsden, rātou ko Williams ko Thomas Kendall mā. He kōrero tāwai kē 

ngā tuhinga nei, e whakarite ana i te Māori ki ētahi taurekareka, hei aronga nui mā te 

hunga pānui tuhinga o Ingarangi (Carpenter, 2004).  

I te wā i tū ai ngā pakanga ki waenga i te Pākehā me ngā iwi Māori i te tekau tau o 

1860, ka pūrero ake ko te hunga kōkiri mātauranga momo tāngata e aronui ana ki te 

ahurea Māori me te hītori Māori. Ko Edward Tregear tētahi hōia i te wā o te pakanga 

ki Tauranga, kātahi ka tahuri ki ngā mahi rūri whenua, ka whakakao haere i ngā kōrero 

o te ao Māori me te reo Māori, i mua i tana taenga atu ki Taranaki (Howe, 2003). Ko 

Stephenson Percy-Smith tētahi o te ope hōia Pākehā ki Taranaki i te tau 1857, kātahi 

ka huri ki ngā mahi rūri whenua, ka kohikohi i ngā kōrero Māori, hei tīmatanga māna 

ki ngā mahi kōkiri mātauranga momo tāngata, arā ko te ethnography (Byrnes, 1993). 

He hōia hoki a  Elsdon Best i te ope Pākehā ki Parihaka i mua i āna mahi rūri whenua 

ki Tūhoe, ā, ka noho, ka noho, ka whakatauria ake ko Best ko “New Zealand’s first 

professional ethnographer” (Sissions, 1993). I whakatipuria a James Cowan ki ngā 

whenua raupatu o Ngāti Maniapoto ki Kihikihi, kātahi ka whai haere i ngā mahi hei 

kaikawepūrongo (Colquhoun, 1996). I hau ai te rongo o Cowan nā āna mahi tuhi 

kōrero ki ngā puka e rua e pā ana ki ngā pakanga ki waenga i ngā iwi Māori me te 

Pākehā. He whakatauiratanga ēnei kaituhi Pākehā i te ara i takahia, me te whāinga nui 

ki roto i ngā tuhituhinga a ēnei kaituhi e pā ana ki ngā āhuatanga o te ao Māori i tirohia 

e rātou. Ka noho rātou ki waenga i ngā iwi Māori, ki ngā wāhi hoki i raupatuhia ai ngā 

whenua Māori, kātahi ka tuhi i ngā kōrero i mau ake i a rātou. Ko te take pea i pēnei 
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rawa te whakapukapuka haere o ngā kōrero Māori, he whakaū i te kōrero a Tākuta 

Isaac Featherston i kī ake i te tau 1856 “The Māori are dying out, and nothing can save 

them. Our plain duty, as good, compassionate colonists, is to smooth down their dying 

pillow. Then history will have nothing to reproach us with” (Hiroa, 1924). Ka māmā 

ake te korenga o te rānaki kero, pena ko te Pākehā tonu te kaituhi i ngā kōrero e pā ana 

ki te Māori.  

Ki waenga i ngā tau 1830 ki te 1840 ka tāia tuatahitia ko ngā kōrero tuku iho a te iwi 

Māori e ngā mea pērā me Hamlin, rātou ko Hale, ko Dieffenbach, ko Shortland, ko 

ngā pātaka tuhi kōrero hoki a John White, a Kāwana George Grey mā (Sorrenson, 

1977). Ko te iho o ngā mahi a ngā Pākehā nei, he huarahi kia puritia ko ngā kōrero e 

pā ana ki te ao Māori “…as a means of more effectively governing Māori” (Sorrenson, 

1977). Ko ētahi tohunga Māori pērā me Aperahama Taonui o Ngāpuhi, rāua ko Te 

Rangikaheke o Te Arawa, ngā puna kōrero a ngā Pākehā nei. Heoi i mahi tinihanga 

anō rāua. Tērā te kōrero e mea ana ko te rākau i nōhia e Māui, nōna e rapu haere ana i 

tōna matua, he “māpou” (nā Taonui) he “hikamore” rainei (nā Te Rangikaheke) tērā 

rākau (Hohepa, 2011). He mahi whakahohe katakata tēnei ki ngā mea mātau o te ao 

Māori ki ngā kōrero tuku iho, tātemea, ko aua rākau e rua he mea whakatipu ki te 

whare o Kawana Kerei ki Tāmaki, kaua ko ētahi rākau matua i Hawaiki, i te wā i a 

Māui. He puāwaitanga ēnei tohunga nō ngā whare wānanga Māori, ka mutu, he 

tohunga whakaako ki roto i ngā whare wānanga. Kei ērā whare wānanga kē te 

whakapūmautanga o ngā kōrero Māori, kaua ko ngā pukapuka a ngā Pākehā. He tauira 

a Hone Toia nā Aperahama Taonui, ā, i te wā i whakahaeretia e ia ko tōna ake whare 

wānanga, ka mate ia ki te whakahaere huna nei i ngā kōrero, nā ngā aupēhitanga o Te 

Ture Pēpēhi Tohunga (Tohunga Suppression Act 1907) me te whāinga matua o te ture 

rā kia whakakore i ēnei tūwhai tohunga, tātemea, he rangatira, arā he momo pērā i te 

“charismatic and powerful spiritual leaders” (Stephens, 2001). Ko ngā niupepa Māori 

ka taupatupatu i ngā kōrero tuku iho a te Māori, ā, ko ngā komiti Māori tonu, pēnei me 

Te Komiti o Ngāpuhi, ka whakahaere i ērā momo kōrero taupatupatu e pā ana ki a 

Kupe (Rameka, 1924). Ahakoa rā ngā mahi nei, ka noho mātāmua ko ngā tuhinga a 

ngā Pākehā pērā me Best, rātou ko Smith, ko White, ko Tregear mā. Ka kitea whānuitia 

te whai mana o ēnei tāngata, ahakoa he mahi pupuri kōrero te whāinga nui, kaua ko te 

whakatō mātauranga ki ngā whakatupuranga. Nō te matenga o Best i te tau 1931, ka 

meinga e Johannes Anderson he tino tangata a Best ki a Tūhoe, ā, ko tā Tūhoe mahi 
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he “venerate the pakeha who in his love and sympathy has preserved the lore so 

precious to them” (O’Neil, 2015). I te karakia uhunga i a Best, ka puta tētahi 

whakamānawa nā Te Pīhopa o Aotearoa, a Frederick Bennett, e whakapehapeha ana i 

a Best. Ka meinga ko ia te “…chief and father of the Māori race” (O’Neil, 2015). 

2.3 Te pūtaketanga o ngā kōrero Māori e pā ana ki a Kupe. 

E kore pea e taea e te tangata te whai haere i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, ki te kāhore 

hoki ia e whakamārama i te āhua o ngā mahi a te wānanga, me ōna pūtaketanga. Me 

hoki rā anō te tangata ki te tīmatanga mai o ngā mahi wānanga katoa o te ao Māori i a 

Io. Ko Io tonu te tīmatanga o ngā mea katoa o te wānanga (Marsden, 2003). Ko Io nei, 

horekau ōna mātua. E ai ki a Hohepa “Io was supreme…he had no parents, and he was 

the ultimate parent and the ultimate origin and was eternal. He was the minder of all 

knowledge, hidden and vigilant above the highest heavens” (Hohepa, 2011). Hei tā 

ētahi, he mea hangahanga noa iho nei a Io, kāhore i āta mōhiotia i mua i te taenga mai 

a te Pākehā (Mikaere, 2019).  

E ai ki ngā kōrero, ko Io tērā i pupuri i ngā kete o te wānanga ki ngā rangi tūhāhā. E ai 

ki a McGarvey “I ahu mai te whare wānanga i a Io, ko ia te matuatanga o ngā mea 

katoa mai i tērā wā taka noa mai ki tēnei wā haere ake” (McGarvey, 2017). Ko Io te 

pūtaketanga o te kōrero tuku iho, heke iho ki ngā wāhanga o Te Pū, Te More, Te Weu, 

Te Kore, ki ngā wāhanga katoa o Te Pō, tae atu ki Te Wānanga (Ngata, 1987b). Hei tā 

Marsden “Ko te wānanga, ko te kupu tēnā mō te mātauranga me te mōhio” (Ngata, 

1987b). Ka kitea pea e te tangata, he tapu tonu tēnei mea te wānanga, ā, he mahi nui 

te kawe, te hāpai, me te ako i ngā kōrero nei o te wānanga. 

Tokorua ngā atua Māori e whakaarohia ana nā rāua tonu ngā kete o te wānanga i tiki i 

a Io. Kei roto i tētahi tauparapara ko Tāne tonu tērā “…i pikitia ko te rangi tūhāhā ki 

te tihi o Manono” (Sciascia, 2003). Ki ētahi atu iwi, ko Tāwhaki kē tērā i whai haere i 

te aka matua. Kātahi ka piki ake ki te tiki i ngā kete o te wānanga, arā ka “Piki ake 

Tāwhaki i te rangi tuatahi, i te rangi tuarua, he āuru te rau o Tāwhaki, Tāwhaki nui ko 

te ara a Hema” (Grey, 1853). Ahakoa ko wai te atua Māori nāna nei ngā kete o te 

wānanga i mau mai, ko ngā kōrero nei e whakaatu ana i te taimaha o te mahi a Tāne, 

a Tāwhaki rainei, ki te tiki i ngā kete o te wānanga. He tauira anō tēnei ki ngā ākonga 

ka noho ki te wānanga ki te ako. He ara papatoiake, kātahi anō ka mau i te tangata ko 
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tāna e whai ana. Mau ana ngā kōrero o te wānanga i a Io, ka whakahokia mai ki te 

mata o te whenua, hei oranga mō te iwi, mō te tangata. Nā ēnei kōrero, ka kite te 

tangata i te tīmatanga mai o ngā mahi whakatō i ngā kōrero tuku iho, i te mātauranga 

Māori, me te whakaako i te mātauranga ki te tangata.   

Ki te ao Māori, he mea tapu te whakatō mātauranga, i te mea, ka hua ake i reira ko ngā 

wāhanga e rima ka hangā i a Ranginui rāua ko Papatūānuku (Edwards, 2010). Nā 

Ranginui rāua ko Papatūānuku, ka puta mai ko ngā atua Māori. Kei te takiwā o te 

kotahi rau e whā tekau ngā atua Māori i puta i a rāua (Hohepa, 2011). Te nuinga o te 

ao Māori e mōhio ana ki ētahi o ērā atua Māori, pērā me ngā atua Māori i reira i te wā 

i wehea ai a Rangi rāua ko Papa (Grey, 1928). Ko te mea nui, ko ngā tamariki katoa ā 

Ranginui rāua ko Papatūānuku i waihanga ake i ngā hautupua pērā i a Māui, tae atu ki 

ngā tāngata tuatahi tonu. 

Ehara i te mea nō Aotearoa nahenahe anō a Māui. Kei Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, me ngā 

wāhi maha o Melanesia tonu, te ingoa o Māui e kōrerotia ana, e whakaingoatia ana 

(Best, 1982). Ki te iwi Māori tonu, ko Māui tētahi o ngā pou tipua o te ao Māori. Ko 

Māui tonu tērā kei roto i ngā kōrero o nehe, kei roto i a tātou kōrero pūrākau, me te kī 

ake, nāna tonu a Aotearoa i pūwhenua (Royal, 2006). Kei te ao kapahaka ngā titonga 

maha e pā ana ki a Māui, pērā me te haka rongonui a Māui Pōtiki, nā Te Kapahaka o 

Waihīrere. Kei roto i tērā haka ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā mahinga nui e whā a Māui 

(Smith, 2018). Ko te hī ake i Te Ika-a-Māui tētahi o ngā mahinga nui (Beattie, 2004). 

Ko ngā kōrero a ngā wānanga e mea ana, ko te mahi hī i Te Ika-a-Māui tētahi o ngā 

take nui i mātau ai a Kupe ki tēnei whenua (Makiha, 2023a). I mōhio tonu a Kupe he 

mea hī ake te whenua e Māui (Tribunal, 1992). He mea whakahē tēnei mahi a Māui e 

ngā mea pērā me Fenton, me te kī ake, horekau he patanga o te mahi hī a Māui ki te 

pūwhenuatanga o Aotearoa (1885). Ko te mate kē, he whakaatu tērā kōrero a Fenton i 

te kūare ki ngā kōrero tuku iho a te iwi Māori, me te horopaki o ngā kōrero tuku iho 

nei, tae atu hoki ki te whai pānga o Māui ki a Kupe.  

Arā noa atu ngā tātai whakapapa kua kitea e te kairangahau e kī ana ka heke a Kupe i 

a Māui. Ko tētahi raruraru nui o ngā whakapapa, ko te kaha tini o ngā Māui, me te 

kaha tini hoki o ngā Kupe, ka pōkaikaha ngā whakaaro o te kaipānui. Hei tauira, kei 

roto i ngā whakapapa ngā kōrero mō Māui me ōna tūākana, e kī ana “Ko Māui mua, 
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ko Māui roto, ko Māui taha, ko Māui pae, ko Māui Tikitiki a Taranga” (Hohepa, 2011). 

Kei ngā whakapapa ngā kōrero e pā ana ki te heke a Kupe i a Māui (Poti, 1941). Kei 

ētahi atu iwi hoki ngā kōrero e pā ana ki tērā tātai a Kupe. Nā Hurae Puketapu o Ngāti 

Ruapani tētahi kōrero e kī ana e toru ngā whakapaparanga mai i a Māui ki a Kupe 

(Best, 1982). Mā te whakapapa o Kupe ki a Māui ka aha? He whakapūmau i te hononga 

ki waenga i a Kupe rāua ko Māui, ka tahi. Ka rua, ka whai hua pea te whakaaro, i 

mōhio tonu a Kupe ki te wāhi i haere ai a Māui, me te ika i hīa ake e ia. Ka toru, nā 

ngā wānanga o nehe, kua kitea te ara i mau ai i a Kupe ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki te 

whakatere waka me te whakahaere waka. Nā Tā Patu Hohepa te kōrero e kī ana “The 

navigators, one can assume, would have an entirely different vision of, and a different 

resonance to their feelings for this country, Aotearoa-New Zealand, because they were 

coming to the island fished up by their ancestor Māui” (2011). 

Arā noa atu ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me tōna pūtaketanga i Hawaiki. Ko ngā 

kōrero a Himiona Kamira, me ngā tuhinga a Aperehama Taonui, e āta hono ana i a 

Kupe ki Hawaiki. E kīia ana nō Hawaikirangi a Kupe (Kamira, 1957). Nā tōna uri 

whakaheke, nā Nukutawhiti, ētahi taniwha kaitiaki i whakahoki atu ki a Kupe ki 

Hawaiki nō muri tata i te paenga a Nukutawhiti ki Aotearoa nei (Sadler, 2014). E ai ki 

ngā kōrero pūtaketake, i tīmata ake a Aotea ki Raiatea. Ko ngā tuhinga a Te Rangihīroa 

(Sir Peter Buck) e whakamahi ana i te whakataukī rongonui nei, arā “E kore au e ngaro, 

he kākano i ruia mai i Rangiātea” (Buck, 1938). He whakapūmau tēnei i ngā hononga 

ki a Kupe, tae atu ki Raiatea kei Tahiti, arā, ko Hawaiki tērā (Sole, 2005). 

E ai ki a Tā Patu Hohepa, nā tētahi tohunga o Raiatea a Jean Yve Taiaru te kōrero, e 

mea ana nō Raiatea a Kupe (Hohepa, 2011). Ko tētahi atu kaikōrero hoki o Raiatea e 

kī ana i whānau mai a Kupe ki Fa’aroa, takiwā o Raiatea (John, 1993). Kei Raiatea 

hoki a Taputapuātea. “Taputapuātea is the link for the whole Polynesian triangle, we 

call it the cradle of the Polynesian people” (Mere, 2017). E ai ki a Te Rangihīroa, ka 

tīkina ētahi kōhatu i Taputapuātea, hei hari atu ki ētahi atu moutere, pēnei me ngā 

moutere Society. He mahi nui tā ērā kōhatu ki ngā whenua hou i taunahatia “…in order 

to acquire the religious prestige” (Buck, 1972). Mā reira “…new structures derived 

mana” (Buck, 1972). Mārama rawa te kitea, he wāhi tapu a Taputapuātea, ā, he wāhi 

nui ki Raiatea, ki Tahiti. Hei tā Nainoa Thompson, tohunga whakatere waka nō te iwi 

Kanaka Maoli o Hawaii, me te kaiārahi hoki o te rōpū whakatere waka hourua o 
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Polynesian Voyaging Society, ko Taputapuātea te ōhanga. Ko ngā mahi whakatere 

waka o Hawaii i takea mai i ngā “…navigational roots in Taputapuātea…” (Maui Now, 

2017). Ka taea pea hoki te kite i te whakaaro o ētahi e mea ana ko Taputapuātea te 

Hawaiki o te iwi Māori. Nō Hekenukumaingaiwi Busby te wawata kia whakahokia e 

ia tētahi kōhatu nō Aotearoa ki Taputapuātea. Ka riro mā te waka o Te Aurere tonu hei 

pīkau i tēra kōhatu mauri, e tohu ana i te hononga nui me te mana nui o Taputapuātea 

ki ngā mahi whakatere waka hourua o te iwi Māori (John, 1993). Tērā tētahi kōrero a 

tētahi tangata o Raiatea ki a Busby, e kī ana “…if you are a descendant of Kupe, you 

come from here” (John, 1993).  

He mea whakatō te mātauranga ki ngā wānanga, e ora tonu ai ngā kōrero tuku iho i te 

wā, me te ao, o te ora. (Mahuika, 2012). He mea tapu, he mea tiki mai i ngā rangi 

tūhāhā, i ngā kete o te wānanga i puritia e Io (Ngarewa, 2023). Nā Tāne rainei, nā 

Tāwhaki rainei ērā kete wānanga i poupoua iho ki te whenua. Kua whakakitea te 

hononga ki waenga i ngā atua Māori me ngā tūpuna pērā me Māui. Kātahi ka whai 

hononga kōrero, hononga whakapapa ki a Kupe, i puta mai i Raiatea, i Tahiti. Kei taua 

moutere tonu te ōhanga o ngā mahi whakatere waka, arā, kei Taputapuātea. E tika ana 

kia mahara ake te tangata ki tēnei momo whakahekenga kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Mā 

te horopaki nei, ka mārama pea te tangata ki te whakaaro Māori, me ngā kōrero tuku 

iho Māori e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ka kitea hoki hei te roanga ake o tēnei tuhinga kairangi, 

he rerekē noa atu ngā whakaaro me te ahunga o ngā whakaaro o ngā kaituhi Pākehā i 

whakaputa tuhinga kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Koirā pea tētahi mea nui ka warewaretia 

e te tangata, nōna ka tahuri ki te whai haere i ēnei kōrero. Ko tā te Māori, he kōrero 

tapu, he kōrero tuku iho, he kōrero heke iho hoki, mā ngā wānanga Māori. Ko tā te 

kaituhi Pākehā, he tuhinga Pākehā tonu, i ngā kōrero Māori i mau i a rātou, mā te 

hunga kaipānui Pākehā.  

2.4 Te puna tuhinga kōrero Pākehā. 

Tērā ētahi e pōhēhē ana, nā Grey te kōrero tuatahi e pā ana ki a Kupe i tuhi ki te 

pukapuka o Ngā Mahi a ngā Tūpuna, i te tau 1854 (Sorrenson, 1977). Nā Rawiri 

Taonui tētahi kōrero e ki ana, he tuhinga ki waenga i te tau 1829, me te tau 1835, e 

mea ana i whakawhiti atu a Kupe ki Wawauātea (Taonui, 1994). Tekaumātoru ngā 

waka i te taha tonu o Matawhaorua, ā, i haere tahi mai ērā waka katoa ki Aotearoa 

(Simmons, 1976). Nō te tau 1842, ko tā Wade i kī ake, nā Kupe tonu a Aotearoa i 
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taunaha ake. I taua tau tonu, ko Hamlin i kī ake, ko Kupe tērā i haere mai ki konei, 

rātou ko tōna tupuna ko Marutawhiti, ko tōna taokete hoki a Hoturapa (Simmons, 

1976). Kāhore i roa i muri ake, ka tuhia hoki e Brodie he kōrero e mea ana ko Kupe i 

tae mai i mua atu i a Hoturoa mā (1845). E ai ki a Grey “ka māmingatia a Hoturapa e 

Kupe, kia kahakina tōna wahine a Kuramarotini hei wahine mō Kupe” (1854). Koirā 

hoki te wairua o ngā kōrero a Taylor rāua ko Gudgeon. Hei tā rāua, i whāia kahatia a 

Kuramarotini e Kupe, mai i Hawaiki rā anō, ki Aotearoa (Von Hochstetter, 1867; 

Taylor, 1885; Gudgeon, 1894). Ka mahue a Hoturapa “ki te moana torongi ai” (Grey, 

1854). Ka puta whakarere a Kupe, ka whakaterehia te waka o Matahourua ki Aotearoa 

nei. Hei tā Grey, he mea tūpono noa te wheke a Muturangi i a Kupe mā e ahu atu ana 

ki Te Moana o Raukawa, ki Te Awa Iti, ki Kura Te Au (Tory Channel). Nā Rawiri 

Waimako, o Ngāti Ruanui, ngā kōrero a Grey e pā ana ki a Kupe. Nō te tau 1891, ka 

taunakihia ērā kōrero e Tregear (2001). Nā Best hoki tētahi kōrero mō ngā whetū i 

whāia haeretia e te waka o Takitimu, ka tae mai ki Aotearoa. Ko Autahi, ko Tautoru, 

ko Puanga, ko Karewa, ko Takurua, ko Tāwera, ko  Meremere, ko Matariki, ko 

Tamarereti, ko Te Ikaroa ērā whetū (Best, 1922). Nā Kupe tonu ērā kōrero i tuku. 

Hei tā ētahi, ehara i te mea ko Kupe tonu te tangata tuatahi i tae mai ai ki Aotearoa nei. 

E ai ki a Clayworth, nā Arthur Thomson te kōrero i te tau 1859 e mea ana ko Ngahue 

tonu te kaiwaere ake i te ara ki konei (Clayworth, 2001). I kohia ake e Grey ko ngā 

kōrero a Piri Kawau e mea ana, ko Ngahue hoki te tangata i tae tuatahi mai ki konei, 

ka mutu, ka tūpono atu ia ki te pounamu ki Te Waipounamu, ka whakahokia ki 

Hawaiki (1854). Hei tā Hochstetter, i haere tahi mai a Kupe rāua ko Ngahue ki konei, 

i te wā kotahi (Sorrenson, 1977). Nā Ngahue tonu te toki o Tauiraapa i hoatu ki a Kupe, 

he tohu, i noho tahi, i haere tahi mai rāua ki Aotearoa (White, 1887). E ai ki a Best 

“Ko te hunga tuatahi i whakatere waka mai ki ēnei moutere, he ope takirua, i haere 

mai i Poronīhia ki te marangai, he mea ārahi e Kupe rāua ko Ngahue (Ngake rainei), i 

tatū mai ki konei mā runga ētahi waka e rua, ko Matahourua rāua ko Tawiri-rangi ngā 

ingoa” (1917). Nā Best hoki ngā kōrero a Te Whetu i tā, ka mutu, e ai ki a Te Whetu 

“I te wā ka haere mai a Kupe rātou ko āna tamariki me ana manu e rua, ko Rupe tētehi, 

ko Te Kawau-a-toru tētehi, kātahi ka haere mai, ā, ka tae mai ki tēnei motu” (Best, 

1893). Ko tētahi kohinga kōrero e mea ana ko Rakautaura tērā i tae tōmua, tuarua iho 

ko Kupe (White, 1887). Tērā hoki te kōrero e mea ana, kua kā kē ngā ahi i te taenga 

mai a Kupe (Wilson, 2024). Hei tā Gudgeon, ehara i te mea ko Kupe tonu te tangata 
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tuatahi i tau mai ki Aotearoa (1999). Hei tāna nō Ngāpuhi kē ērā kōrero, ā, nō te wā o 

te taenga mai o te waka o Te Arawa te haerenga mai a Kupe. Ka mutu, ko te take i 

haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei, he whai haere i a Kuramarotini, kua tae kē mai 

ki konei i mua i a ia. Ko ngā waka pēnei me Te Ara Tauwhāiti kua tae kē mai ki konei. 

Nā tētahi o ērā waka a Kuramarotini i hari mai ki Aotearoa.  

Nā te tuhinga a Stephenson Percy Smith, ka huri kōaro ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. 

I mua i te tahuritanga ake ki te rau tau 1900, kāhore a Smith i whakapono ko Kupe 

tonu te tangata i tae tuatahi mai ki Aotearoa (1897). Ka noho, ka noho, ka huri ōna 

whakaaro, ka kitea e ia ētahi whakapapa Māori. Ka whakaaro iho a Smith, tokorua pea 

ngā Kupe i tae mai ki Aotearoa, ā, ko Kupe tuatahi tonu te kaiwawae ake i te ara ki 

tēnei whenua (1904). Nō te tau 1911, ka kīia ake e Smith, he whai haere i ngā manu e 

rere ana ki tēnei moka o te ao te take i tae mai ai a Kupe ki konei (Wairarapa Daily 

Times, 1911). Heoi ka rokohanga atu a Smith ki ngā kōrero a Te Whatahoro Jury, ā, 

ka mau i a ia ētahi kōrero hou. Nā Jury ngā kōrero a Te Matorohanga i tuhi, i te tau 

1861. E ai ki a Jury, nā Te Mātorohanga  te kī ake “I tētahi wā, ka tipu tā rāua (ko 

Kupe) kakari ko Muturangi (ki Hawaiki), te take o tā rāua whawhai mō te mōkai a 

Muturangi. Taua mōkaikai, he wheke” (Matorohanga et al., 1914). Ka unuhia ngā 

mōunu kai hī ika a Kupe e te wheke a Muturangi. Ahakoa i puta te īnoi a Kupe ki a 

Muturangi, kia whakamutua ngā mahi a tana wheke, ā, kia patua hoki e ia, ko tā 

Muturangi whakautu “… e kore ahau e whakaae kia mate taku mōkai” (Matorohanga 

et al., 1914, 108). Ko tā Kupe “Ka kore koe e tiaki i tō mōkai, ko te patua e au” 

(Matorohanga et al., 1914). Ka puta a Kupe, ka huri ki te patu i te wheke rā. Ko Ngake 

rāua ko Kupe ka kake i ō rāua waka a Matahourua rāua ko Tawirirangi, ka whai i te 

wheke. Ka ū a Kupe ki Hokianga. Ka aru a Ngake i te wheke ki tētahi ana ki 

Rangiwhakaoma. Ka haere a Kupe ki reira, ka aru rāua i te wheke ki Te Whanganui a 

Tara, ā, ka haere a Kupe, rātou ko Ngake, ko Tohirangi mā, ka patua e rātou te wheke 

ki Arapaoa, ā, mate noa (Matorohanga et al., 1914, 109-111). I tāngia ngā 

whakapākehātanga, ā, ko te whai i te wheke a Muturangi i Hawaiki mai anō te take i 

tae mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa (Smith et al., 1913). Kāhore i roa, ka tautokohia ērā 

kōrero e Best (1977; 1982). He kōrero anō tā Best e kī ana, nā te patunga o tāna 

tamāhine o Punaruku e te wheke a Muturangi, koirā te take i whāia kahatia taua wheke 

e Kupe (Best 1927). Nā ēnei tuhinga katoa, ka pūrara rawa te kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe 

me te wheke a Muturangi. He rerekē rawa ēnei kōrero ki te katoa o ngā tuhinga i puta 
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i a Smith i ngā tau o mua atu. Koianei te wā tuatahi i kitea ake he hononga ki waenga 

i a Kupe me te wheke a Muturangi, ki Hawaiki. Ko te wā tuatahi hoki tērā i puta mai  

he kōrero e mea ana, ko te pūtake tērā o te haerenga mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa.  

I āta tirohia ngā tuhinga taketake a Smith e Simmons, ka mutu hei tāna, i 

whakawhānuihia e Jury ngā tuhinga a Grey e pā ana ki te wheke i tūpono kitea ki 

Rangiwhakaoma, kia pūtake mai taua wheke i Hawaiki rā anō (Simmons, 1969). Hei 

tā Simmons, ehara i te mea nā Te Mātorohanga pū anō aua kōrero, erangi he mahi 

whakarerekē nā Jury i ngā tuhinga a Grey. Ko ia kē te pūtaketanga mai o te whai a 

Kupe i te wheke a Muturangi (Simmons, 1969). E ai ki a Simmons, nō te weheruatanga 

o tērā rautau, kua hanga āmine te nuinga o ngā kaituhi ki te hekenga mai o ngā waka 

Māori me ngā kōrero a Smith (Clayworth, 2001). Ka tīmata ngā kōrero i te hekenga 

mai a Kupe i te tau 950 AD. Ka whakahēngia hoki e Simmons ko ngā kōrero a Smith 

e pā ana ki ngā Kupe tokorua ki roto i ngā whakapapa i whakamahia e ia. Ko te pūtake 

o te kupu whakahē nei, he whakarau haere i te hekenga mai o ngā waka, me te 

whakamahi i a Kupe tuatahi hei tangata taunaha tōmua ki tēnei whenua i mua i te 

tahuritanga ake ki te tau 1000 AD. Hei tā Simmons, horekau noa ētahi kōrero 

whakapūmau i ērā whakapapa. Anō nei, he mea hangahanga noa ērā kōrero, ahakoa 

tokotoru, koni atu pea, ngā Kupe (Reed, 1977). Erangi ehara i te mea e taea te kī ake 

kāhore nei he tupuna pēnei me Kupe i tōna nei wā, e ai ki ngā kōrero tuku iho a ngā 

iwi, me ngā roherohenga o te motu (Davidson, 1987).  

Ahakoa ko ngā taupatupatu ki te wā o te haere mai, me te tangata tuatahi tonu i tae mai 

ai ki Aotearoa, ko te take i haere mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa i āhua pūmau tonu ki tā Smith 

i taki ai. Nā te putanga o Te Kauwae Raro (Matorohanga, et al., 1913) ka āhua mana 

rawa te kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, ki te wā i haere mai a Kupe ki konei, me te taha ki 

te wheke a Muturangi. Ko Best, rāua ko Tregear, i hāpai ake i te kōrero e pā ana ki a 

Kupe, te hekenga o ngā waka, me te wheke a Muturangi (Howe, 2003). 

Ka tīmata te aruaru haere a ngā kaituhi ki tā Smith i whakapuaki ake ai. Ko Biltcliff 

tētahi i āta rangahau i ngā kōrero a Ngāti Pāriri o Horowhenua, me ngā heke maha o 

te iwi i a Kupe (1946). Nā te tātai whakapapa taotahi noa te nuinga o ngā kōrero a 

Smith, rāua ko Jury, heke iho i a Kupe. Ka tahuri rawa a Biltcliff ki te tātai whakapapa 

whakamoe hei whakapūmau i te heke o tērā iwi i a Kupe (1946). Ahakoa te tinitini o 

ngā kōrero o mua e pā ana ki a Kupe, ki a Ngahue, ki a Kuramarotini, ki ngā manu i 
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rere mai ki tēnei moka o te ao, me te whai haere i ngā whetū, kua whakawhāititia ngā 

kōrero katoa kia hāngai rawa ki te wā i haere mai a Kupe, me te take i haere mai a 

Kupe, e ai ki te whakapuakitanga mai a Smith. Puta ana ngā kōrero a Smith rāua ko 

Best, ka horapa whānui. Tae kau atu ana ki te weheruatanga o tērā rau tau kua tata pūrō 

rawa te moko o te kōrero mō te wheke (Lal & Fortune, 2000). Ā, ka noho ēnei kōrero 

hei “orthodox theory” mō te taunahatanga o Aotearoa e Kupe (Simmons, 1969). E rere 

tonu ana ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me te wheke a Muturangi iāianei, ā, e hāpaitia 

tonutia ana e te iwi Māori (Tribunal, 2011; Reihana, 2022; Grace, 2017). Ka 

tūhāhāngia e ngā mātanga hītoria o Aotearoa te kōrero e mea ana, ko Kupe tērā i tae 

tuatahi mai ai ki Aotearoa, ka mutu, he whai tonu i te wheke a Muturangi te take i 

haere mai ai (Metge, 1967; Craig, 2004).  

E ai ki a Clark, nā te pukapuka a William Pember Reeves e kīia nei ko The Long White 

Cloud (1898), ka puta te kōrero nei, kātahi ka ngoto iho ki te hinengaro o Aotearoa, ā, 

ka whakaako ki ngā kura o te motu tae noa atu ki te mutunga o tērā rau tau (Clark, 

2009). E ai ki a McEwan, he kōrero tāwai kē te whakahē i te kōrero hītoria e kī ana, 

nā Kupe tonu tēnei whenua i taunaha, ahakoa horekau he kōrero whakapūmau, pēnei 

me ngā mahi a ngā tohunga mātai whaipara tangata (1950) i te taunahatanga a Kupe i 

te whenua nei o Aotearoa. Nā Michael King hoki tētahi kōrero e kī ana “If popular 

myth is to be believed, the discoverer of New Zealand was a Polynesian voyager 

named Kupe. Oddly, this myth was Pākehā in origin rather than Māori. Māori came to 

embrace it solely as a result of its widespread publication and dissemination in New 

Zealand primary schools between the 1910’s and the 1970’s” (2007). 

Nō reira, he aha ngā kōrero a te iwi Māori e pā ana ki te haerenga mai a Kupe ki 

Aotearoa? Āe rainei, ko te wheke a Muturangi te pūtake (Buck, 1972). He aronui noa 

iho nei ki ngā tuhinga Pākehā te take i pūmau ai te kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me te 

wheke a Muturangi ki te iwi Māori? He aha hoki ngā kōrero Māori e pā ana ki te wheke 

a Muturangi. Mehemea he kōrero e pā ana ki te wheke, he aha ia nei te tino tikanga?

2.5 Te puna kōrero Māori.  

E ai ki a Aperehama Taonui “Ko Kupe te tangata kua tae mai ki tēnei whenua i mua. 

I haere mai ki te rapu i a Tuputupuwhenua, ā, pau katoa ngā wāhi o tēnei motu te haere 

e ia” (1848). Nā Hone Mohi Tawhai hoki tērā kōrero (Sissons et al., 2001). Ko Ngāpuhi 

tonu tētahi iwi e whakapono nui ana ki te kōrero nā Kupe tonu tēnei whenua i taunaha 

me te hononga anō ki Hawaiki (Tau, 2007; Keene, 1975). Erangi he maha tonu ngā 

take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki konei. Hei tā Hone Sadler “He rerekē kē ngā kōrero o 

Ngāpuhi mō te take i haere mai a Kupe ki ēnei motu. Hāunga a Ngāpuhi, ko pēnei kē 

āna kōrero, nā te pūremu kē a Kupe i tae mai ki ēnei motu” (2014). He pērā hoki te 

kōrero a Te Huhu, arā, he mahi kino ki a Hoturapa, me te hiahia o Kupe ki a 

Kuramarotini, te take i tae mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa (1930a). E ai ki a Rereata Makiha 

“Ko te take i haere mai ai a Kupe, ko te pakanga nui i tū ki Hawaiki, arā te pakanga ki 

a Uenuku, nō reira, ka puta ki te whai i te whenua i hīa ai e tōna tupuna e Māui” (2022). 

Ko te pakanga i puta ohorere ai a Kupe i Hawaiki e karangatia nei ko 

“Moremoretākihikihi” te ingoa (Tutengaehe, 1924). Heoi e ai ki a Fairhall “…ka hua 

mai ko ngā pakanga huhua, ka itiiti noa ngā rawa o Hawaiki, ka whakatauria e ngā 

tūpuna kia taki haere mai ki tēnei o ngā whenua i kitea kētia e Kupe, e Ngahue” (2015). 

Hei tā Te Arawa, ko Ngatoroirangi tērā i puta i te whare wānanga o Hui Te Rangiora 

ki Tahiti Mārearea. E ai ki a Irirangi Tiakiawa, ki roto i te tuhinga whakapae a Anaha 

Hiini, ka whai haere a Ngātoroirangi i te ara i whakamāramahia e Kupe ki te whare 

wānanga rā (2020). E whakatinana ana tērā kōrero ki roto i te poroporoākī nā 

Ohomairangi. Nā Hiini anō tērā poroporoākī i tuhi, e kī ana “Kauaka hoki e wareware 

ki tō iwi ka noho nei. Nō reira, Ngāti Ohomairangi, haere i runga i te ara a Ngahue 

rāua ko Kuperaurukoata. Haere rā, haere rā” (2020).  

Kei Ngāpuhi hoki ngā kōrero e mea ana he tokomaha ngā Kupe (Poti, 1941; Haare, 

1924; Tawhai, 1940). Ki tā Hone Te Wairongoa o Hokianga, tokotoru ngā tūpuna, ko 

Kupe te ingoa, arā, ko Kupe-nuku, ko Kupe-rangi, me Kupe-manawa (Best, 1927). Ko 

taua kōrero anō kei roto i te whakapapa i tuhia e Taonui (1848). Nā Hone Mohi Tawhai 

aua tuhinga i hoatu ki a Smith. He pāpare tērā i te kōrero a Fenton i kī ake kāhore he 

kiko o ngā kōrero Māori mō ngā kaupapa pēnei me Māui, me Kupe (1885). E kī ana 

te kōrero, i mōhio tonu a Kupe ki te wāhi nei o Aotearoa, i te mea, i hīa ake te whenua 

nei e tōna tūpuna e Māui. Kei ngā tātai whakapapa o Ngāpuhi te hononga o Kupe ki te 
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tupuna rā ki a Māui. He tohu, i whāia e Kupe ko te ika a Māui, nō te wā whai muri tata 

i a Māui (Te Paretiti, 1921). Kei reira hoki ngā kōrero whakahē a ētahi e kī ana, ka nui 

te wehenga o te wā ki waenga i a Māui rāua ko Kupe. Ko te tikanga ia, e kore pea ērā 

kōrero e pā ana ki te ika a tōna tūpuna a Māui e tae tika atu kī ngā taringa o Kupe. Ko 

taua kōrero hoki tērā e pā ana ki ngā tohutohu a Kupe ki a Turi, anō nei, he hoa haere 

tahi, ahakoa he wehenga whakapapa nui ki waenga i a rāua. Tērā te kupu whakautu e 

kī ana, he kōrero tuku iho ēnei, heke iho ki ngā kaiwhakatere waka whai muri mai, 

ahakoa e huri kē ana ki ngā āhuaranga o te ao i mōhiotia e rātou (Orbell, 1985).  

Kāhore a Pei Te Hurinui i āta mōhio ki te take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. 

Erangi “…ki te whakaaro iho, he pērā anō i ngā take i heke mai ai a Hoturoa mā i muri 

noa mai i a ia, arā, he rapu whenua hou hei kāinga mō rātou…” (Jones, 2004). Kei 

reira ētahi e kī ana ko te rerenga manu, pērā me te pīpīwharauroa, te take i mōhio ai a 

Kupe ki te wāhi nei o Aotearoa. Nā Pei Te Hurinui tētahi kōrero e kī ana e kore e 

kāhore, i kitea e Kupe ko ngā manu pēnei me te pīpīwharauroa e haere pēnei mai ana 

ki Aotearoa (Jones, 2004). Ko ērā atu manu rere matara, pēnei me te kohoperoa 

(Mitchell, 2014), te koekoeā, te kuaka, me te kuriri e haere mai ana ki Aotearoa i ngā 

whenua pēnei me Alaska, kei te kōpaeraro o te ao (Richter-Gravier, 2019). Kei te 

takiwā o te Aroaromahana, o te Koanga, me te tīmatanga mai o te Raumati, te paenga 

mai o ngā manu pērā me te kuaka ki tēnei whenua (Corlett, 2021). Ka whai take pea 

te whakapae, nō te marama o Tīhema pea, i te wā e puāwai mai ana te pōhutukawa, te 

taenga mai a Kupe ki konei (Makiha, 2023b).  

Tērā ētahi e pōhēhē ana, kāhore a Kupe i āta mōhiotia e te nuinga o ngā iwi Māori 

(King, 2007). Nā Best tētahi kōrero, pūtake ake i ngā iwi o Wairoa, e kī ana i tae atu a 

Kupe ki Waikaremoana “…where he left a canoe named Tahu-upoko, which is still 

seen in the lake, in the form of a rock” (Best, 1996). Ko Ngā Toka o Kupe ērā e 

kōrerohia ake nei. Kei Te Tauihu o Te Waka-a-Māui ngā tini tūtohu whenua e mau nei 

i ngā ingoa nā Kupe, me tana whai haere i te wheke a Muturangi. Kei reira hoki ngā 

kōrero mō te pakanga a Kupe ki te wheke rā, ka hua ko te āhua me te takoto o te 

whenua (Beaglehole, 2022). Ko tā Paraone o Pare Hauraki, ehara i te mea he puta 

whakarere te mahi a Kupe, tātemea, i haere mai a Kupe rāua ko tana wahine, me ā rāua 

tamariki (1929). I mōhio tonu a Kupe, me pēhea te haere mai ki Aotearoa (Keepa, 

1930). E ai ki a Ngāti Toa, i kitea tuatahitia tēnei whenua e Kupe, ā, e mau tonu ana i

a rātou ko te punga o te waka o Te Maungaroa (Toa, 2022). Kei te rohe o Hokianga, 

kei roto hoki o Te Waiohua ki Tāmaki Makaurau hoki ētahi kōrero nā Kupe e pā ana 

ki ngā mahi whakangūngū i te tangata. Ko te marowhara a Kupe tērā e kōrerotia ana, 

hei whakatauira ake i tērā āhua (Andersen, 1946). Nā Kupe hoki ngā tupu 

whakaongaonga i hari mai i Hawaiki (Orbell, 1996). Nā tētahi tohunga o Ngāti Porou 

ētahi kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe i tuhi ki tāna pukapuka, ā, ka mea “Ko te mutunga 

tēnei o te whakahaerenga o ngā kōrero o tēnei tangata a Kupe, me āna mahi katoa” 

(McRae, 2017). Kei roto hoki i tētahi mōteatea kei Te Tairāwhiti te ingoa o Kupe e 

haere ana. Ko “Taku kurī e” te ingoa o tērā waiata, nō te wā o “Ngā tokoremu a 

Māhaki”, ā, kei tōna tōpito whakamutunga kau ake, ēnei rerenga kōrero e kī ana “Ko 

au tēnei ko Makere-whatu. Ka tangi pae i te taha o te rangi. Ko te uira a Kupe e i” 

(Raukatamea, 2018). Kei te haka o ‘Ka panapana’ te kōrero e mea ana “Kia huri au ki 

te tai whakatū a Kupe ki te tai o Matawhero i motu mai” (Herald, 1943).  

Nō te tau 1925, ka puta te whakatau kia whakatūngia tētahi pīhopa Māori ki te Hāhi 

Mihingare (Kaa, 2020). Nā tēnei whakatau, ka whakawahia tētahi Māori hei pīhopa 

Māori tuatahi ki tēnei whenua (Ward, 1928). Te otinga ake, ka whakatauria ko Te 

Pīhopa o Aotearoa hei tohu mōna. Heoi, i konei, ka rere ngā kōrero a te motu e pā ana 

ki a Kupe, me te ingoa nei o Aotearoa. E kōrerotia ana, ko Aotearoa tērā i taunahatia 

tuatahitia e Kupe (Salmond, 1997). Kei reira hoki te tini o ngā tāngata e whakapono 

ana nā Kuramarotini, nā Hineteapārangi rainei, a Aotearoa i tapa. I haere tahi mai rāua 

ko Kupe ki runga i te waka o Matawhaorua, o Matahourua rainei (Kapa, 1913). Ka 

kōrerotia hoki te take o te haere mai a Kupe, pēnei me te whai i Te Ika-a-Māui, te 

putanga i te pakanga ki Hawaiki, te mahi pūremu ki a Hoturapa, me te whai i te wheke 

a Muturangi. Ko ngā mea o Te Taitokerau i tuku whakapapa kia pānuitia e te motu 

whānui. Nā Erika Akuhata i tātai haere ake i te whakapapa o Kupe ki ngā waka o 

Mataatua me Ngātokimatawhaorua (1924). He tātai whakapapa hoki ki a Kupe te mahi  

i te wā i poroporoākītia te rangatira nui nei a Meiha Te Keepa Rangihiwinui (Etita, 

1898). Ko tētahi mea nui hoki ka taupatupatuhia, ko te pūtaketanga mai o Kupe i 

Hawaiki, me te pūtaketanga mai o Hawaiki ki Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa (Kohere, 1920). 

Ko te mea kē, mārakerake te kitea, he ingoa rongonui, he tupuna i hau nei tōna rongo 

ki ngā moka katoa o te ao Māori. He tokomaha tonu e kī ana, ko Kupe te tangata tuatahi 

i tau mai ki Aotearoa (Peni, 2013). 
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Kua oti kē te whakapuaki ake i te kōrero a Gudgeon e whakahē ana i te whakaaro, i 

tae tuatahi mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa, me tāna kī ake, nō Ngāpuhi nahenahe anō tērā 

kōrero. E tika ana te whakaaro, ko Ngāpuhi tētahi iwi i whirinaki atu ki tērā kōrero. E 

toru ngā hui nui a Te Komiti o Ngāpuhi, i tū i te tau 1924 ki te tau 1926 (Rameka, 

1924). Ko tōna tino pūtake ko te whai haere i te pūtaketanga mai o te ingoa o Ngāpuhi. 

Ko ngā hautupua o Ngāpuhi, o Te Taitokerau hoki, i āta wānanga i te kaupapa nei. Ka 

āta kōrerotia hoki te taha ki ngā mahi a Kupe, me tana haerenga mai ki Aotearoa. Ko 

ngā mea pērā me Haami Wimutu, rāua ko Toki Pangari, i kī ake nā te pakanga ki 

Hawaiki, ka tae mai a Kupe ki konei (Rameka, 1924). E ai ki a Haare rāua ko Te Tai, 

he kimi whenua hou, he rapu rainei i te ika a tōna tupuna a Māui, te pūtake o te 

haerenga mai (Rameka, 1924). Ko te mea nui, o ngā huihuinga e toru i whakahaeretia 

ai i te taha o ngā tohunga whakapapa, me ngā tohunga ki ngā kōrero tuku iho a 

Ngāpuhi, horekau tētahi kōrero kotahi noa iho nei e pā ana ki te whai a Kupe i te wheke 

a Muturangi. Mehemea ko Ngāpuhi tērā e whakapono nui ana ki te kōrero i tae tuatahi 

mai a Kupe ki konei, he mea nui te korenga mai o te kōrero e pā ana ki te wheke rā. 

Ko Te Rangihīroa tonu te tangata Māori tuatahi i hāpai ake i te kōrero a Smith e pā 

ana ki te wheke a Muturangi (Buck, 1938). He rerekē āna kōrero ki ngā kōrero tuku 

iho a ngā iwi o Taranaki, o Whanganui hoki, e pā ana ki a Kupe. E ai ki a Tony Sole, 

ko te pakanga, arā, ko “te hara i Awarua” kē te take i haere mai ai a Turi ki runga o 

Aotea, rāua ko Kupe ki runga o Matahourua (Sole, 2005). E ai ki a Hohepa “The 

evidence for our ancestors Kupe, then Nukutawhiti and Ruanui, leaving Hawaiki really 

has three simple reasons; they could because they had the vessels and the know-how; 

they would because conditions were becoming dangerous; they did, otherwise we will 

not be here to tell their stories” (Hohepa, 2011). Mehemea nō tarawāhi, arā, nō 

Hawaiki a Kupe, he aha ngā kōrero a Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa e pā ana ki a ia?  

2.6 Te puna kōrero o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. 

E ai ki ngā tāngata o Raiatea, i tipu ake a Kupe ki reira. Nō Fa’aroa a Kupe, ā, kāhore 

i pērā rawa te tawhiti o tōna wāhi tipu ki Taputapuātea (John, 1993). Ko Taputapuātea 

te pā whakawairua o ngā mahi whakatere waka, ka mutu, ka tonoa ngā tohunga 

whakatere waka ki reira, wānanga ai, whakaako ai (Moana, 1995). He puāwaitanga a 

Kupe nō Taputapuātea, nō Raiatea (Smith, 2022). Ko te kōrero hoki a Jean Yve Taiaru, 

ariki o Taputapuātea, nō Raiatea a Kupe, he tohunga whakatere waka hoki nō tērā wāhi 
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(Hohepa, 2011). Koirā hoki te kōrero a Kamira (1957). Ko Taputapuātea te ōhanga o 

Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa (Mere, 2017). E ai ki a Ben Finney, ko “te hara i Awarua” tētahi 

take nui i puta whakarere ai ngā tāngata kaumoana, pērā i a Kupe, i Taputapuātea, ki 

Aotearoa (Finney, 1999). I mau ake i a Smith ko ētahi whakapapa e whakapūmau ana 

i te noho a Kupe hei uri nō ngā moutere, nō ngā tātai whakapapa o ngā tohunga 

whakatere waka Moana, pērā i a Uenga (Ko Uhenga, ko Tangiia rainei) (1910). E kīia 

ana, ko ngā ingoa o ngā tāngata whakatere waka he huinga kōrero nui, e mahi ana i 

ngā kōrero tuku iho, ngā tūtohu whenua, ngā ara moana, ngā waka, me ngā ingoa 

tūpuna (Taonui, 2006). Hei tā Ina Papera, uri whakaheke o Uhenga (ko Uenga, ko 

Tahatiti rainei ki ētahi atu), nā Uhenga ngā mahi whakatere i taki, nō muri ka 

whakahaeretia ngā wānanga whakangūngū i ngā mea pērā me Kupe mā. (Papera, 

2021). Kei a Āhua 2 tētahi tātai e whakaatu ana i te heke a Kupe i a Uenga:

Mārekarake te kitea, ehara i te mea he ingoa tangata tonu a Kupe, erangi kē ia, he 

taitara ka tapaina, ka huaina ki tētahi tohunga whakatere waka, hanga waka, tārai waka, 

rainei. E hia kē nei ngā tohunga whakatere waka nō ngā iwi o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, 

nā rātou tonu ō rātou whenua i taunaha. Ko Kaitu'u tērā ki Renall, ko Tefolaha tērā ki 

Tuvalu, ko Hotumatua ki Rapanui, ā, ko Oro te atua nui ki Taputapuātea. Ko tā 

Aotearoa tonu, ko Kupe (Taonui, 1994). E ai ki a Orbell, ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a 

Kupe, he rite ki ngā tūpuna whakatere waka o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, pērā me Tupa 

o Marquesas (1996).  

E ai ki tētahi kōrero nā Davis rāua ko Pā Tuterangi Ariki o Rarotonga, i whai haere a 

Kupe i ngā tohutohu a tōna tupuna a Māui kia tae atu ki te ika i hīa e ia “…which Kupe 

no doubt obtained and put to good use when he decided to go there about ten 

generations ago (950AD)” (Davis, 1992). Tērā hoki tētahi kōrero i pūtake ake i 
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Rarotonga e mea ana ko Kupe tērā i kite tuatahi ake i a Aotearoa, ā, nō Manihiki a 

Kupe (Olesen, 2020). He kaupapa, he kupu whakarite, he kōrero rainei e hāngai ana ki 

te wheke, ka karangatia e ētahi o ngā iwi, he “Fe’e”. E mea ana ngā kōrero, he ara 

haere moana, he ara haere tangata ki ngā moutere e nōhia ana e ngā uri o Te Moana-

nui-a-Kiwa, pēnei me te iwi Māori e nonoho nei ki Aotearoa (Yamanaka, 2022). Nā 

Te Rangihīroa te mahere o te wheke a Muturangi kei a Āhua 3 (Buck, 1938). Hei tā 

ētahi tohunga whakatere waka, ehara te wheke a Muturangi i te wheke noa, he ara 

whetū kē (Thatcher, 2022). He kōrero “Fe’e” hoki nō Tahiti, e tohu ana i te ara ki ngā 

whenua o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, pērā me Aotearoa (Yamanaka, 2022).

Ko te tikanga pea o te wheke a Muturangi, he Fe’e kē pea, ka hui ki te whai whakaaro, 

mēnā rainei ka tae kau atu rātou ki te pae o te rangi, arā, ki te mutunga rā anō o te 

rangi. He kōrero whakarite hoki mō tētahi wāhi kei waho tata ake o Rangitahua, e 

kororipo haere ana i te wā o te terenga mai o ngā waka e ahu ana ki Aotearoa. Nā te 

hau, nā ngā ngaru, ka huihui haere ngā mea nui o te moana uriuri ki reira (Thatcher, 

2022). Ko te whakapae ia, koianei te wāhi e whakaingoatia ana ki te ao Māori ko Te 

Kupenga a Kahukura me Te Korokoro o Parata (Busby, 2013).  

Ka ara ake te whakaaro kia whakaterehia ngā mahi whakatere waka hourua hei 

whakamātautau. I whāia haeretia ko ngā tohutohu a Kupe kia kite pena i tika rainei, ka 

whai hua rainei hoki ngā māhi a Kupe i tōna nei wā (Finney, 1994). Ka aru haere a 

Nainoa Thompson i ngā kōrero a Kupe me ngā tohutohu i whāia e ngā waka o muri 

mai, arā ko ngā waka pērā me Kurahaupō, me Takitimu (Thompson, 2020). Ko David 

Lewis hoki tērā i whakamātautau i ngā terenga waka, me tana whai i ngā tohutohu i 

waihotia mai e Kupe. Mōhio tonu a Lewis ki ngā tohutohu e kī ana me haere ki te taha 

māui tonu o te tōnga o te rā i Rarotonga, ka tae koe ki Aotearoa (Mallon et al., 2012). 

Arā anō ētahi atu i whai haere i ēnei tohutohu, pērā me te waka o te waka o Hōkūle'a 

(1985) me te waka o Hawaikinui (1985). E ai ki ngā kōrero a Te Rōpū Whakamana i 

Te Tiriti o Waitangi “Although Matawhaorua left from Pikopikoiwhiti, it is very 

unlikely that Kupe tacked South immediately. He would first have sailed to Rarotonga, 

his father’s home island, and reprovisioned there for the final push south. The last leg 

of Kupe’s voyage would have taken about three weeks, assuming as we do that it began 

in Rarotonga” (Tribunal, 2011). Ka whai tikanga hoki te kōrero e kī ana ko te marama 

o Oketopa, o Noema rainei te wā tōtika kia tīmata te haere mai ki Aotearoa (Babayan 

et al., 1987). Nā ngā tohutohu hoki a Kupe ka whai wāhi a Tainui me te waka o Te 

Arawa ki te ara tika hei haerenga mai ki Aotearoa (Jones, 2004). Hei tā Jones anō “Ko 

te kōrero a Kupe, me takoto te ihu o te waka ki Aotea-roa, mai i Ahuahu (koia te roanga 

atu o taua ingoa, nā ētahi iwi ko Ahu tonu). Me heke tika mai ki te tonga mai i 

Māuitaha, i Māui-pae. Ēnei, he mahanga ēnei motu e rua; kei waho mai o Ahuahu. Me 

pou tonu te ihu o te waka ki te tonga… Ka mea mai rātou “E Kupe! Hei te pō, me 

takoto te ihu waka kōwhea?” Ka mea atu a Kupe “Tukua te rā ki te taha katau o te ihu 

o te waka, me te marama, me Kōpū; kia taa mātonga-māuru te whakaheke o te ihu 

waka” (Jones, 2004). 
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2.7 Te whakahiatotanga.  

Kia hoki ake ki te pātai e kī ana he aha a Kupe i haere mai ai ki Aotearoa nei? Ko te 

whakautu tōtika ki tērā pātai e mea ana he maha tonu ngā take, e ai ki ngā hua o Te 

Rapunga! Kua whai tikanga pea ngā kōrero katoa o runga ake nei. Ko te mea kē, kei 

tua atu i te take kotahi noa iho, te huhua o ngā take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki konei. Ka 

mutu, e tika ana kia whai whakaaro ki ērā take katoa. Ehara i te mea e taea e tātou te 

kī ake, āe mārika, mea nei te take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki konei. Pena koia rā te 

whakatau, ka taea hoki pea e tātou te kī ake, ehara i te mea, ko te wheke a Muturangi 

te pūtake o te haere mai a Kupe ki konei. Kua kohia ake hoki ko ngā kōrero tuku iho a 

ētahi iwi, me ētahi kōrero nō Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, hei tāhūhū. Kāhore hoki ērā 

kōrero e tūhāhā ana i te whakaaro, ko te aruaru a Kupe i te wheke a Muturangi, te take 

i tae mai a ia ki Aotearoa.  

Ahakoa kāhore te horopaki o ngā kaupapa Māori i arohia nuitia e ngā mea pērā me 

Smith mā, ka mahia tonutia e rātou ko ngā mahi rangahau, e ai ki tā rātou e whakapono 

ai. E rongo tonu ana tātou i te hua o ērā mahi, me tērā hāpai a ngā mātanga mātai 

ahurea tāngata tonu iaianei. Ka taea hoki e tātou te kī ake, ko te whakatau hoki a 

Simmons e pā ana ki ngā Kupe maha i kōrerotia e Smith, he hua nō te ruku pāpaku 

noa ki tētahi puna tāwhaiwhai o Whakapapa. Ehara i te mea, kotahi tonu te Kupe i 

mōhiotia e te ao Māori. He Kupe anō kei ētahi atu iwi (Evans, 2009).  

He tīmatanga noa tēnei. Arā noa atu ngā mahi e taea ai. Ko tētahi taupā nui, ko te whai 

wāhi atu ki ngā puna kōrero e āta mōhio ana ki ngā kōrero tuku iho nei. Koirā pea te 

take e tahuri tonu ana te iwi Māori ki te kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me te wheke a 

Muturangi. Te kaha īta mai o te kōrero, me te kaha ngoto iho ki ngā pukapuka nui, me 

ngā pukapuka hītoria o Aotearoa, me whai whakatinanatanga nui whakaharahara rā 

anō, kātahi anō ka tīni, ka rerekē ake. Kāti, he aha kē atu anō tētahi hua o te mahi nei, 

hei āwhina i ngā kairangahau Māori ka takahi i te ara o Rangahau, ki ngā kaupapa 

pēnei me Kupe?  

2.8 Nau mai rā e Te Rā o Kupe.  
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Tērā e pōhēhē ana he Māori a Kupe, a Kuramarotini, a Ngatoroirangi, a Hoturoa, a 

Nukutawhiti mā. He uri rātou nō Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, nō Hawaiki mai anō. Ahakoa 

i tae mai rātou ki Aotearoa nei, ehara i te mea nā te taenga mai ki konei, ka Māori mai 

ēnei tūpuna. I whānau mai rātou ki Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, ā, i tipu ake rātou ki Te 

Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ahakoa i haere matara mai rātou ki Aotearoa, ko ō rātou urī kē i 

noho hei Māori. O aua tūpuna katoa i whakahuatia ake ki runga rā, ko Kupe rāua ko 

Kuramarotini i hoki atu ki te wā kāinga.  

E tika ana kia whakamaharatia ko ngā hononga, ngā whakapapa, me te whakatipuranga 

mai o te ahurea Māori i Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ko te kōrero a Rereata Makiha e kī 

ana, nā Nukutawhiti ngā kōrero tuku iho i a Kupe i mauria mai ki Aotearoa nei 

(Makiha, 2023b). He āhuaranga nui tēnei, ki roto i ngā kōrero tuku iho a te iwi Māori  

me ōna pūtaketanga mai i Hawaiki rā anō, i Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. E kore pea e taea 

te karo i ngā kōrero kei Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa e pā ana ki ngā kaupapa Māori. Ko 

Hawaiki anō tō tātou ōhanga, tō tātou pūtaketanga. Ā, ko taua Hawaiki tonu tō tātou 

okiokinga, tō tātou otinga (Sadler, 2014).  

Kia ahatia, kua whai whakaaro ake ki ētahi mahinga ka whāia e au ki ngā mahi 

rangahau. Kua whai whakaaro hoki ki tētahi hanga tikanga rangahau, arā ki tētahi pou 

tarāwaho Māori ake nei, Moana-nui-a-Kiwa ake nei, Kupe ake nei. Koia te tauira i 

whāia ki roto i ēnei mahi arotake tuhinga kōrero. He ara anō pea tēnei, hei āwhina i 

ngā mahi a ngā kairangahau Māori e haere ake nei. E ea ai a kaupapa Māori, 

wānangatia! E Kupe tonu atu ai te kaupapa, kōkiritia ko Te Kimihanga!

3.0 Kimihia te pou tarāwaho.  

Ahakoa “He kōpū puta tahi a methodology rāua ko method” (Collier, 2022) he mahi 

anō tā tēnā, tā tēnā. Ka hui ngā mātāpono me ngā tūwhai tikanga kia kotahi mai, hei 

whakaatu i te whakaraupapatanga o tētahi kaupapa rangahau. Ko te pūtake o ngā 

kōrero e whai ake nei, he kimi i tētahi pou tarāwaho e hāngai ana ki te kaupapa matua, 

arā ki a Kupe. Me whakamahere te pou tarāwaho i tētahi tātai e mārama ai te kaipānui 

ko hea a runga, ko hea hoki a raro, i te kaupapa nei. Ko tā te pou tarāwaho, he 

whakarākei ake i ētahi o ngā kōrero kua kitea ki roto i te upoko kōrero o Te Rapunga. 

Mā te pou tarāwaho hoki e whakairo i te kaupapa whānui, me ētahi atu āhuatanga nui 

o te kaupapa.  

E ai ki a Chilisa “Post-colonial indigenous research methodology consists of 

approaches to decolonize and indigenize dominant research methodologies. These 

include the articulation of a postcolonial indigenous research paradigm informed by a 

relational ontology, epistemology, and axiology” (Chilisa, 2012). Nō reira me aro te 

kairangahau iwi taketake ki te ao e noho nei a ia me ōna whakaawenga. Me āta 

whakaaro hoki te kairangahau ki tētahi pou tarāwaho e hāngai ana ki tana kaupapa. He 

mea nui tēnei, i te mea ko ngā kōrero ka puta mai, me ngā kōrero ka haoa e te 

kairangahau, he kawenga nui, he pīkauranga nui mā te kairangahau (Kovach, 2009). 

He wā ōna ka taea e te kairangahau te whakamahi i tētahi pou tarāwaho kua 

whakamahia kētia. He wā anō ka hangaia e te kairangahau he pou tarāwaho hou. Ko 

te tikanga ia he rangahau hou ka whakakitea i ngā mahi. He rapunga whakaaro, he 

aronga kaupapa, he hua raraunga, he mātauranga hou, me ētahi atu rauemi hoki te 

pūtake o ngā mahi (Ahmed et al., 2016). Ka whai take pea tētahi pou tarāwaho hou. 

3.1 Te Kimihanga.  

Ki roto i ngā kōrero o nehe o te ao Māori, kā āta kitea te tikanga o te kimihanga. He 

pēnei me te “seek”, me te “search” rainei (Gudgeon, 1905). Kei te ao Māori hoki te 

rerenga kōrero poroporoākī e kī nei “Kimihia, rangahaua, kei hea koutou ka ngaro 
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nei?” (Trust, 2022; Waiora, 2022). Ko tētahi wairua nui o roto o ngā kōrero e pā ana 

ki Te Kimihanga nei, kāhore e tino mōhiotia ana e te kaikōrero ko hea pū anō te mea 

e āta whāia ana e ia. He pērā hoki te wairua o te waiata a Tūtetawhā o Ngāti 

Tūwharetoa, e kī nei ngā kupu “Ka po, ka po, ka ao, ka ao. I te ahatanga, i te kimihanga, 

i te whare nui nō Tongameha” (Te Hata & Fletcher, 1917). Koirā hoki te 

whakamahinga o Te Kimihanga ki konei. Kāhore i āta mōhiotia he pēhea nei te pou 

tarāwaho ka hāngai ki a Kupe. Ka roa ka roa, ka tūpono kitea tētahi pou tarāwaho e 

whakaahua ana i te kaupapa nei, me te āhua hoki o te ara e whāia ana e te kairangahau. 

Ko tā Te Kimihanga, he whakatakoto i tētahi ara e whai hua ai te kimi a te kairangahau.  

3.2 Tikanga Māori. 

Ko te kupu pou tarāwaho nei he kupu Māori, e whakamahia ana kia rite ki te tikanga 

o te methodology (Mason & Jacob, 2008). Ko te tikanga o te pou tarāwaho ki te iwi 

Māori, he pou tohu whenua, e mōhio ai te tangata ko hea kē ngā wāhi e tomo ai te 

tangata ki te rohe o tētahi iwi (Williams, 1971). Ko tētahi atu tikanga o te pou tarāwaho, 

he pēnei me te “tāepaepa” (Mason & Jacob, 2008). Ko roto o ēnei tikanga e rua ngā 

take e whiriwhirihia ana ko te pou tarāwaho hei kupu mō te methodology. Arā noa atu 

ngā tauira e whakamahi ana i te kupu nei a pou tarāwaho hei methodology. Kua 

whakamahia te kupu pou tarāwaho ki roto i ngā mahi hauora Māori (Te Puni Kōkiri, 

1999; Russell et al., 2022; Waipareira, 2019). He pou tarāwaho hoki kua whakamahia 

hei rautaki kaupapa (Rangitikei, 2021).  

3.3 Kaupapa Māori. 

Ko te pūtaketanga o kaupapa Māori, he urupare ki ngā momo ariā Pākehā o roto o te 

ao rangahau e ai ki te iwi Pākehā (Bishop, 1999). Ko tōna iho ko te tūāpapa me te 

whakatinanatanga o te mātauranga Māori (Nepe, 1991). He “positivist” te tirohanga i 

takea mai i te whakaaro, kotahi tonu te ara e taea ai e te ao rangahau, me te aha, he 

tirohanga paetae kē te mahi a te kairangahau (Wilson et al., 2022). Hei tā Smith, nā te 

whakamana o ngā kairangahau Pākehā i te “…positional superiority of Western 

knowledge”, ka mokonahahia, ka parea rainei te mana mātauranga iwi taketake (2012). 

Ko tā kaupapa Māori, he hura ake i te ao Māori me ngā whakaaro Māori, e ai ki te 

oranga o te tangata Māori ki roto i te ao hurihuri (Smith, 1997). Mā kaupapa Māori, 

ka hua ko te hāngaitanga ki te tuakiri Māori me te whakapakari hoki i ngā āhuatanga 
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e ora tonu ai te ao Māori. E tūhāhātia ana ēnei whakaaro e ngā pou tarāwaho taketake 

o te ao. Ko te tikanga he whakapūmau, he whakamana hoki i te mana taketake, mā tā 

tātou whakapuaki ake i te noho hei uri nō ngā iwi taketake ki roto i ngā mahi rangahau 

ka mahia e tātou (Kovach, 2009). E ai ki a Cherryl Smith “Research that strengthens 

us as a people is invaluable” (2013). Me whai uara ngā mahi, hei whakapakari ake i a 

tātou, me ō tātou iwi. Me aro ngā rangahau Māori ki ngā pāparetanga a te iwi Māori i 

te ao Pākeha ka tahi. Ka rua, ko te waere ake i te wāhi kia hua mai ai ngā pou tarāwaho 

Māori, nā te iwi Māori tonu (Smith, 1997). E ai ki a Linda Tuhiwai Smith “Indigenous 

peoples want to tell our own stories, write about our own versions, in our own ways, 

for our own purposes. It is not simply about giving an oral account or a genealogical 

naming of the land and the events which raged over it, but a very powerful need to 

give testimony to, and restore a spirit to bring back into existence a world fragmented 

and dying” (Smith, 2012).  

E ono ngā pou matua o kaupapa Māori. Mā ngā pou nei, ka taea e te kairangahau te 

whakatū i tētahi pou tarāwaho Māori ake nei (Pihama et al., 2002). Koinei ngā pou e 

ono e tokotoko ake ana i a kaupapa Māori: 

• Ko te tino rangatiratanga: Ko te whakamana i te tino rangatiratanga Māori i 

oatitia mai ai i Te Whakaputanga o te Rangatiratanga o Niu Tireni, 1835 te tau, 

me te Tiriti o Waitangi i kirimokohia i te tau 1840.  

• Ko taonga tuku iho: He mea tuku noa mai i ngā mātua, i ngā tūpuna, heke iho 

ki ngā whakatupuranga o muri mai. He kawe tonu i te tapu me te mauri o ngā 

kōrero me te mātauranga o nehe.  

• Ko ako Māori: He momo hāpai te ako Māori i runga anō i tā te Māori e 

whakapono ai, me tāna hoki e ngākaunui ai, hei painga mōna.  

• Ko kia piki ake i ngā raruraru o te kāinga: He ara whakatupu, whakapakari ake 

tēnei i te whānau, i te hapū, i te iwi, i te hapori hoki. He tirohanga whānui ki 

ētahi atu, kaua rawa ki tā te kairangahau e hiahia ai, mōna anō.  

• Ko whānau: Kawea te kaupapa mā te mana o te whakawhanaungatanga. Arā, 

me pupuri tonu te kairangahau i te mana o ngā tāngata katoa ka whai wāhi mai 

ki a ia, anō nei he whanaunga nōna.  

• Ko kaupapa: He kaupapa Māori tonu, e hua ake ai he painga mā te iwi Māori, 

ki te iwi Māori, me te iwi Māori.

Me noho mātāmua mai ēnei pou e ono hei ārahi i ngā mahi rangahau e pā ana ki a 

Kupe. Ko tētahi aronga nui mā te kairangahau Māori, he whakapūtahi i ētahi ara e rua 

hei whakatinana i a kaupapa Māori. Ko te aro ki ngā pāparetanga a te iwi Māori i te ao 

Pākeha ka tahi. Ka rua, ko te wawae ake i tētahi ara hou, kia toko ake ai tētahi pou 

tarāwaho Māori, nā te iwi Māori tonu (Smith, 1997). Ko tētahi atu whāinga, mā 

kaupapa Māori ka mau tonu ko te mana motuhake o ngā tāngata ka whai pānga ki te 

mahi rangahau (Smith, 1991).  

3.4 He tauira.  

Ka tirohia ētahi whakatauiratanga ake i te pou tarāwaho Māori. He mea whakaingoatia 

ētahi ki roto i ngā mahi hauora Māori, ki roto hoki i ngā mahi mātauranga Māori. I 

tahuri atu ki ētahi tauira ka pā pea ki te kaupapa rangahau. Ko te ōhia ake, ka hua mai 

he pou tarāwaho ka noho ki te kaupapa. He kōrero rainei o roto o ngā tauira pou 

tarāwaho nei, hei whakamahi i tētahi pou tarāwaho hou. Ka taea pea te ranu i ētahi o 

ēnei pou tarāwaho hei whakamahi ki te kaupapa. Kei raro tata nei ētahi 

whakatauiratanga ake o te pou tarāwaho Māori, ka whai pānga pea ki te kaupapa 

rangahau nei e pā ana ki a Kupe. Me te aha, mā ēnei pou tarāwaho pea, ka puta, ka hua 

hoki he pou tarāwaho whakamana i a Kupe.

He hāpai i te mana Māori ki te waihanga mātauranga hou te tikanga (Rata et 

al., 2012). Ehara i te mea ka parea te mātauranga Pākehā ki te taha. Tekau ngā 

mātāpono o tēnei pou tarāwaho kei a Āhua 6. Ka whakaritea ēnei mātāpono ki ngā 

wehenga o te waka hourua. Nā te waka hourua, ka whai pānga ki te kaupapa o Kupe.

(MAS, 2020). Ko te Whare Tapawhā te tūāpapa mō ngā mahi hauora Māori, hei papa 

ahurewa hoki ki roto i ngā mahi hauora hinengaro (Kingi, 2002). Ko tā te Meihana 

Model kei a Āhua 7, e rua ngā āpitihanga ki te whare tapawhā. Ko ēnei pou e ono he 

tauira whakamahi (Pitama et al., 2014). Ko taua āhua hoki o te waka hourua te anga.

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3.5 Te Rā o Kupe. 

He tohunga whakatere waka, he tohunga hanga waka, he kaiārahi tangata hoki a Kupe 

(Poti, 1941; Hohepa, 2011). Me āhua rite te pou tarāwaho e pā ana ki a Kupe ki āna 

mahi kaumoana. Ka haere mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa i Hawaiki (Buller, 1878; Wilson, 

1907). Ka tae ki te wā me hoki ki Hawaiki, ka puta tāna kōrero “E kore tēnei e hoki 

anga mai anō” (Klaricich, 2020), ka haere i tana haere. Me whai wāhanga a Hawaiki, 

me te hoki ki reira, ki roto i te pou tarāwaho. Arā noa atu ngā kōrero e whakamahia 

ana iaianei e pā ana ki ngā mahi kaumoana, mahi whakatere waka, mahi kōkōrangi 

hoki, e whakapūmau ana i te mana o ngā mahi a Kupe (Thompson, 1987) (Kaho, 2021). 

Me whakapūmau hoki te pou tarāwaho i a kaupapa Māori. Me noho tōmua, me noho 

mātāmua ngā kōrero Māori, hei tuakana ki ngā aupēhitanga me ngā tāmitanga Pākehā 

i kōrerotia ake i mua. Me whai whakaaro hoki ki te waka Māori. Me whai wāhi te 

katoa o ēnei kōrero ki roto i tētahi pou tarāwaho. Me whai wāhi atu hoki te mahinga 

auaha, me te kaupapa rangahau auaha ki roto i te pou tarāwaho. Me anga hoki tēnei 

pou tarāwaho ki te tauira a Kupe. Me āta whakaatu hoki te pou tarāwaho i te wāhi i 

pūtake mai ai a Kupe. Kei te kaupapa o Te Rā o Kupe pea tētahi whakawhirinakitanga. 

Kei Te Wairarapa tētahi tūtohu whenua e mau tonu ana i te ingoa o Kupe. Ko Ngā Rā 

o Kupe te ingoa o tērā wāhi. Ko tōna rite, ki ngā rā o te waka Māori (McLintock, 1966). 

He mea hanga ēnei rā e Kupe rāua ko Ngake, whai muri i tētahi whakataetae hanga rā, 

ka mutu, ko tō Kupe ka mutu tōmua, whāia ko tō Ngake. Ka iri ngā rā nei ki te whenua 

tatū noa mai ki tēnei wā. Nō muri tata i te iringa o Ngā Rā o Kupe, ka titiro a Kupe ki 

Te Waipounamu, ka kitea e ia ko te maunga o Tapuaenuku ki Kaikōura, ka hua ko te 

ingoa o te wāhi i tū rā ia ko Mātakitaki (Rangitāne Education, 2019).  

Kua rua rau tau tētahi rā o tētahi waka Māori e noho ana ki te whare pupuri taonga o 

te British Museum. Nō te tau 2023, ka tau mai tēnei taonga ki Aotearoa hei 

mātirohanga (Harawira, 2023). E whā me te hāwhe mita nei te roa o te rā nei. He mea 

hanga ki te harakeke. E ai ki ngā kōrero, he mea hanga i te rau tau 1700, erangi kāhore 

e āta mōhiotia ana nō hea pū te rā nei (Heyden, 2019). E ai ki te kōrero “Te Rā 

represents the preservation of wairua (spirit) of our ancestral knowledge and enduring 

connection of tūpuna, wisdom, creativity, and artistry through time. Alongside the two 

sister sails, we see the kotahitanga (unity) of the wairua, tinana (body) and hinengaro 

(mind) that is the strength of Mātauranga Māori” (Kanawa, 2023). 
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Ko te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe e whakamana ana i te takenga mai o Kupe, i mua 

noa atu i tana taenga mai ki Aotearoa. Ka kitea pea te hononga ki Hawaiki, te wāhi i 

haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa, me te wāhi i hoki atu ai a Kupe, whai muri i te 

wehenga i Aotearoa e nōhia tonutia ana e te iwi Māori iaianei nā. Kua whakairotia 

hoki tētahi ara rangahau mā te kairangahau Māori, e tae kau atu a ia ki tētahi wāhi e 

mārama rawa a ia ki ngā whakautu e rapuhia ana hei whakatutuki i āna mahi rangahau. 

Ka mutu e hāpai ana a Te Rā o Kupe i ngā kōrero o runga ake nei. He kōrero whakarite 

e hāpai ana i te mātauranga Māori mā te whatu i te wairua, te tīnana, me te hinengaro 

ki roto i te whakakotahitanga o Te Rā o Kupe. 

E rima ngā wāhanga o te pou tarāwaho nei. Ko ngā ingoa me ngā wāhanga o roto o te 

pou tarāwaho i pūtake ake i a Kupe me te kaupapa o Te Rā. Kei roto i Te Rā o Kupe 

ētahi hanga e rite nei ki te tapatoru. E rima ngā tapatoru e kōrerohia ake nei. Kei ngā 

pito o ngā tapatoru nei he ingoa, he kōrero. Ko ngā ingoa e whai patanga ana ki a Kupe, 

ki Hawaiki, ki Aotearoa. E whai pānga ana tēnei pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe ki ngā 

mahinga auaha, me te kaupapa rangahau e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko tētahi mea nui, he 

whakamaheretanga hoki a Te Rā o Kupe. Mā Te Rā o Kupe, ka whai whirinakitanga 

pea te kairangahau Māori hei āwhina i āna mahi rangahau. E whai haere ake nei ngā 

whakamārama e pā ana ki ngā wehenga katoa o Te Rā o Kupe: 

• Ko Kupematarangi, ko Kupematatai, ko Kupematanuku. Ko te tohu tēnei o te 

whai i te tohu kairangi mā te mahinga auaha. Ko ngā ingoa o Kupe nei ngā 

ingoa o ngā wehenga o te kaupapa rangahau.  

• Te Moana Nui-a-Kiwa. E tohu ana tēnei wāhanga i te takiwā whānui e mōhio 

ana ki a Kupe, e mau tonu ana ki ngā mahi whakatere waka i whāia e Kupe.

Ka mutu, ko te 

tohu tēnei e kī ana, me maumahara ake te kairangahau ki ngā kōrero tuku iho 

a te Māori, a Te Moana Nui-a-Kiwa tōmua. Ko ērā kōrero hei mātāmua mō te 

kaupapa. Whāia, ko ngā tuhinga Pākehā e pā ana ki te kaupapa.  

• Hawaiki Auaha. Ko ngā mahinga auaha ērā e kōrerohia ake ana ki konei. He 

mea whakarau i ngā tohunga mahi auaha o te ao Māori ki roto i ngā mahi

Koianei ngā wāhi i āta haere ai a Kupe, e āta mau nei i ngā 

kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, me te haerenga mai ki Aotearoa. Ko tōna iho nui, 

ko te āta whakapuaki i ngā kitenga nui o te rangahau.  

Me huri iaianei ki ngā tikanga nui o ngā wehenga katoa o Te Rā o Kupe.

Ko Kupematarangi, ko Kupematatai, ko Kupematanuku te ingoa o te kaupapa 

rangahau whānui. Koianei ngā ingoa o ngā wāhanga e toru o te kaupapa. Ko 

Kupematarangi te ingoa kua tau ki runga i te mahinga auaha e pupuri ana i ngā kōrero 

tuku iho. Ko Kupematatai te ingoa kua tau ki runga i te tuhinga whakapae e pā ana ki 

a Kupe. Ko Kupematanuku te ingoa kua mau ki te tuhinga onge hautaka. Ki te pou 

tarāwaho nei o Te Rā o Kupe, ko ngā ingoa o Kupe te wāhanga whānui o Te Rā o 

Kupe. Katoa o ngā ingoa e heke iho ana i a Kupe. Ka mutu, e ai ki te kōrero, katoa o 

ngā ingoa nei he kaupapa kimi mātauranga, he kaupapa wānanga (Jones, 2021). Nā 

ngā kōrero nei, e tika ana kia noho a Kupematarangi, a Kupematatai, a Kupematanuku 

hei wāhanga mātua ki Te Rā o Kupe. He tohu anō tēnei wehenga o Te Rā o Kupe ki te 

hunga ka rangahau haere i a Kupe ā raurangi nei. Me whai whakaaro te kairangahau 

ki ētahi mahinga e pupuri ai ngā iwi ki ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Kaua e tuku mā 

te pukapuka, mā te tuhinga whakapae anahe ngā kōrero e pupuri. He wero tēnei ki te 

hunga ka whai i tēnei momo huarahi o Kairangi. E toru ngā wāhanga nui. Ko te 

mahinga auaha, ko te tuhinga whakapae, me te tuhi onge hautaka. Kei a Āhua 8 ko 

Kupematarangi, ko Kupematatai, ko Kupematanuku.

Mārakerake te kitea, kua whakaritea hoki tēnei wāhanga o Te Rā o Kupe ki 

te rohe o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa e kīia nei ko te Polynesian triangle. Mā tēnei wehenga 

kōrero, kua whakawhenuahia, kua whakarohengia rainei ngā kōrero o tēnei kaupapa 

ki tētahi takiwā o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa whānui.

Ka mutu, ki te titiro te tangata ki Te Moana-nui-

a-Kiwa whānui, ehara i te mea ko ngā iwi o Poronīhia nahe anō e noho ana ki ngā 

moutere nei. Arā, kei Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa anō ngā iwi o Meranīhia (Melanesia), me 

ngā iwi hoki o Maikoronīhīa (Micronesia) e noho ana. He hononga anō o ngā iwi Māori 

ki ngā iwi o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa whānui, kaua ki ngā iwi e whakawhāititia ana ki te 

tapatoru o Poronīhia nahe anō (Somerville, 2012). Ko tētahi mahi nui mā te 

kairangahau, he ruku hōhonu ki ngā tuhinga a te kaituhi Pākehā kua ekehia e te kōrero 

he mātanga kaupapa Māori, e pā ana ki ngā kaupapa Māori, e ai ki tā rātou i whakapono 

ai, ki tā rātou hoki i pai ai (Mikaere, 2011).

3.5.3 Hawaiki Tuku Iho. 

Ko Hawaiki Tuku Iho te wāhanga tuatoru o roto o Te Rā o Kupe. Ko tōna tikanga, 

mātāmua ki te mahi rangahau ko ngā kōrero tuku iho, tōmua atu i te tahuritanga atu ki 

ngā tuhinga Pākehā. Nā te tūruapō a Te Wharehuia Milroy te kōrero “Pai kē ake ngā 

kōrero tūturu a te Māori i te ngākauruatanga a te Pākehā” (1996). Ka noho tōmua atu 
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ngā kōrero tuku iho ki tēnei mahinga auaha o Kairangi. Kua ea tēnei tikanga i a 

Kupematarangi, nāna ngā kōrero katoa o tēnei kaupapa rangahau i pākarukaru ki te 

kōnae ipurangi. Heoi, ki te kāhore te kairangahau e whai i te ara o Kairangi Auaha, ka 

whai pānga nui tonu a Hawaiki Tuku Iho hei kai pākarukaru i ngā kōrero katoa. He 

hahū ake i ngā kōrero taketake a te Māori ka tahi. He whakatau i te mana hoki o te 

kōrero a te kairangahau, ka rua. He whakatutuki kaupapa Māori tonu, ka toru. I kī ake 

i mua rā, me aro ki ngā pāparetanga a te iwi Māori i te ao Pākehā. Mā Hawaiki Tuku 

Iho, ko ngā kōrero Māori ka tahi, whāia noatia mai ko ngā tuhinga Pākehā.  

Ehara i te mea ko ngā kōrero ā-waha noa e kōrerohia ake nei ki a Hawaiki Tuku Iho. 

Pena ka taea e te kairangahau te kimi, me te whakarongo ki ētahi whītiki o te kī, ko te 

painga atu tērā. Erangi ki ngā kaupapa pēnei i a Kupe, he kōrero tuku ki ngā tohunga, 

ki ngā pūkenga o ngā hapū, o ngā iwi (Marsden, 2003). Ehara i te mea i horapa rawa 

te whāngaitanga, tātemea ko ngā kōrero a te whare wānanga Māori tawhito ake nei, he 

tapu rawa (Mead, 2023). Koia pea te take i hanga ouou rawa te hunga mātau ki ngā 

kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko ngā tuhinga a ngā mātua tūpuna kua whai wāhi mai ki 

Te Rā o Kupe hei whakatutuki anō i te wehenga ki a Hawaiki Tuku Iho. E whai tikanga 

ana tēnei tūwhai āhua. Arā noa atu ngā kōrero tuku iho i puritia iho mā te kahu o te 

pepa, ahakoa he tapu ngā kōrero. Ko ngā niupepa Māori hoki i whakamahia e ngā 

pūkōrero o te motu hei kahupapa ki te ao Māori tonu. Ka tuhia ngā kōrero tuku iho ki 

ērā niupepa, kātahi ka tahuri ētahi ki te whakawā, ki te whakahē, ki te whakatika, ki te 

whakanui i ngā kōrero tuku iho nei. Ko Kupe tonu tētahi o ngā kaupapa i āta kōrerotia 

whānuitia ki ērā niupepa rā. 

Ki Te Rā o Kupe nei, ko tā te Hawaiki Tuku Iho, he whakatītina, he ārahi, he āwhina 

i te kairangahau Māori ki te whakatutuki i tana kaupapa. Kei Hawaiki Tuku Iho hoki 

ētahi tōpito e toru. He tapatoru hoki te hanganga. Ko Kōrero Tuku Iho te pito tuatahi. 

Kua whakairotia kētia ērā kōrero ki runga tata ake nei. Ko Kōrero Taketake tētahi atu 

tōpito. Mārakerake te kitea, he kōrero iwi taketake, he mana mātauranga taketake tēnei. 

He whakaū hoki i ngā kōrero taketake i mua i ngā tuhinga Pākehā te tikanga nui. He 

tūhāhā tēnei i te whai kia noho tōmua atu, kia noho mātāmua atu te kōrero taketake. 

Ka mutu, ka kitea hoki ko te kaha whai patanga o Kōrero Taketake ki te Hawaiki Tuku 

Iho i whakapuakina ake i mua tata nei. E kore e taea te aha, he kōrero tuku iho, taketake 

ake i Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, ngā kōrero taketake a te Māori  He kōrero tuku iho anō 
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ēnei e kōrerohia ake nei. He kōrero ā-waha, kōrero ā-tuhi hoki nā ngā iwi taketake te 

aronga nui. Me pērā hoki ka tika, he mahara rawa, kei pōhēhē te iwi Māori, he Māori 

tonu a Kupe. Nō Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, nō Hawaiki mai anō a Kupe (Fitzjames, 

2014). Me whai wāhanga nui ngā kōrero a Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa ki roto i ngā kōrero 

e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ehara i te mea e taupatupatuhia ana ngā kōrero a te Māori me ngā 

iwi o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Ko te mea nui, he whakatutukitanga kaupapa Māori tonu 

tēnei, ā, he whaiwhai hoki i te kōrero e mea ana, kia mau tonu tātou ki te pūtaketanga 

o ngā kōrero tuku iho Māori i Hawaiki (Efi, 2008). He huinga kōrero, he tuinga kōrero, 

hei hāpai ake i te mana taketake. 

Ahakoa e whai tikanga ana tēnei wehenga o Te Rā o Kupe ki te kaupapa, e 

whakaponotia ana, ka whai hua hoki tēnei mahi ki ētahi atu kairangahau Māori. Ehara 

i te mea, kei Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa anahenahe ētahi kōrero tuku iho e tautoko ana i 

ngā mahi rangahau a te Māori. Kei te ao whānui tonu ngā iwi taketake e whawhai ana 

kia mana tonu atu ngā kōrero taketake (Woodward, 2017). Ko ō tātou reo taketake ērā 

e raumemene atu ana ki te ara o te moa (Toth, 2022). He pakanga nui kei te aroaro kia 

whakarauora ake, kia whakapakari ake i ngā reo taketake o te ao. Ko taua kōrero anō 

rā tērā e hāpaitia ana ki tēnei pou tarāwaho. He mahi hāpai kōrero tuku iho taketake a 

Kōrero Taketake. He whakawhānui hoki i te kete hao ika kōrero a te kairangahau 

Māori ki ngā tini kōrero kei te ao whānui, nā ngā kairangahau taketake o te ao, mā ngā 

iwi taketake o te ao. He ara hononga kōrero, hononga mana, hononga wānanga, 

hononga painga iwi taketake a Kōrero Taketake.  

Ko te tikanga ia o Kōrero Teretere, he toronga ki ētahi atu wāhi, kia whānui ake te 

takiwā o tētahi mea (Mason & Jacob, 2008). He kupu whakarite hoki mō tētahi rōpū e 

haere ana ki tētahi wāhi te tikanga o te teretere. Ko tētahi atu tikanga, he tere, he rewa 

(Williams, 1971). He whakamārama anō e mea ana he momo kōwetoweto muranga 

ahi te teretere (Smith, 2012). Ka kitea ake pea, ko aua tikanga anō rā ērā e whai pānga 

ana ki tēnei wehenga o te pou tarāwaho nei o Te Rā o Kupe. Ko ngā tuhinga Pākehā e 

pā ana ki te kaupapa Māori te whāinga nui o roto o te Kōrero Teretere nei. He 

āhuaranga nui e kore pea e taea te karo, te whakakāhore, te muku rainei i ngā rangahau 

Māori e mahia whānuitia ana iaianei. Ahakoa kua kōrerotia ngā tuhinga Pākehā, e tika 

ana kia whai wāhi mai ēnei tuhinga nei ki te kaupapa. Nā te tuhinga Pākehā tonu ngā 

whakaaro e pā ana ki a Kupe iaianei i whakapūrākau (Simmons, 1969). E ai ki a 
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Mahuika “For Māori, the nation, rather than being a Frontier of Dreams, continues to 

be a site of oppression and marginalization, where our pasts are often relegated to 

peripheral sub-plots of the dominant national narrative, or, even worse, appropriated 

altogether beyond our recognition and grasp” (Mahuika, 2009). Ahakoa i āta kōrerotia 

ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe ki roto i ngā whare wānanga Māori, kāhore ērā kōrero i 

puta pūrara ki te ao. Ka tīmata te tahuri a te Māori ki ngā tuhinga Pākehā, mea rawa 

ake, ka ngoto, ka ū. Ko te mea nui, kua kitea, kua kōrerotia hoki te whāinga a ngā 

kaituhi Pākehā i tuhi kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ehara i te mea, ko Kupe anahenahe te 

kaupapa i tahuri atu ai tātou ki ngā tuhinga Pākehā nei. Arā noa atu ngā kaupapa Māori 

i tāia ki te moko o te pepa, ka whakakotiti i ngā kōrero taketake o te ao Māori. Ko 

Matariki tētahi tauira e whakatauira ana i te ara hou kia toka ake te manawa o te 

mātauranga Māori (Mataamua, 2022). He wāhanga nui anō tēnei ki ngā kaupapa 

rangahau iwi taketake, kaua ki te kaupapa o Kupe nahe anō. Kei tēnā ahurea taketake, 

kei tēnā iwi taketake anō hoki ngā kōrero a ngā kaituhi Pākehā e whakapehapeha ana 

i a rātou kōrero mō ngā tini kaupapa iwi taketake.

Ka noho ope hoki ngā kaituhi Pākehā ki te tautoko 

i te tuhinga kōrero a Smith e pā ana ki a Kupe, pērā i a Best rāua ko Tregear, kātahi ka 

puta ki te motu whānui. He tikanga teretere anō hoki tērā. Ehara i te mea, i ruruku 

hōhonu rawa ngā kaituhi Pākehā ki ngā kōrero tuku iho a te iwi Māori whānui e pā ana 

ki a Kupe. Ka noho ki ngā karekare noa o te wai, ki te wai pāpaku rainei, kātahi ka 

whiua ki te ao. He momo teretere anō hoki tēnā. Kua mahue hoki te ripo o te kaupapa

Kua kōrerotia kētia te taha ki a Kupematarangi me te 

kōnae ipurangi. He mahinga auaha anō kua puta i te rangahau nei e whakakōrero ana 

i ētahi āhuatanga e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko tētahi atu mahinga auaha nei, he karakia, e pā 

ana ki a Kupe. Ko tētahi atu, he mōteatea, he oriori, e pā ana ki ngā mahi a Kupe.  

Ko te karakia e kōrerohia ake ana ki runga tata ake nei, he mea hahū ake i tēnei kaupapa 

rangahau. Kua haoa e te karakia nei ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā whetū, ki te marama, 

ki te rā, ki Hawaiki, me ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ka noho tēnei kaupapa hei 

tōpito ki a Hawaiki Auaha, hei tohu i te whai pānga mai o te taha wairua ki roto i ngā 

mahi rangahau haere i a Kupe. He mea tika hoki kia pērā, tātemea, e kore pea e taea e 

te kairangahau Māori te whai haere i ngā kaupapa hōhonu pēnei me Kupe i te korenga 

mai o te taha wairua. Ki te ako te tangata i ngā āhuaranga Māori ka pā te tapu, te 

whakapapa, ngā kōrero o nehe, me ngā kōrero tuku iho o te ao Māori ki te tangata 

(Pewhairangi, 1975). Ko te karakia te pito tuarua o Hawaiki Auaha.  
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I titoa hoki tētahi mōteatea e whakakao ana i ngā tini kōrero i hua ake i te mahi 

rangahau nei. He whakataukī, he whakatauākī hoki kei roto i te mōteatea. He 

whakapapa hoki kei reira. He kōrero tātai arorangi, he kōrero whakatere waka e 

whāitaita mai ana i te mōteatea. Ka mutu, he whakarāpopototanga hoki te mōteatea i 

ngā tini āhuaranga i kitea i te wā i whakahaeretia ai tēnei rangahau. He mea tika hoki 

pea kia tahuri atu ki te mōteatea hei mahinga auaha e pā ana ki a Kupe. Kua irihia kētia 

ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ētahi mōteatea, waiata, haka rainei, e whakarere ana i te ingoa 

o Kupe, i ngā mahi a Kupe, me ngā whakamātautau a Kupe. He momo mahinga tuku 

iho anō te mōteatea, e hāpai ana i ngā kōrero, hei kawenga mā ngā uri whakatupu te 

haere ake nei. Koianei te pito tuatoru o Hawaiki Auaha ki roto i Te Rā o Kupe. 

Ehara i te mea, e whai hua ana a Hawaiki Auaha ki tēnei kaupapa rangahau, me tōna 

kotahi. E whakaponotia ana, ka whai painga hoki ki ngā kaupapa rangahau a ngā 

kairangahau Māori, me ngā kairangahau taketake o te ao. Kua huri ngā whakaaro o 

ngā mātanga o te ao ki ngā kōrero taketake, tuku iho, a ngā iwi taketake o te ao. Ko te 

pūwhenuatanga o te ao tērā e āta tirohia ana e ētahi pakipūmeka, kiriata, kōnae ipurangi 

hoki (Hancock, 2022). Ko te maramataka Māori hoki tētahi atu whakatauiratanga mai 

o te horapatanga o ngā kōrero taketake, e arohia nuitia ana iaianei e ngā mātanga 

Pākehā (Triponel, 2021).  

Mā tēnei wehenga o Te Rā o Kupe, ka aha? Tuatahi, he whakatītina ki te hunga 

rangahau kaupapa Māori kia whai whakaaro ki te tohu kairangi mahinga auaha hei 

whāinga. Tuarua iho, he whakatenatena i te hunga mahinga auaha ki te ara o Kairangi, 

kia kaua e noho ki tētahi kaupapa mahinga auaha kotahi noa iho nei. Me whai 

whakaaro ki tētahi āhuaranga e pupuri tonu ai ngā kōrero o te mahi rangahau ki te 

hunga ka whai mai. Ka kitea pea ko ngā mea pērā me te mōteatea, me te karakia, hei 

waihotanga iho mā ngā whakatupuranga e pihi ake nei. Tuatoru, he mea whakawana 

ake tēnei i te kairangahau kia whai whakaaro ki ngā kōrero o nehe, me ngā kōrero o 

nāia. Ko te whāinga rangatiratanga o te iwi Māori me ngā iwi taketake o te ao e noho 

ana ki tētahi kawenata tapu o te ao (UNDRIP, 2007). Mātāmua ko te kaupapa Māori 

me te kaupapa iwi taketake, ka puta, ka ora. Kei a Āhua 11 te hanga o te tohu rā.

3.5.5 Taputapuātea.  

Ka nui ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Taputapuātea i te ao. He wāhi tapu, kua noho rārangi 

mai ki te kāhui tūtohu whenua tapu o te ao, e ai ki te rōpū e kīia nei ko te UNESCO 

(RNZ, 2017). He wāhi pūtaketake i ngā iwi katoa o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa (Big Video 

News, 2017). Kei Taputapuātea hoki ngā toka mauri tapu o ngā moutere katoa o Te 

Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa (Tavaearii et al., 2020). Hokihoki tonu atu ai ngā iwi o Te Moana-

Nui-a-Kiwa ki Taputapuātea, kia pūrō ake i te moko o te whanaungatanga o ngā iwi o 

Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa ki tō rātou pā whakawairua, ki tō rātou pūtaketanga mai 

(UNESCO, 2017). Ko ngā kōrero a ngā kaumoana e kī ana nō Taputapuātea te 

wānanga whakatere waka o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. E mau tonu ana ngā hononga o ngā 

tohunga whakatere waka moana ki ngā kōrero i takea mai i reira (Salmond, 2019). He 

Taputapuātea hoki kei Aotearoa nei e mau tonu ana i tērā ingoa (New Zealand Historic 

Places Trust, 2011). He tohu anō tēnei o te hononga me te taketakenga mai o ētahi iwi 

Māori i tērā wāhi. Ehara i te mea he whai patanga ā ingoa noa nei a Taputapuātea ki te 

kaupapa rangahau. Erangi he tūrangawaewae hei whakarewa, hei whakahihiri ake i te 

kairangahau, pēnei me te manatawa, me te manapou, e kōrerotia ana ki roto i te 

whakataukī e mea nei “Kei hea taku manatawa, taku manapou?” (Milroy, 2004). Ko 

tētahi mea nui anō o roto o te Taputapuātea nei, ko te whāngai i tētahi kaupapa Māori 

kia whai oranga nui te iwi. Mā reira, ka ora ake ngā mahi rangahau. Ka rite hoki ki ngā 

wānanga i whakahaeretia ki Taputapuātea i mua, me te pūtake o te arikitanga o 
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Aotearoa (Wanikau, 2018). He kaupapa whakaora wairua, he kaupapa kawenga mauri 

tangata tonu. Ko tētahi o ngā akoranga nui o reira, he purutanga mauri, he puritanga 

waka, he puritanga wānanga hoki (Buck, 1972). Kei ētahi iwi ētahi kōrero e kī ana, ko 

Taputapuātea ki Raiatea a Hawaiki, ka mutu, me matua mōhio tātou ki tō tātou 

pūtaketanga mai i reira (Curtis & McLeod, 2022). 

Ko te huinga mai o ngā mahi rangahau te tikanga o Taputapuātea ki Te Rā o Kupe nei. 

I konei, kua mōhio noa ake te kairangahau ki ngā whiwhinga o te rangahau, me te whai 

haere i ngā tauwhāinga hei whakatutuki i te kaupapa. Me noho tonu a Taputapuātea 

hei papa matua, hei kapunga hihiri, hei kapunga mahara mā te kairangahau ki te 

hinengaro, nōna e whakatere ana i āna mahi rangahau ki te ao o Kairangi. Ko tōna rite, 

ko te pātai a Mau Piailug ki a Nainoa Thompson i mua tonu i te haerenga a Hōkūle’a 

ki Tahiti. Ka pēnei kē tana pātai, arā “Can you see the Island?” (Thompson, 2010). Ka 

meatia e Thompson “I was puzzled by the question. Of course I could not actually see 

the island; it was over 2,200 miles away. But the question was a serious one. I had to 

consider it carefully. Finally, I said “I cannot see the island, but I can see an image of 

the island in my mind”. Mau said “Good. Don't ever lose that image or you will be 

lost." (Thompson, 2010). Kei a Āhua 12 te haonga mai o ngā hua o te kaupapa 

rangahau ki Taputapuātea. Koia hoki te kaikukume i te kairangahau, kia hoki anō a ia 

ki tērā kaupapa i ngā wā katoa, kei kotiti, kei ngaro i Te Moana-nui-a-Rangahau.

Kotahi tonu 

te rerekētanga. He ākī i te kairangahau kia maharatia tana kaupapa matua. He whai 

whakaaro hoki ki te ara o mahinga auaha hei ara rangahau. He whakatenatena kia whai 

whakaaro ki ētahi mahinga e taea ai e te kairangahau hei whakapūmau i te kaupapa 

rangahau hei painga mō te iwi, mō ngā iwi rainei o te kairangahau. He whakaū i te 

rohe whānui e āta tirohia ana e te kairangahau hei whakatikatika i ngā kōrero a ngā 

kaituhi Pākehā. He whakamaharatanga anō hoki ki te kairangahau kia mārama rawa ia 

ki te moutere e whāia ana e ia, pērā me Nainoa Thompson e kite ana i te moutere i 

whāia e ia. He pou tarāwaho tēnei e whakaatu ana i te ara i whāia e te kairangahau ki 

tēnei kaupapa whānui. Kei a Āhua 13 te hanganga. He ara hei āwhina i te kairangahau 

Māori, e rangahau ana i tētahi kaupapa Māori tonu. Nō reira, tōia te kaupapa, tapotu 

ki te moana o Kairangi.

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3.7 Ngā Mātāpono o Te Rā o Kupe. 

Kua whakairotia kētia ngā pou e ono o kaupapa Māori i mua tata ake nei. Engari ehara 

i te mea ka noho tonu ko ērā pou hei mātāpono ki te pou tarāwaho. E tika ana, kia whai 

mātāpono motuhake ake nei te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe, e hāngai tonu ana ki te 

kaupapa e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ka noho tonu a kaupapa Māori he tūāpapa, erangi, kua 

ekoa ake ētahi atu āhuaranga, hei rangiwhāwhā ake i te kōrero.  

3.8 Ngā Ture a Kupe. 

Ka matapakihia ki konei ko ngā mātāpono me mau i te kairangahau, nōna ka whai i Te 

Rā o Kupe. I kohia ake ēnei mātāpono i tētahi kōrero nā te Kaiwhakawā Māori 

rongonui a Tā Joe Williams. Hei tāna, ko ngā ture tuatahi i mahia ki Aotearoa e 

karangatia nei ko ngā ture a Kupe (Williams, 2021). Hei tā Williams, e rima ngā 

mātāpono matua i noho hei pūtake mō ngā ture tuatahi ki Aotearoa: 

• Whanaungatanga: Ko te tūāpapa o te tika tāngata, me ngā mahinga a te tangata 

hei painga mō tōna whānau. 

•  Mana: Ko te pūtake o ngā tika katoa o te tangata, me te mea nei, mā te mea 

nei ka oti te kaiārahitanga.  

• Tapu: He mea whakahaere tikanga ki ngā tāngata katoa. He tohu hoki e 

whakaatu ana i ngā here ki ngā āhuatanga maha, tae noa ki te tangata.  

• Utu: Ko te tuku i tētahi, i ētahi mea rainei ki ētahi atu, me te āhei (i ngā wā e 

tika ai) ki te whakawhiwhi i tētahi, i ētahi mea rainei, i tētahi atu. He wairua 

tāutuutu tōna iho matua.  

• Kaitiakitanga: Me tiaki te tangata i a ia anō (arā, ko ōna whanaunga, ko ōna 

hoa, me tōna whānau ake). 

• Manaakitanga: he tiaki, he atawhai.  

Ka nui te whai pānga o ēnei mātāpono ki te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe. Atu i te 

hononga ki a Kupe tonu ake, ko ōna herenga ki te kaupapa te take e whakamahia ana 

hei mātāpono ki Te Rā o Kupe. E whakatinana ana ēnei mātapono i ngā mahi hei ārahi 

i te tangata nōna ka whai i Te Rā o Kupe. Kia whakawhānui ake ngā whakamārama 

kia hāngai hito rawa ki Te Rā o Kupe hei mātāpono tāhūhū i te kaupapa.  
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• Whanaungatanga: Kia hoki ake ki te kaupapa rangahau, arā noa atu ngā iwi e 

whai hononga ana ki a Kupe tupuna, huri noa i te motu. Arā noa atu ngā iwi e 

whai hononga ana ki a Kupe puta noa i Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ka whāia hoki 

ko ngā kōrero tuku iho a ngā mātua o te kairangahau. Me manawanui kia tutuki 

ai te kaupapa, me te mana o ngā kōrero ka whāngaia ki te kairangahau.  

• Mana: Ko te manako ia, ka tūpono kitea he painga ki ngā iwi hei whakapakari 

ake i rātou anō. Kei ngā upoko nui o Te Whiwhinga me Te Rawenga ētahi 

whakaaro hei whakamana i te kaupapa.  

• Tapu: He mahi anō me oti hei whakahaumaru i te kairangahau, hei 

whakahaumaru hoki i ngā mahi rangahau. Huri ake ki ngā mahi tuhituhi, kīhai 

te katoa o ngā kōrero i kohia ake i whai wāhi ki te tuhinga. Me āta pupuri tonu 

te kairangahau i ngā kōrero kia noho matatapu tonu i ngā wā e tika ai.  

• Utu: Kei ētahi wāhanga o te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe he mahi hei whāngai 

kōrero kia ora ai te kaupapa rangahau. Ehara i te mea ko tā te kairangahau mahi 

he kapo kōrero, he tango kōrero noa nei. Me whāngai kōrero hou hei āwhina i 

te hunga rangahau kaupapa Māori ka whai mai. He momo utu, he mahi utu anō 

hoki tēnei.  

• Kaitiakitanga: Ki roto i ngā mahi e pā ana ki a Kupe, he mea nui te hoki ake ki 

te kāinga, ki te kōrero ki ngā pā whakawairua i te mahi rangahau. Kua 

whakamahia hoki ētahi kaumātua hei pou whirinaki. Me āta tautāwhi hoki i 

ngā pūkōrero me a rātou kōrero.  

• Manaakitanga: Me āta manaaki te kairangahau i te kaupapa rangahau. Me 

pēhea e tutuki ai? Ki roto i Te Rā o Kupe, ko tōna whakamāoritanga e kī ana, 

ina tīmata te kaupapa, mahia anō nei horekau he mutunga. He pēnei me te 

whakatipu rākau kōrero. Mā te whāinuinu ia rā, ka tipu, ka pūāwai, ka kore 

hoki e oti i a koe e noho ana ki te hāhātanga o te whenua. Whakatipuria te rākau 

kōrero kia noho tonu hei taumarumarutanga mā ngā mokopuna e haere ake nei.  

Mā te pou tarāwaho nei, ka aha? He āwhina nui tēnei i ngā kairangahau Māori. He 

mahere hei ara whāinga. Ko Te Rā o Kupe e whakaatu ana i ngā mahi a te Pākehā me 

āna tāmitanga i te ao Māori. He mārama hoki te kitea o te whai pānga ki ngā kōrero a 

ngā iwi taketake, pērā me ngā kōrero a Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Nō reira, he 

whakamana tēnei i ngā hononga o te ao Māori ki ō tātou pūtaketanga i Te Moana-Nui-

a-Kiwa, ā whakapapa, ā tūākiri, ā reo hoki.  
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Kua āta whakaarohia e te kairangahau ko ētahi tauira mahi e taea ai mā Te Rā o Kupe. 

Ko ngā kaupapa pēnei me ngā tūpuna taketake o Te Ao Māori, ka rite ki a Kupe, ka 

rarau tonu ki raro i te maru o Te Rā o Kupe. Ko ngā tupuna pēnei me Māui e whai 

whakapapa ana ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, i rangahaua hoki e ngā kaituhituhi Pākehā. 

He kaupapa Māori tonu, me te maha noa atu o ngā kōrero a te iwi Māori e pā ana ki a 

ia. He ara anō pea tēnei hei āwhina i ngā kaipāpāoho, kaikawepūrongo Māori hoki e 

pā ana ki a rātou kaupapa taipitopito, take mohoao anō hoki. Ko ngā kaupapa reo Māori 

tonu ka taea mā Te Rā o Kupe, i te mea, ko Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa te pūtaketanga o te 

reo. He mea taupēhi hoki te reo Māori i roto i ngā tau. 

Ka taea pea e te kaiwhakahē te kī mai, e kore pea e oti ko ngā kaupapa katoa mā Te 

Rā o Kupe nei. E whai tikanga ana pea tēnā kōrero, pena horekau nei he paku patanga 

oreore noa iho nei o te kaupapa ki te ao Māori. Kāhore anō te kairangahau kia whai 

whakaaro atu ki ētahi kaupapa kāhore nei ōna patanga ki te ao Māori, ki te iwi Māori, 

ki te kaupapa Māori hoki. Nō reira ka whai hua pea tēnei whakahē a Ngāi 

Whakaparahako. Erangi kia kī noa ake ki konei, he Māori te kairangahau, he reo Māori 

hoki te kairangahau, he pia whare wānanga Māori te kairangahau, ā, he tauira whare 

wānanga Ngāpuhi hoki a ia. Nō reira, ko tēnei tūranga ake ki te ao rangahau Māori, ki 

roto o te ao huri nei, he tū hei hāpai ake i te mātauranga  Māori, hei orangatonutanga 

mā te iwi Māori.  

3.9 Kupu whakatepe.  

I wāhia ake tēnei upoko kōrero ki te whakatauākī a Dr Reuben Collier e mea ana “He 

kōpū puta tahi te pou tarāwaho me ngā tikanga” (Collier, 2022b). Kia herea ko te taura 

o te waka kōrero ki tā Tākuta Collier i whakapuaki ake ai, kātahi ka whakatauākītia 

ake te kōrero hou e mea ana he kōpū puta tahi te pou tarāwaho me ngā tikanga. He wā 

tōna ka noho tuakana mai a pou tarāwaho. He wā anō ka noho tūākana mai ko ngā 

tikanga. Ka mahi tahi rāua.  

Kua ea te wāhanga ki ngā mahi a te pou tarāwaho me tana noho tuakana mai. Ko te 

upoko e whai ake nei, ko ngā tikanga. Ka riro ko ia kē hei tuakana, ā, māna anō e 

whakapuaki ake i ngā tikanga hei tūhāhā ake i Te Rā o Kupe, kua tere ki te moana.

4.0 Ngā Tikanga. 

I kīia ake i te upoko kōrero o mua tata ake nei “He kōpū puta tahi te pou tarāwaho me 

ngā tikanga” (Collier, 2022b). Ki tēnei upoko kōrero ka noho ko ngā tikanga hei 

tuakana, ka noho ko te pou tarāwaho hei teina. Ahakoa e tuakana mai ana ko ngā momo 

tikanga o Te Hahautanga ki konei, ko tā te tuakana mahi, he hāpai ake i te teina, arā 

ko tā te Māori kōrero e kī ana “Mā te tuakana ka tōtika te teina, mā te teina ka tōtika 

te tuakana” (Pihama et al., 2015). Ka noho piri, ka noho tata tonu ngā kaupapa e rua 

nei. Ka hāpai ake ngā tikanga i ngā kitenga i puta i te wāhanga o Te Kimihanga me te 

pou tarāwaho i waihangatia. Ki te wāhanga nei o Te Hahautanga, ka mātirohia 

whānuitia ngā momo tikanga, me ētahi tauira hoki, hei whakapūmau i te pou tarāwaho 

o Te Rā o Kupe, me te kaupapa rangahau whānui tonu.  

Kua whakamāoritia te kupu “method” hei tikanga, ko ngā tikanga rainei, ki konei. He 

tikanga tētahi whakamāoritanga ka whakamahia hei whakamārama i te kupu method 

(Moorfield, 2005). Ko te tikanga hoki “He whakaritenga, ka whakatakotoria hei whai 

mā te tangata, e tutuki ai tētahi āhuatanga” (Mason & Jacob, 2008). Nō reira, kua whai 

take pea te whakamāoritanga nei. Ko tōna iho, mā ngā tikanga ka whai ritenga ngā 

mahi a te rangahau nei. Mā ngā tikanga hoki, ka tutuki te kaupapa e pā ana ki a Kupe.  

Ko tētahi mea nui, me titiro ki ētahi tikanga Māori e taea ai e te kairangahau, hei hāpai 

ake i te kaupapa rangahau. He kaupapa Māori tonu tēnei, e tuhia ana ki te reo Māori. 

Ko ngā tikanga Māori nei e tūhāhā ana i a kaupapa Māori, hei whāinga mā te 

kairangahau. E kore pea e taea te karo i te pānga nui o ngā tuhinga Pākehā ki te kaupapa 

nei. Nō reira e tika ana kia whakaarotia ko ētahi tikanga e whai ana i te huanga mai o 

ngā kōrero e mōhiotia ana e te ao iaianei e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko te nuinga o ērā kōrero 

i takea mai i te hunga tuhi kōrero Pākehā. He tauira taketake, nō ētahi atu iwi taketake 

hoki e taea ai. He whaiwhai ake tēnei i te tauira o Te Rā o Kupe, e whakaatu ana i ngā 

kōrero e pā ana ki Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa me Taputapuātea. Kua kīia ake hoki i mua, 

ehara a Kupe i te Māori, nō Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa kē.  
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Me āta whakaatu te kairangahau i ngā mahi kua whakahaeretia, me te ara i takahia, kia 

tae kau ake a ia ki ngā hua o te rangahau ka kōrerotia e ia (Birks & Mills, 2011). Ko 

tētahi atu mea nui, me āta whakatakoto haere te kai rangahau i te take i whiriwhiria e 

ia ko te ara kua āta takahia. Me āta whakaaro hoki te kairangahau ki ētahi atu ara e 

taea ai, me ngā take i huri aroaro kē te kairangahau ki ngā tikanga ka whakamahia e ia  

nōna e takahi ana i te ara o Rangahau (Topscriptie, 2011).  

4.1 Te Hahautanga. 

Ko te tikanga o te hahau, he pēnei me te karawhiu, me te takitaki, me te whakamahi i 

tētahi āhuatanga, i ētahi āhuatanga rainei ka mahia. He kupu whakamahi kia oti, kia 

tatū, kia whakatinanahia tētahi āhuatanga (Mason & Jacob, 2008). Kei tētahi karakia 

o nehe te kupu hahau e haere ana, me te piri tata o tēnei kupu ki te kimihanga 

(Gudgeon, 1905). E ai ki a Wiremu Te Rangikaheke, nā Hape-Ki-Tuarangi tētahi 

kōrero e whakamahi ana i te hahautanga, e pā ana ki āna mahi tukituki, pakanga rainei, 

ki ētahi atu iwi (1941). He kōrero anō e pā ana ki te hahautanga o tētahi waka, ka mutu, 

he tikanga whao, he tikanga hangā tōna iho (Taonui, 2023). Ka whakamahia a Te 

Hahautanga ki konei hei tohu i te whakatinanatanga o ngā mahi e hua mai ai he painga, 

he kiko, he kōrero whai tikanga i ngā mahi rangahau e pā ana ki a Kupe. He kōrero nō 

te ao o nehe, nā whai anō ka whai pānga nui ki ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Nō reira 

ko Te Hahautanga tēnei, e hahau ake ana i ngā kōrero tika e pā ana ki a Kupe, me te 

haerenga mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa.  

4.2 Ngā momo tikanga matua. 

He aha ia nei ngā momo tikanga matua e taea ai e te kairangahau hei arataki ake i āna 

mahi? E toru pea ngā tikanga matua e taea ai, ka mutu, ka whai pānga pea te katoa ki 

tēnei kaupapa rangahau nei.  

Ko te tikanga ia o te raraunga tatau, he momo mahinga tātari ake i ngā whiwhinga 

tatau a te kairangahau i āna mahi. Ka nui tōna whai pānga atu ki ngā rangahau e pā  

ana ki ētahi kāhui nui, me tētahi arotakenga huihuinga kaupapa ka hua i ngā kōrero a 

ngā kāhui rā, ka whai pānga ki ētahi atu iwi, ki ētahi atu rōpū nui rainei (Holton & 

Burnett, 2005). Ko tōna tūāpapa he kohinga, he tātari tatau hei whakamārama ake i 

ētahi kōrero whai take (Gay et al., 2009). Tērā tētahi kōrero e mea ana, ko te tohu o te 
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raraunga kounga kē he kōrero, he rangahau rainei e āta kitea ai, ehara i te mea he 

raraunga tatau (Yates, 2003). Ka āta kitea ake, ko te raraunga tatau, he tātari nama, he 

tātari kohinga tatau rainei kua hua mai i ētahi mahinga a te kairangahau.  

Ko te raraunga kounga tētahi atu tikanga matua (Williams, 2007). Ko te tikanga ia o 

te raraunga kounga, he whakaaro ka māpuna ake i ngā kōrero ka haoa mai, ka 

whakatauria hoki ko ētahi whakaaro e ai ki ngā kōrero ka hopukina. Ko te tiro whānui 

tētahi momo. He kohinga kōrero tēnei momo tikanga me ngā whakaaro e pā ana ki 

ētahi pātai (Check & Schutt, 2012). He maha ngā momo tauira o tēnei tikanga matua. 

Ko te uiui tētahi. Ko tōna tikanga, he whai i te kōrero, he tātari kōrero hoki, e mārama 

ai te tangata ki tētahi iwi, ahurea, porihanga rainei (Wolgemuth & Agosto, 2019).  

 

Ko te hanumitanga o ērā raraunga tētahi atu tikanga matua. E taea e te kairangahau te 

whakahaere i ētahi tikanga nō raro iho o te tāhūhū o ngā tikanga matua e rua, arā, ko 

te raraunga tatau, me te raraunga kounga. He tikanga whakaranu, arā, he “mixed 

method” tēnei momo tikanga matua hei whakakaha ake i te rangahau, kei ngoikore ake 

i te aronga ki tētahi tikanga matua kotahi noa nei (Malina, 2010). 

 

Ko te whakatau kia whakahaeretia ko te raraunga kounga hei tikanga matua. Ehara i 

te mea he koretake, he kore hāhā rainei ērā atu tikanga matua. Me āta arohaehae i te 

kupu, i te kōrero, i te tuhinga, kātahi pea ka tae ake ki ētahi whakataunga whai tikanga 

ki te rangahau. Ahakoa he āhuaranga anō pea e taea ai e te kairangahau te kapo ake i 

te tikanga matua o te raraunga tatau, pēnei me te whakahaere tatauranga tirohanga 

whānui, arā ko te survey, me matua mōhio ngā kaituku kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, 

kātahi anō ka tino kounga rawa ngā whakahokinga kōrero mai. Mā reira, ka  whai hua 

nui te kaupapa. Ka mutu, ka taea hoki e te kairangahau te tuitui i ētahi tikanga raraunga 

kounga ki ngā tikanga pēnei me te tatauranga tirohanga whānui. Ko taua āhua anō rā 

o te pūkenga o te tangata me te mōhio ki te kaupapa ka ara ake. E kore pea e oti tika i 

te tirohanga whānui. Kāti, pena ko te raraunga kounga te tikanga matua ka whāia, he 

aha ia nei ngā tikanga whakamahi ka oti, ka rea? 
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4.3 Ko ētahi momo tikanga Māori. 

Kua āta whakaarohia e te kairangahau ko ētahi tikanga Māori tonu ka hāngai pea ki te 

kaupapa nei e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ahakoa ehara a Kupe i te Māori, he Māori tonu ngā 

uri whakaheke, me ngā uri whakatupu kei Aotearoa kua noho mauroa ki tēnei whenua. 

E tuhia ana tēnei kaupapa rangahau ki te reo Māori. Nō reira mā hea mai i te reo hei 

tohu i tētahi kaupapa Māori ake nei. Ehara i te mea, ka whakamahia e te kairangahau 

ko ēnei tikanga Māori katoa ki te tuhinga whakapae nei. Ko te mea nui pea, he 

tirohanga ake ki te āhua o ngā tikanga Māori e taea ai hei whakatutuki i tētahi kaupapa 

rangahau Māori, e hāpai ana hoki i a kaupapa Māori.  

Ko te pūrakau tētahi tikanga Māori i hangaia e Tākuta Jenny Lee, hei whakakōrero i 

ngā kaupapa rangahau Māori nei (Lee, 2005). He whai haere tēnei i te pūrākau Māori, 

arā, he rākau kōrero e pā ana ki te iwi, me ngā hononga ki te taiao (Lee, 2015). Ka 

whai pānga pea tēnei tikanga ki te kaupapa o Kupe. He kōrero pūrakau hoki a Kupe, 

heke iho ki ngā whakatupuranga kei te hāhātanga o te whenua iaianei. E taea e te 

kairangahau te whakapūrakau i te kaupapa nei o Kupe, e mau tonu ai te wairua o te 

wānanga, o te whakatō mātauranga, o te kōrero tuku iho. E hāngai ana ēnei mea katoa 

ki ngā kōrero kua kōrerotia i mua tata ake nei e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko te painga o te 

tikanga nei, ka Māori tonu ake te mahi, ka whakatutuki hoki i ngā tikanga. Ko tētahi 

āhuatanga pea hei whakaarotanga ake ki konei, ka oti katoa rainei i te tikanga nei ko 

tā te kaupapa, ko tā te kairangahau anō hoki e hiahia ai? He momo 

whakakikokikotanga hoki tēnei rangahau i ngā whakapae e pā ana ki ngā kōrero tuku 

iho a te Māori, me ngā kōrero a ngā iwi o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ahakoa ko te pūrakau 

tētahi pūtaketanga o te kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, ka oti katoa pea i ngā mahi arohaehae 

tuhituhinga kua whakairotia kētia ki te wāhanga o Te Rapunga ērā whāinga nui.  

Ko te wānanga hoki tētahi atu tikanga Māori. He huinga Māori tēnei, he tuku kōrero 

te iho nui, hei pupuri mā te iwi te whāinga nui (Mahuika & Mahuika, 2020). Kua 

kōrerotia kētia te taha ki te whakaaro e pā ana ki a Io, ki a Māui, ki a Kupe hoki, i puta 

i te wānanga. Kua kōrerotia hoki te tapu o te wānanga ki ngā whakaaro o te ao Māori, 

me te mana nui o roto hei kawe i te mātauranga, me te māramatanga ki ngā 

whakatupuranga. Ko te wānanga hoki tērā i pupuri i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki te ao Māori 

taketake. He ouou rawa ngā wāhi me ngā iwi i pupuri ki ngā wānanga Māori o te motu. 

Ko ngā rohe pērā me Ruatāhuna, me Te Tai Rāwhiti, me Te Taitokerau, i pupuri ki 
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ngā wānanga Māori me ngā kōrero taketake o te ao Māori (Mead, 2023). Ka kite pea 

te tangata i te whakaaro ki te wānanga hei tikanga whakamahi ki konei. Ko tētahi 

painga nui, he kōrero tuku iho ka puta ki ngā mea ka tae ake ki te wānanga nei. Ka 

haere tonu ngā kōrero, me te aha, ehara i te mea ka puritia mā te kahu o te pepa 

anahenahe. Ko tētahi atu whakaaro e mau tonu ana ki te hirikapo, ehara i te mea he 

tohunga whakahaere wānanga Māori te kairangahau. He pia, he ākonga noa nei te 

kairangahau ki tētahi wānanga Māori. He wānanga e hāpai ana i ngā kōrero tuku iho e 

pā ana ki a Kupe. Nō reira, ko wai kē tēnei kairangahau te whakarite, whakahaere 

wānanga e pā ana ki a Kupe?  

4.4 He momo tikanga nō ngā iwi taketake o te ao. 

Kua whai whakaaro te kairangahau ki ētahi tikanga nō ētahi iwi taketake o te ao, ka 

whai pānga pea ki te kaupapa o Kupe. Ko tētahi o ērā tikanga e kīia nei he Talanoa. E 

hanga rite ana te talanoa ki te wānanga, arā, ka whakawhitiwhiti whakaaro, ka 

whakawhitiwhiti kōrero hoki ngā tāngata, ka mutu, kāhore e whakatauhia ana he aha 

nei te hua ka puta i te tīmatanga (Robinson & Robinson, 2005). Ehara i te mea me 

ōkawa rawa te take kōrero (Ofe-Grant, 2022). Mā te whakamahi i te talanoa, he 

purenga ihomatua i ngā kaupapa rangahau ki Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, ā, he huarahi 

purenga ihomatua hoki ki ētahi atu tikanga-ā-iwi (Farelly & Nabobo-Baba, 2014).  

4.5 Ngā tikanga o Te Hahautanga. 

Ahakoa e whai take ana ngā tikanga Māori o mua tata ake nei, me te tikanga o ngā iwi 

taketake o runga tata ake nei, kua whakatauhia kia noho tonu te kaupapa ki ētahi atu 

tikanga. Ehara i te mea he tikanga kore hāhā ngā tikanga o runga tata ake nei, erangi 

he tikanga anō e taea ai, nā te āhua o te tātaki ake a te kairangahau i tēnei kaupapa e 

pā ana ki a Kupe. Mā ēnei tikanga hoki, ka hāpaitia te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe.  

Ko ngā tuhinga a te Pākehā e pā ana ki a Kupe, me tana haerenga mai ki Aotearoa, 

tētahi mea nui whakaharahara hei aronga mā te kairangahau. Kua kōrerotia kētia te 

take e mea ana, nā te tuhinga Pākehā e pā ana ki a Kupe, kua puta pūrara rawa te kōrero 

e pā ana ki te wheke a Muturangi. Ahakoa nā te Māori tonu tērā kōrero me tōna 

pūtaketanga, nā te tuhinga a Smith, ka hora, ka ora. Me noho tonu ko te tuhinga kōrero, 

me te arohaehae i ngā tuhinga kōrero, hei tirohanga matua, hei tikanga whakahaere i 
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tēnei kaupapa. Kia pēnei noa ake pea te kōrero, ko te arotaketake, ko te arohaehae 

tuhituhinga tētahi o ngā hahautanga a Kupematatai. Kei kīia ake, ehara i te mea he 

tikanga rangahau Māori tonu tēnei. Kua whai kiko pea tērā whakapae. Ka taea hoki te 

kī ake, me tuku mā ētahi tikanga kē tēnei kaupapa Māori e kōrero, e hāpai. Ko tētahi 

mea nui pea, ko te whakapapa mai i te kōrero me ngā whakapae o roto, kātahi anō ka 

whakatikatika i te kōrero ka ea. He whakatutuki tonu tēnei i a kaupapa Māori i 

kōrerotia i mua. Mā konei hoki pea tēnei tikanga e hanga Māori mai ai.  

Ko te uiui tāngata, arā ko te “narrative inquiry” te tikanga tuarua ka whakamahia ki 

tēnei kaupapa rangahau (Butina, 2015). Ko tētahi o ōna whakatauiratanga ake ko te 

whakarite i te kōrero ki te raraunga, ā, kua kitea hoki ko te tātaritanga o ēnei kōrero 

hei tikanga ki te taha o ngā pou tarāwaho raraunga kounga nei (Clandinin, 2023). He 

kōrero ngātahi, he momo wānanga iti ki te tangata, tēnei tikanga rangahau. Ko te āhua 

hoki o tōna whakatinanatanga, he Māori tonu. Ehara i te mea he wero i te tangata, he 

āta haehae rainei i ngā pūkorero te whāinga matua. Erangi kē ia, he rapu, he kimi, kia 

whakawhiwhia mai he hua. Ka waiho mā ngā kupu kōrero tonu a te pūkōrero e ārahi 

haere i te ahunga atu me te ahunga mai o ngā whakaaro. He pēnei pea me te whakatere 

waka te mahi nui. Ahakoa e haere ana te waka ki tētahi wāhi, te otinga ake, mā te 

moana, mā te hau, mā te rangi, mā ngā whetū, me ngā āhuaranga matua o te taiao, ka 

tohutohu i te tohunga kaumoana, me ahu ki hea. Ko taua āhua tonu tērā ka kitea ki te 

whakahaere uiui nei. 

4.6 Ngā pūkōrero. 

E tika ana kia whai mātauranga nui ngā pūkōrero ki tēnei kaupapa. Me āta mōhio ki 

ngā kōrero tuku iho e pā ana ki a Kupe. E āta mōhiotia ana, ehara i te mea nō tētahi 

wāhi kotahi noa nei ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Kei te motu whānui tonu ngā kōrero. 

Nō reira me matua mōhio te kairangahau ki ētahi tāngata, no ngā roherohenga o te 

motu, ka noho hei pūkōrero ki te kaupapa. Ko tētahi atu whiringa nui anō mā te 

kairangahau, kia kaua rawa e tuku ko ngā kōrero a tētahi rohe kotahi noa iho hei 

pūmanawa kōrero ki te kaupapa. Kia hoki ake ki tētahi whakapae o Te Rapunga i puta 

i mua nei. Tokomaha tonu ngā Kupe. Kei tēnā rohe, kei tēnā iwi anō ana ake kōrero e 

pā ana ki a ia. Nō reira tukuna ētahi rohe o te motu kia kōrero. 
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Me whai whakaaro te kairangahau ki ngā momo tāngata, pēnei me tētahi tohunga ki 

ngā kōrero tuku iho, hei pūkōrero ki te kaupapa. Ko ngā pūmanawa me ngā pūkenga 

o ngā pūkōrero e whata iho mai nei: 

• He tangata mātau ki te kōrero tuku iho; 

• He tangata mātau ki a Kupe; 

• He tangata mātau ki ngā mahi kaumoana; 

• He tangata mātau ki te reo Māori; 

• He tangata mātau ki te haerenga mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa; 

• He tangata mātau ki te hekenga mai o ngā waka tūpuna; 

• He tangata e mōhiotia ana e te ao Māori mō te kōrero tuku iho te take. 

Kia ahatia, e rārangi mai ana ngā ingoa o ngā tāngata kua whiriwhirihia e te 

kairangahau hei pūkōrero ki te kaupapa. Ahakoa ehara i te mea e oti ana i tēnā, i tēnā 

o ngā pūkorero ngā tauwhāinga katoa o runga tata ake, kua oti i a rātou te nuinga o ngā 

tauwhāinga rā, kia whai tikanga te noho mai hei pūkōrero matua.  

4.6.1 Ko Rereata Makiha. He urī nō Ngāpuhi me Te Arawa.  

He tohunga mātauranga Māori, he puāwaitanga nō Te Whare Wānanga o Hokianga, e 

pupuri ana i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko Rereata hoki tērā i whakarite i tētahi 

whare wānanga hou. Ko Taumata o Kupe te ingoa, ki te marae o Te Māhurehure ki 

Tāmaki Makaurau. He tangata kōrero Māori tonu, me te aha, kua puta tana rongo ki te 

motu whānui, nā āna mahi e pā ana ki te maramataka me ngā mahi tiaki taiao.  

4.6.2 Ko Mike Kawana. He urī nō Rangitāne.  

He kaipupuri i ngā kōrero a ōna mātua tūpuna o Rangitāne, ki te rohe o Wairarapa. Ko 

taua rohe tonu e pupuri ana i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā wāhi i haere ai a Kupe, me te 

wāhi i nōhia ake e te wheke a Muturangi. He kaiārahi iwi, he whata kupu, e mātau ana 

ki ngā tūtohu whenua e mau tonu ana ki te ingoa o Kupe. He pūkākā hoki a Mike ki 

ngā taumata kōrero o te rohe o Te Wairarapa whānui tonu.  
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4.6.3 Ko Che Wilson. He urī nō Ngāti Rangi me Ngāti Tūwharetoa.  

He puāwaitanga nō ngā wānanga o ngā tohunga o Whanganui, o Te Tai Hauāuru. He 

pūkenga, he poutokomanawa ā iwi, he kaipupuri kōrero tuku iho. He pou 

whakawhirinaki, he whare kōrero. He tangata e pupuri ana i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā 

wāhi i haere ai a Kupe ki Te Tai Hauāuru. He kaiwhakaue hoki i tētahi pae pāpori e 

kīia nei ko Te Paepae Waho.  

4.6.4 Hoturoa Barclay Kerr. He urī nō Tainui.  

He tohunga whakatere waka. Ko ia hoki te upoko kairangi o Te Rōpū o Te Toki 

Voyaging Trust. Kua roa ia e mahi waka ana. Ko ia hoki te kaihautū o te waka hourua 

o Haunui. He tangata kua roa e haere ana ki Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa me te kohi haere i 

ngā kōrero mō te pūtaketanga mai o ngā tūpuna whakatere waka Māori ki Aotearoa. 

Ko te tupuna o te waka o Tainui tērā, arā, ko tōna ingoa tonu a Hoturoa.  

Ka toko ake pea te pātai, ka pēhea te wāhanga ki Te Waipounamu? Hei tā ētahi, i haere 

a Kupe ki Arahura. Nāna tonu te pounamu i kitea (Donne, 1927). Ka whakaarohia hoki 

ko ngā iwi kei Pare Hauraki. Kei reira Te Whitianga nui a Kupe, ā, hei tā ētahi, i tae 

tika atu a Kupe ki reira i Hawaiki (Coromandel, 2018). Kei te upoko kōrero e hāngai 

ana ki te arotakenga tuhituhinga ēnei kōrero. Ko ngā pūkōrero o te kaupapa nō ētahi 

rohe e mau tonu ana ki ngā tūtohu whenua e whakamaharatia ana i a Kupe. 

Kei te wāhanga o Kupematarangi te nuinga o ngā kōrero a ngā pūkorero nei. Erangi e 

tika ana kia whakairotia ko ngā pūkenga me ngā pūmanawa o ngā pūkorero ki konei, 

ki Te Hahautanga nei. He whakatinana rā tēnei i ngā tikanga i whāia, i whakamahia 

hoki e te kairangahau ka tahi. Ka rua, ahakoa he mana anō tō Kupematarangi, he mana 

anō tō Kupematatai, he mana tō Kupematanuku, he kaupapa kotahi tonu. Me hono tahi 

ngā mea e toru. He wā hoki tōna, ka kōrero tahi ngā mea katoa.  

4.7 Ngā tikanga hapahāpai. 

Ko te arotake tuhituhinga tētahi atu momo tikanga. Ahakoa kua tuhia kētia, e tika ana 

kia aronui atu ki ngā tuhinga i hau ai te rongo ki a Kupe me te wheke a Muturangi. E 

whakatewhatewhahia ana aua tuhinga Pākehā iaianei, inā rā, kua mahue iho te uho o 

te kaupapa, kua hē rainei te kōrero, kua tīmata rainei te whakatikatika haere i ērā 
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tuhinga (Mataamua, 2022). Kua āta wetewetekina ngā tuhinga a ngā mātanga pēnei 

me Stephenson Percy Smith, rātou ko Elsdon Best, ko John White mā. Ko Smith (1840 

– 1922), he Pākehā, he kaituhi-mātauranga-momo-tangata, i tuhi i ngā kōrero e pā ana 

ki a Kupe me te wheke a Muturangi (Smith et al., 1913). Ko Elsdon Best (1856 – 

1931), he Pākehā, he kaituhi-mātauranga-momo-tangata, i tuhi i ngā kōrero nā Te 

Whetu, e pā ana ki a Kupe (Best, 1893). Ko John White (1826 – 1891), he Pākehā, he 

kaituhi-mātauranga-momo-tangata, i tuhi i ngā kōrero a Te Taitokerau, a Taranaki 

hoki, e pā ana ki a Kupe (White, 1887). Arā noa atu ngā tuhituhinga ka tirohia, heoi, 

he kaituhi rongonui ēnei, me te rongonui o ngā tuhinga i mahia e rātou. Ehara i te mea 

ka noho ko ēnei Pākehā tokotoru noa iho nei ki te wāhanga arotake tuhituhinga, erangi 

ko a rātou tuhinga ērā kua āta tirohia e te kairangahau. Kua whai patanga hoki ngā 

mahi nei ki te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe, ki te wehenga o Hawaiki Tuku Iho.  

Ko ngā uiui, kanohi ki te kanohi, i whakamahia e te kairangahau ki tētahi whare 

wānanga, ko Taumata o Kupe te ingoa. Ka whakahaeretia hoki tētahi o ngā uiui ki ngā 

wāhi i haere ai a Kupe, arā ki Rangiwhakaoma ki Te Wairarapa. Nō aua rohe tonu 

ētahi o ngā pūkōrero. E tika ana kia tae kau ake ki ngā wāhi e pai ana ki ngā pūkōrero. 

I āmine mai ngā pūkōrero ki ngā uiui i mua tonu i ngā kōrero tahi, he mea whakaaetia 

e ngā pūkōrero mā te pepa me te kōrero ā-waha mai. Ka whakahoki kōrero mai ngā 

pūkōrero ki ngā pātai pūareare, ā, i tukuna ngā pātai ki a rātou i mua noa atu i te 

whakahaerenga o ngā uiui. He kotahi hāora te roa o ngā uiui i whakahaeretia. Ko te 

take i pērā ai, kia whai wāhi mai ngā kōrero a ngā pūkōrero ki te mahinga auaha o te 

kōnae ipurangi ki a Kupematarangi. He kōrero anō ka whakapuakina e whai wāhi ana 

ki tēnei tuhinga whakapae o Kupematatai. Ka kite te kaipānui, kua hono tahi te 

mahinga auaha me te tuhinga whakapae, ina rā, he kaupapa kotahi tonu. Ka noho ngā 

kōrero whānui ki te kōnae ipurangi o Kupematarangi. Heoi he wā ōna ka whai wāhi 

mai ētahi kōrero taipitopito ki a Kupematatai nei.  

I whakamanahia e Te Komiti Matatika o Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi te tono 

matatika a te kairangahau. Kei te tono matatika hoki ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā 

uiui, me ngā pātai ka whiua atu ki ngā pūkōrero. I reira hoki ko ngā tauwhāinga ka 

arumia e te kairangahau e pā ana ki ngā tikanga whakahaere uiui me ngā mahi hei 

whakahaumaru i ngā pūkōrero me ngā kōrero i whakapuakina mai. He kaupapa 

whakahaumaru pūkōrero hoki kei reira (e ekoa ake ana ki tēnei tuhinga whakapae ki 
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te Āpititanga Tuarua). He koha iti hoki i tukuna ki ngā pūkōrero katoa. Mutu ana te 

whakamanatanga mai i Te Komiti Matatika o Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi, 

kātahi anō ngā whakapātanga atu ki ngā pūkōrero ka tīmata. Ka riro mā ngā mātāpono 

o Te Rā o Kupe hei kaiārahirahi i ngā mahi rangahau. 

4.8 Ngā kitenga o Te Hahautanga. 

Mā te whakamahi i ēnei momo tikanga, ka whai take pea te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o 

Kupe. Mā reira, ka hiranga ake te kaupapa rangahau. Waihoki, inā kē te tini o ngā take 

whai mana e whakamārama ana i ngā take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei. Nā 

ēnei momo tikanga hoki, ka whai hiranga te poutarāwaho hei ara whāinga rangahau 

kaupapa Māori, hei ara whāinga kaupapa rangahau iwi taketake.  

Mā te arohaehae tuhituhinga, ka āta kitea te take i puta whānui ai te kōrero e pā ana ki 

te wheke a Muturangi. Ka kitea hoki pea he kōrero anō e haere ana i te ao Māori i te 

wā i tuhia e Smith ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me te wheke a Muturangi. Ehara 

i te mea i noho huna tonu ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe i te ao Māori. I tuhia e te 

Māori ki ngā niupepa Māori. I tuhia hoki ki ngā mēneti o ngā komiti Māori, pēnei me 

Te Komiti o Ngāpuhi. Nā te tuhinga kotahi noa a Smith, ka puta, ka ora, ka mana.  

Ka hāpaitia e te kaupapa rangahau e pā ana ki a Kupe ko ngā kupu kōrero a ngā 

pūkorero. Arā noa atu ngā take e pā ana ki a Kupe kua kōrerotia. Mā ēnei 

whakapuakitanga mai, ka huri ētahi o ngā whakaaro e pā ana ki te haerenga mai a 

Kupe. Ko tētahi mea nui rawa, ka āta kitea ki roto i ngā uiui me ngā whakapuakitanga 

pūkōrero, he tikanga anō o te wheke a Muturangi. Tērā tētahi pūkorero e kawe tonu 

ana i te mauri o ngā kōrero a ōna kaumātua e pā ana ki te aruaru a Kupe i te wheke a 

Muturangi. Mā ētahi atu pūkōrero ētahi whakaaro e rangirua ai te kaiwetewete kōrero 

ki te tikanga o te wheke a Muturangi. Ehara i te mea he whakahē i te mana o ngā kōrero 

kua kohia ake. He whakaatu noa i te rerekē o ngā kōrero, tētahi ki tētahi.  

4.9 Ngā tairo o Kupe.  

Ahakoa kua wetekina ngā here o te mate kōwheori ki te motu o Aotearoa i te wā i 

tīmata ai ngā mahi a te kairangahau, e whātoro tonu mai ana ngā matimati o te taniwha 

rā i te wā o te rangahau. Nō te 15 o ngā rā o te marama o Ākuhata, 2023 te tau, ka 
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whakapuakina e te Minita Take Hauora e Ayesha Verrall “Cabinet and I consider 

we’re positioned to safely remove the remaining COVID-19 requirements” (Verrall, 

2023). I taua wā tonu, e whakarite ana te kairangahau i ngā pūkōrero ki te wāhanga o 

Kupematarangi. Ko te mate kē, ka pāngia tētahi o ngā pūkōrero e te mate kōwheori nā. 

Ka mate te kairangahau ki te tiki kaikōrero anō. Nō te whakahoutanga o ngā 

whakaritenga ki ngā pūkōrero katoa, ka pāngia tētahi atu pūkōrero e te mate rā. He 

tairo nui tēnei i te wā e whakarite ana te kairangahau i te haonga mai o ngā kōrero ki 

tana mahinga auaha. He āhuaranga e kore pea e taea te aha. Me āta manaaki te 

kairangahau i ngā pūkōrero. Me whai hoki i ngā hiahia o ngā pūkōrero, me ngā mea e  

hoki e taea ai. E taea pea te kī ake, he kahikatoa nui tēnei o roto o ngā tairo o Kupe.  

Ko te kaha ouou o ngā tāngata e āta mōhio ana ki ngā kōrero a ō rātou mātua tūpuna e 

pā ana ki a Kupe tētahi tūmatakuru o te kaupapa. Ātia te waimarie o te kairangahau ki 

ngā pūkōrero i tāpuia ki te kaupapa, ka nui te karo, te tuku rainei o ētahi, te whakapeka 

rainei o ētahi tāngata ki tētahi atu, māna anō ngā kōrero a ngā iwi e pā ana ki a Kupe 

e tuku mai. E rongo ana te kairangahau i te wairua mai o te whakaaro. He kōrero tapu, 

he kōrero tawhito, nō te ao Māori, nō te ao kōhatu hoki ēnei kōrero. Nō reira, me 

mataara te kairangahau nōna ka whai i ngā kaupapa rangahau pēnei te āhua.  

Ko tētahi atu taupā, pēnei me te taraongaonga nei o te ao rangahau kaupapa Māori, ko 

te nunumitanga atu o ētahi puna mātauranga, o ētahi whītiki o te kī, e pā ana ki a Kupe, 

mai anō i te tīmatanga o ngā mahi a Kairangi. Tē taea e te tangata te karo atu i te ringa 

kaha o Aituā. Ko Whakatau anahe te toa e tāmaua! He wā tōna ka whakaritea e te 

kairangahau ko ētahi tāngata hei pūkōrero, kātahi ka rongo i ngā karere e pā ana ki a 

Aituā, kua patua te kaupapa e te mokemoke me te nguengue.  

Koia ēnei kō ngā tairo nui o Kupe i kitea, i rangona e te kairangahau i te wā e takahi 

haere ana ia i te nukuroa o Rangahau. E mōhiotia whānuitia ana ko te mōteatea nei a 

“Pinepine te kura”. Kei reira te kōrero e mea ana “Kia whakangungua rā koe ki te 

kahikatoa, ki te tumatakuru, ki te taraongaonga. Ngā tairo rā e, nāu rā e Kupe, i waiho 

i te ao nei” (Ngata, 1970). Ka taea pea te kī ake, he whakamātautau nui ēnei tairo o 

Kupe ki te kairangahau i te wā e kohi haere ana ia i ngā kōrero ā-waha, me ngā kōrero 

tuku iho a te ao Māori e pā ana ki a Kupe. Te otinga ake, ehara i te mea he taupā nui 

whakaharahara e kore ai e tutuki ko tētahi tuhinga whakapae. Arā te kōrero a ngā iwi 

o Whanganui e kī ana “Ko au te taupā, kīhai i pūāwai ōku moemoeā” (Leahy, 2021). 
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4.10 Tohua ko Te Whiwhinga! Tohua ko Te Rawenga! 

Ko ngā hua o te rangahau te upoko kōrero e kainamu mai nei. Ka whakahuatia ake ko 

ngā painga o te rangahau, ka whakapūmautia hoki te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe. 

Erangi ko te tikanga nui, he whakaū tonu i ngā take maha o te haerenga mai a Kupe. 

He mea nui te āta whakamārama i ngā whiwhinga nui o te rangahau. Ki te kore, kua 

kore rawa a Te Rawenga, me ngā mea nui hei huringa mā te hapori, mā te iwi, e Māori 

tonu ai te kaupapa e pā ana ki a Kupe. He hononga tahitanga ki waenga i Te 

Whiwhinga me Te Rawenga, e takoto mai ai he ara hou. He ara hou ki a Kupe. He ara 

hou ki te rangahau kaupapa Māori. He ara hou ki te whakamāori ake i te hītori o te 

motu me te marau Māori hou o te motu kātahi anō ka puta.  
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UPOKO TUARIMA 

Te Whiwhinga  

5.0 He kupu whakataki.  

I tapaina tēnei wāhanga kōrero ki te ingoa o Te Whiwhinga. Ko te tikanga ia o Te 

Whiwhinga, he mea ka mau i te tangata whai muri i tāna ake rapu, me tāna ake kimi i 

tētahi kaupapa, pērā me te whai i te maunga me te whenua kia whakahokia ki te iwi 

(Piripi, 1962). Ki tēnei kaupapa o Kupematatai, ko Te Rā o Kupe tonu tērā i kimihia i 

mua. Ko te pou tarāwaho tērā me ngā tikanga hei whakatinana, hei hāpai ake hoki i te 

kaupapa. Ki tēnei upoko kōrero o Te Whiwhinga, ka whakakitea, ka kōrerotia hoki ko 

ngā mea i hura ake ki roto i ngā uiui, me ngā arotaketakenga kōrero kua whakahaeretia 

i te ara rangahau i takahia. Whāia, ko te whakakaupapatanga mai o ngā kōrero nui i 

whakawhiwhia mai. E hāngai ana ēnei kitenga me tōna whakakaupapatanga ake ki te 

iho o Te Rā o Kupe. Ko tētahi o ngā kupu whakatītina nui o Te Rā o Kupe kia whāia 

e te kairangahau Māori ko ngā kōrero o roto o Hawaiki Tuku Iho. Ko ngā kōrero tuku 

iho ērā a ngā iwi Māori. Ko ngā kōrero taketake ērā a ngā iwi taketake o Te Moana-

nui-a-Kiwa. Ko ngā kōrero teretere hoki ērā a ngā kaituhi Pākehā. Mā reira, ka tūpono 

kitea pea he take, he tikanga, he hua hoki o te pou tarāwaho Te Rā o Kupe.  

5.1 Ngā hua.  

O ngā tini kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, ka taea te whakawehewehe i ngā kōrero ki ētahi 

huinga nui. Ko aua huinga nui e rite ana ki ngā puna kōrero i whakahuatia ake ki roto 

i te wāhanga e kīia nei ko Te Rapunga. Ko te puna kōrero Māori, ko te puna kōrero ki 

ngā iwi taketake o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, me te puna kōrero Pākehā ērā puna. He 

wāhanga nui tēnei nō roto o te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe. Ko ngā puna e toru ērā 

kua āta rurukuhia, kia tūpono kitea atu he aha ia nei ngā whakautu ki ngā pātai matua 

o te kaupapa rangahau nei. Kua tīkina hoki ētahi take nui hei āta matapaki ki te 

kaupapa. Mā te ruruku i ngā puna e toru, ka kitea he rerekē ngā kōrero kei ngā puna, 

ā, he rerekē ngā kaupapa nui ka hua ake i reira. E tika ana kia āta whakaarotia he aha 

aua kaupapa nui, kei tēnā, kei tēnā o ngā puna. Kua hāngai atu tēnei wāhanga ki ngā 

kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko ōna rētōtanga, ko ōna rangiwhāwhātanga, ko ōna 

ikeiketanga, me ōna hōhonutanga.  
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5.2 Te whakakaupapatanga mai o te kōrero.  

Nā te āhua o ngā pātai rangahau, i āta tātarihia ngā kōrero i haoa mai i te 

whakamahinga o ngā tikanga o mua tata ake nei. Ko te kaiārahi mai i te 

whakamaheretanga o ngā kōrero ki konei, ko ngā pātai rangahau me ngā kōrero e taea 

ai e te kairangahau hei whakahoki i ngā pātai nei. E taea e te tangata te kī ake, he momo 

tātaritanga kaupapa-ā-ariā tēnei aronga ki konei, arā he “theoretical thematic analysis” 

(Maguire & Delahunt, 2017). I āta aronui atu te kairangahau ki ngā raraunga o roto o 

ngā kōrero i kohia ake, kia pai te tātari haere i ngā kaupapa matua, me ngā kōrero ka 

parea ki tahaki. Ka whakamaheretia hoki ngā kaupapa nui e tūhāhā ana i te pou 

tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe. Ko ngā kōrero nui ērā ka whakakaupapatia e te kairangahau. 

Tērā hoki ētahi atu kōrero ka parea ki tahaki, i te korenga mai o te whai hua. Ko te mea 

nui, i pupū ake ētahi kaupapa nui i te rurukutanga atu ki te puna mātauranga nei e pā 

ana ki a Kupe, ahakoa ko Kupe tangata tupuna, ahakoa ko Kupe kaupapa, ahakoa ko 

Kupe mahi waka, ahakoa ko Kupe hononga tāngata tonu.  

5.3 Ngā hua o te ruku i ngā puna mātauranga. 

E patere pai nei ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, pūrara i te motu whānui o Aotearoa. 

Ko te mea nui, he maha tonu ngā tuhituhinga, ngā kōrero, me ngā whakaaro hoki e pā 

ana ki te tupuna nei, me te aha, ehara i te mea e taurite ana ngā kōrero katoa. Tērā te 

kōrero a te Māori e kī ana “E koekoe te tūī, e ketekete te kākā, e kūkū te kererū” 

(Milroy, 1998). Ko tētahi tikanga o te whakataukī nei “It takes all kinds of people” 

(Moorfield, 2005). Ko te tino iho o te kōrero, ahakoa he manu tonu te tūī, te kākā, me 

te kererū, he tangi anō, he taera anō, he āhua anō hoki, tō tēnā, tō tēnā o ngā manu 

(Milroy, 1998). Kia whakaritea ki ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, arā noa atu ngā kōrero 

kei tēnā iwi, kei tēnā hapū, kei tēnā rohe. E kore e kāhore, e whakapono ana ngā iwi 

Māori o te motu o Aotearoa ki tā rātou e āta mōhiotia ana. E kore tētahi e whai, e 

whakawhirinaki atu ki tētahi atu. E ai ki a Clayworth (2001) ko te tikanga tērā o te 

whakaaro Māori o Te Aue Davis ka pā pea ki a Kupe, arā “Mōku te kupu, ko ahau e 

mohio! If the word is about me, I know best!" (Wilson, 1990). Nō reira kia tirohia ake 

ētahi o ngā kōrero e hāngai ana ki ngā pātai matua o te rangahau.  
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5.3.1 Ko wai rainei, ko te aha rainei a Kupe?  

Tuatahi ake, ko te ingoa nei o Kupe. Tērā ētahi kōrero e mea ana ehara a Kupe i te 

ingoa tupuna, erangi kē ia he kupu ingoa, he kupu mahi kē (Makiha, 2023b). Nā ētahi 

mātanga mātauranga Māori te kī ake, ko ngā ingoa tūpuna pērā me Kupe e kore e taea 

te whakapūmau hei ingoa tupuna, hei ingoa tangata tonu (Tau, 2003). Ko te tikanga rā 

ia o te kōrero e mea ana, ehara i te mea he ingoa tangata, he ingoa tupuna tonu ngā 

ingoa o ngā tūpuna nā rātou anō ngā waka i hari mai, i whakatere mai ki Aotearoa nei. 

Mā te whakapapa, ka maharatia ēnei tūwhai āhua o ngā tūpuna Māori pērā me Kupe, 

hei kōrero tuku iho, hei wānanga, mā ngā whakatupuranga o muri ake. Koirā pea te 

take, e kitea ana he tokomaha ngā Kupe e kōrerotia ana, e whakapapahia ana ki ngā 

iwi o te motu. I whakahuatia ake hoki e Tarena (2008) ko te mahere a Rawiri Taonui, 

e pā ana ki ngā kōrero mō ngā tūpuna o mua, e tuitui ana i ngā kōrero hītori a te Māori 

me ngā tohu e pā ana ki ērā kōrero o nehe, atu i tēnei wā, hoki muri ake ki ngā rā o 

mua (Taonui, 2005). Kei raro tata ake nei te mahere a Taonui.

(Taonui, 2005).  
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Kua kitea hoki te whai pānga mai o tērā tūwhai āhua ki a Kupe. No ētahi iwi o Te 

Moana-nui-a-Kiwa te kōrero, he tikanga whakatere waka, he tohunga whakatere waka, 

he kupu mō te waka tonu, te kupu nei a kupe (Andrews, 2003). Ko te whakapae, me 

tohunga rawa te tangata, kātahi anō ka tapaina, ka tautapatia ki tērā ingoa. Kia ahatia, 

mārama rawa te kitea, ka whai tikanga pea te whakapae, ehara i te mea he tupuna 

kotahi, he tangata kotahi a Kupe. Erangi, he tokomaha pea ngā Kupe. I haere mai ki 

Aotearoa, ka noho, ka tau, ka huri i te motu, kātahi ka hoki ki Hawaiki. Nō reira e whai 

tikanga ana te hāpai a ngā rohe i a rātou ake kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, me te kaha 

rerekē o ngā wā, me ngā whakapapa, me ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a ia. Tātemea, 

tokomaha tonu ngā kurahautū i whakatere waka mai ki Aotearoa, ka whai i te ingoa o 

Kupe. Inā tonu te kōrero, oti ana te haerenga whakatere, kua tapaina rā ia ki tētahi 

ingoa hou (Thatcher, 2022; Makiha, 2023b). Nā, e mau tonu nei i a tātou ko tō tātou 

tupuna tonu ko Kupe. Kua hanga warewaretia pea e tātou, ko te tikanga o te kupu, ko 

ngā kōrero a ngā iwi o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, me ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā Kupe 

tokomaha i haere mai ki konei.  

Kua iri ake hoki te pātai, pena he tokomaha nei ngā Kupe, ā, he taitara, he tohu tangata 

rainei te tikanga, he tāne anahe rainei a Kupe? He wahine hoki pea a Kupe? He ingoa 

ka tau ki runga i ngā mea e rua? Kei Aotearoa nei ētahi wāhine whakatere waka moana, 

he mea whakangūngū e te tohunga nei e Tā Hekenukumaingaiwi Busby, arā ko Joelene 

Busby rāua ko Terissa Busby (Ling, 2022). Kei tarawāhi hoki ētahi tohunga whakatere 

waka hourua, pērā me India Tabellini o Tahiti, rāua ko Kala Tanaka o Hawaii, ko 

Lehua Kamalu hoki nō Hawaii, te wahine tuatahi nāna tonu te waka o Hōkūle’a i hautū. 

Hei tā Kamalu “You no longer say oh, let me ask my teacher, let me ask the kapena. 

Because you are the kapena now. And the way you decide who’s going to be on this 

crew, where are we going to go, how are we going to make this decision today about 

being prepared” (Blanks, 2022). Kei Aotearoa hoki tētahi kōrero e mea ana, ko 

Kuramarotini rainei, ko Hineteaparangi rainei, i hāpai ake i a Kupe, i te wā i haere tahi 

mai ai rāua ki Aotearoa nei, ā, he mahi whakaue, he iho, he tohunga whakatere waka 

hoki te mahi a ngā wāhine nei (Souness, 2021). Kei Ngāpuhi hoki tētahi kōrero e kī 

ana, tokorima ngā Kupe e mōhiotia ana e rātou, ā, ko tētahi he wahine (Wikaira, 2021). 

Nō reira he tohu pea a Kupe e whakanui ana, e whakamānawa ana i tētahi tohunga 

whakatere waka, ahakoa tāne mai, wahine mai.  
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5.3.2 I haere mai a Kupe i hea?  

Katoa o ngā tuhinga kōrero e mea ana nō Hawaiki a Kupe. Koirā hoki te whakahau a 

Mike Kawana (2023). Ehara i te mea, kua āta ruruku atu tēnei tuhinga whakapae ki te 

wāhi e noho nei a Hawaiki, ki te āhua rainei o te Hawaiki e kōrerohia ake nei. Kei ngā 

tuhinga a Belich (1996), rātou ko Salmond (1997), ko Walker (2004), ko King (2007), 

ko Hohepa hoki (2011) ērā tūwhai kōrero. Ko te nuinga o ngā kōrero e tohu ana i te 

moutere o Raiatea hei ōhanga mō Kupe. Ko te wairua hoki o ngā kōrero e aronui ana 

ki a Taputapuātea hei wāhi whakangūngū i a Kupe ki ngā tohungatanga pēnei me te 

whakatere waka i tākina e ia. Ahakoa ngā kōrero e kī ana nō Rarotonga te pāpā o Kupe, 

ā, nō Raiatea tōna māmā, e kīia ana nō Raiatea a Kupe (Shrimpton & Mulgan, 1921). 

E kore hoki pea e taea te karo ake i ngā rangahau e mea ana ko ngā moutere Society 

(arā ko ngā moutere o Tahiti Mārearea) te pūtaketanga mai o te nuinga o Te Moana-

nui-a-Kiwa ki te marangai, tae noa ki ngā uri kei Aotearoa (Crowe, 2018). Ka hoki ki 

te kōrero a ngā tāngata o Tahiti e mea ana nō Raiatea a Kupe (John, 1993; Pomare, 

2007). Ehara i te mea he haerenga mārire, he haerenga māmā, he haerenga noa. He 

haerenga tawhiti, ki tētahi whenua kei tua noa atu o te Hawaiki e kōrerohia ake nei, 

ahakoa kei hea tērā wāhi e noho ana. Me māia, me manawanui, me tohunga rawa te 

tangata ka whai i tēnei ara haere. Ko te wairua hoki o te kōrero nei e mea ana, me āta 

whakarite, me āta whai hoki te tangata i tētahi ara, e tae ora mai ia ki Aotearoa nei 

(Curtis & McLeod, 2022). Ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā whetū, ki ngā manu, ki te rā, 

ki te marama, he tohu ki te tohunga whakatere waka me ahu pēhea rawa. Koirā ngā 

tohutohu a Kupe i whāia e ngā waka me ngā kaihautū i muri i a ia (Ngata, 1993; 

Barclay-Kerr, 2023). Ehara i te mea ka pukā te wairua o te tangata, kātahi anō ia ka 

neke, ka kake ki runga waka, ka haere mai ki Aotearoa. He haerenga i āta whakaritea 

e te tangata, e ngā tāngata hoki o tērā waka, kia tae ora ake ki konei. 

5.3.3 He aha a Kupe i haere mai ai?  

He maha tonu ngā take e pā ana ki te haerenga mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. Ko te pakanga 

ki Hawaiki i te wā i a Uenuku mā tētahi, e kīia nei ko te pakanga o Moremoretākīkī 

(ko Moremoretākihikihi rainei) (Makiha, 2022). Nā te pakanga nei, ka puta whakarere 

a Kupe mā, ka haere mai ki konei. Ko te mahi māminga, ko te mahi tinihanga rainei ki 

a Hoturapa, me te whai i te wahine rā a Kuramarotini tētahi atu take (Sadler, 2014). 

Nā tērā mahi māminga, ka mate a Kupe rāua ko Kuramarotini te puta whakarere ki 
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Aotearoa nei. Ko te whai haere i a Kuramarotini kua kahakina ake e Hoturapa, kātahi 

ka mauria mai ki Aotearoa, tētahi atu take o te haere mai (Taylor, 1974). Ko taua 

wairua puta whakarere anō tērā e kawe nei i a Kupe ki Aotearoa (Lal & Fortune, 2000). 

Ko te whai haere i te ika a tōna tupuna, a Māui, te wāhi i waihotia ai a 

Tuputupuwhenua, tētahi atu take i whakatere waka mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa (Andersen, 

1946). Ko te kitenga i ngā manu e rere ana ki tēnei moka o te ao, pērā me te 

pīpīwharauroa, tētahi atu take i nanai oreore mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa i Hawaiki 

(Walker, 2004). Ko te haere ki te rapu whenua, tātemea he tohunga whakatere waka a 

Kupe, tētahi atu take i huri pēnei mai a Kupe ki konei (Barclay-Kerr, 2023). Ko te kimi 

hoki i te ora mō ngā iwi o Hawaiki ki whenua kē hoki tētahi atu take (Wilson, 2024). 

Ko te wheke a Muturangi hoki i whāia e Kupe, kātahi ka tae mai ki Aotearoa nei 

(Kawana, 2023). Kei ētahi o ngā take nei te wairua pukā, te putanga ohorere, te 

haerenga whakarere. Ko ētahi atu take, he tohu me āta whakarite te haere mai ki te 

wāhi i whāia e ngā manu, i kitea tuatahitia rainei e tōna tupuna e Māui, i 

whakamātauria rainei e te kaihautū waka. 

5.3.4 He aha te tikanga e pā ana ki te wheke a Muturangi?  

Ko tētahi kōrero nui e arohia ana e te motu iaianei, ko te whai haere i te wheke a 

Muturangi. He mahi ohorere, he mahi whakarere te pūtake o te haere mai. Ko te wairua 

o tēnei kōrero e mea ana, kāhore a Kupe i āta whakarite i tana whakatere waka mai ki 

tēnei whenua. Tua atu i tērā, ko te tino pūtake o te kōrero e kī ana, he mea tūpono noa 

te taenga mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. E kī ana nā te wheke kē a Kupe i ārahi mai ki tēnei 

pāpāringa o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa (Crawford, 1993). He mea waimarie pea tana 

taenga mai ki Aotearoa nei. Mei kore ake ko te wheke a Muturangi, kua noho noa nei 

pea a Kupe ki Hawaiki, hī ika mai ai. Me te aha, kei reira hoki ngā kōrero tuatahi a 

Grey mā e mea ana, nō tēnei whenua kē te wheke a Muturangi (1854). Kei 

Rangiwhakaoma tonu tōna nei ana, kei Te Wairarapa (Evans, 2012). Hei tā ētahi atu, 

me uaua ka kitea rā anō te kaiwhakatere waka i tētahi wheke nui ki te moana, ka arumia 

ki tētahi wāhi kei tawhiti, tātemea, ka noho ngā wheke nui ki te papa o te moana 

(Makiha, 2023b). He tohu ara haere wheke, haere tohoraha hoki (Thatcher, 2022), he 

kōnakonako rā kē taua wheke (Barclay-Kerr, 2023). Ā, ko tētahi atu tikanga o te 

wheke, ko te “whana tongitongi” i whāia e Kupe (Wilson, 2024). 
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Ka huri iaianei ki te whakaaroaro i ngā take nui e kōrerohia ake nei, me te wetewete i 

ērā kōrero, kia kitea ake pena rainei kua whai tikanga ēnei kōrero, he kōrero noa iho 

rainei kua puta ki te takiwā. E whitu ngā whiwhinga nui ka hora ki te kahu o tēnei 

tuhinga whakapae, whāia, ko te whakaaroaro ki te kaupapa rangahau.  

5.4 Te whiwhinga tuatahi. He aronga anō tō ngā kaituhi Pākehā.  

E ai ki a King “The European writers at the turn of the twentieth century who converted 

Māori myths and legends into a chronological and so-called historical narrative took 

enormous liberties with the stories they used” (1997). He tikanga tō te kōrero rā a 

King, erangi kua kōrerotia a Kupe mā anō he pakiwaitara noa. Ahakoa i whakahēngia 

te kōrero a Smith e mea ana he tokorua kē ngā Kupe, me whaiwhai ake i te iho o te 

kōrero e kī ana, ehara a Kupe i te tupuna kotahi nō Hawaiki. Ka whakaritea ngā kōrero 

pērā me Kupe, me Hawaiki, ki te ‘myth’. E ai ki a Belich “Kupe probably did become 

a legendary archetype, the Original Explorer, finding several island groups over 

hundreds of years” (1996). E ai ki a Curtis, ehara a Kupe i te myth, he tangata, he 

tupuna tonu (Curtis & McLeod, 2022). Inā kē rā te tini o ngā whakapapa o te ao Māori 

e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko ngā whakapapa nei e heke mai ana i ngā tupuna maha o Te 

Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ka pōhēhē te hunga whakakoha kupu whakapapa, e kore ngā 

ingoa Māori nei e rau kotahi ki raro i te maru o te heke kotahi, nā reira, kua raruraru te 

kōrero (Kelly, 1949). Ko te mate hoki o ngā kōrero a Smith, ka hāngai hito ngā 

whakaaro ki te wā i haere mai ai a Kupe. Ka mahue te whakaaro ki ngā kaiwhakatere 

waka e mau nā i a rātou ko te tohu o te tohunga, o te mātanga, o te ahurewa ki tērā 

mahi. Te mutunga iho, ka whakahāngaitia ngā kōrero Māori, pērā me Kupe, ki ngā 

pakiwaitara nō roto o te ao Pākehā (Tarena, 2008). Hei tā Tarena “Most early 

publications on Māori oral tradition can be loosely grouped into those that made Māori 

into what they perceived them to be and those that repeated the mistakes of their 

predecessors” (2008). Ka mahue ngā kōrero taketake a te ao Māori me ngā kōrero tuku 

iho e puritia tonutia ana e ngā whare wānanga Māori. Ka mahue hoki te tiki ake i ngā 

kōrero me ngā tikanga o ngā iwi o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. 

Tērā te kōrero a Mahuika e mea ana “Indeed, the writing of the nation in almost every 

way has never been controlled by Māori, and in the foreseeable future remains firmly 

in the hands of Pākehā” (2009). Ko ngā kōrero tuku iho a te ao Māori e whakaritorito 

ana i ōna pūtaketanga i Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ka mahue ko te whakaaro ki ngā 
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tāngata tokomaha e mau nā i a rātou ko te tohu o Kupe. Ka whakatangatatia ērā tohunga 

anō he tūpuna. E kore e taea te aha. He Māori tātou, he iwi whakapapa, he tātai 

whakapapa te mahi. He aha te hua o ērā mahi? Ko tētahi atu tohu nui e āta kitea atu ai 

te pōhēhē nui o ngā kaituhi Pākehā, ko te rohe tonu o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ehara 

tērā rohe i te tapatoru o Poronīhīa e mōhiotia whānuitia ana, erangi kē ia ko te 

whānuitanga o te moana ka whakaterehia e ngā waka moana iaianei (Souness, 2021). 

E tohu ana tēnei tūwhai āhuaranga i te kaha whāiti o ngā whakaaro o te kaituhi Pākehā. 

He tohu hoki e whakarata ana i ōna ake whakaaro ki tāna e āta mōhiotia ana, ka 

whakaraua ki ngā kōrero Māori i kohia ake e rātou, hei pānuitanga mā te kaituhi 

Pākehā. Kia hoki ake ki te kōrero o mua, he mea tuhi ēnei kōrero e pā ana ki te Māori 

i runga anō i te pōhēhē, ko te Māori ka pērā ki te moa ā tōna wā. Ka whakaritea ngā 

kōrero Māori ki te ao i āta mōhiotia e te Pākehā, hei pānuitanga, hei rangahau hoki mā 

te Pākehā. Kāhore he aronga ki ngā kōrero tuku iho a te Māori. Tērā te kōrero e kī ana 

ko te whakamahinga i te kōrero pūrākau, i te kōrero o nehe, me āna whakamahinga e 

te tangata i ngā rā o mua, e tohu ana i ngā pānga ki ngā ōhia ake o taua tangata, o tōna 

iwi, me te ao i nōhia e ia (Campbell, 2008). 

5.5 Te whiwhinga tuarua. He tokomaha ngā Kupe. 

Ko te kōrero a ngā iwi o Hokianga e mea ana he tokomaha kē ngā Kupe. Ko te Kupe 

tuatahi i pae mai ki Aotearoa, i tae atu ki Hokianga, ka noho ki Te Taitokerau, kātahi 

ka hoki ki Hawaiki (Makiha, 2023b). Ko te kōrero a ngā iwi o Te Wairarapa, nā te 

aruaru i te wheke a Muturangi, ka tae mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei (Kawana, 2023). Ko 

te kōrero a ngā iwi o Taranaki me Whanganui, nā te hara ki Awarua te take i puta mai 

a Kupe rāua ko Turi ki Aotearoa nei (Sole, 2005). E ai ki a Barclay-Kerr, he kaihautū 

waka a Kupe. He kimi whenua hou te take i tae mai ai a Kupe ki konei (2023). Ko ngā 

kōrero tuku iho hoki e mea ana i tahuri a Kupe ki te whai i te ika a tōna tupuna a Māui 

(Wilson, 2024). E whakapono ana ngā iwi me ngā pūkōrero ki ngā kōrero a ō rātou 

mātua tūpuna. Ko wai te kairangahau nei ki te whakahē i ērā kōrero nā ngā mātua, nā 

ngā tūpuna, nā rātou ake ērā kōrero, ki ngā kaipupuri i ngā kōrero o ēnei rā? Koia pea 

te take e kīia iho ana, he tika pea ērā kōrero katoa. Ā, pena he tohu kē a Kupe e pā ana 

ki tētahi tohunga whakatere waka ki mamao, kua whai tikanga pea ngā kōrero katoa a 

ngā iwi i ngā whakapuakitanga a ngā pūkorero. Ka whai tikanga hoki pea te kōrero e 

kī ana, he tokomaha kē ngā Kupe.  
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5.6 Te whiwhinga tuatoru. He tohu kē a Kupe.  

Mehemea he tokomaha ngā Kupe, ā, he kupu nō te ao hautū waka, mō te whakatere 

waka, mō tētahi wāhanga hoki o te waka hourua, ka taea pea e te kairangahau te kī 

ake, ehara i te mea he tupuna noa nei a Kupe. Erangi kē ia, he tohu, he taitara, he kōrero 

whakarite rainei a Kupe mō te whakatere waka hourua, me te whakatere waka moana. 

Ki te titiro te hunga tuhi kōrero hītoria o Aotearoa ki ngā taketakenga mai o te reo 

Māori me te ao Māori i Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, kua rerekē pea a rātou kōrero e pā ana 

ki te pūwhenuatanga mai o Aotearoa, me ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. He tohunga 

whakatere waka te tikanga o te kupu nei a Kupe. Ko te tirohanga a tēnei kairangahau 

e kī ana, he tohu, he taitara a Kupe mō tētahi kaiwhakatere waka kua haere ki mamao, 

ka hoki ora ki te kāinga ki te whakatō mātauranga ki te whare wānanga o tōna nei iwi. 

Ki te whai haere te tangata i tēnei whakaaro, mārama rawa te kitea o ngā tuhinga hītoria 

katoa a ngā kaituhi Pākehā. Kāhore tētahi kaituhi Pākehā kotahi i whakahoki i te 

aronga ki tēnei tikanga e pā ana ki a Kupe. He hua nō te ruku pāpaku. Me ruku hōhonu 

te kairangahau ki te puna mātauranga e taea ai. Kei te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe 

tētahi ara hei whāinga mā te tangata. He pou tarāwaho Māori, he pou tarāwaho 

taketake. He pai kē ake mā te Māori anō ēnei kaupapa rangahau me ēnei whāinga 

kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Te nuinga o te hunga kaituhi Pākehā kua hē, kua kore rainei 

e aro ki tēnei tūwhai āhua. Ka māmā ake, ka tika ake hoki pea mā te kairangahau 

Māori, mā te kairangahau taketake tēnei momo whai.  

5.7 Te whiwhinga tuawhā. Ehara a Kupe i te tāne anahe. 

Mehemea he tohunga whakatere waka wāhine e whakatauira ake ana i ngā mahi a 

Kupe i ēnei rā nei, he aha ia nei te take e pōhēhē ana te nuinga o Ngāi Tātou, he tāne 

anahe a Kupe? Tērā hoki te kōrero nui e mea ana, nā Kuramarotini tonu a Aotearoa i 

tapa ki te ingoa e mau ana ki te whenua i tēnei wā, whai muri i tāna pararētanga ake 

“He ao! He ao! He Aotearoa!” (Smith, 1948). Hei tā ētahi atu, nā Hine-Te-Apārangi 

kē (Peters, 2007). Ehara i te mea me ihuatamai rawa te tangata, ka whakaaro iho, he 

mahi nui tā tērā wahine ki te waka, ka riro māna tonu tēnei whenua e kite, e whakahua, 

e tapa. Pena ko te whakarere i te riri a Hoturapa, i te moutere rainei o Hawaiki te mahi 

a Kupe, whai muri i tāna kahakitanga ake i a Kuramarotini, he ia nei te take i hoki atu 

ai rāua ki reira? Ka mutu, kia āta whakaaro rā anō te tangata, me whai wāhi ētahi atu 

ki te whakatere waka, e kore e oti i te tangata kotahi. Pena e whai tikanga ana tērā 
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whakaaro, he aha ia nei te take e whakapaetia ana he tāne anahe a Kupe? Mehemea he 

tohunga whakatere waka te tikanga o te ingoa nei a Kupe, he pūkenga whakatere waka 

rainei ōna, he aha ia nei te take ka mau tonu tātou ki te whakaaro, he tāne a Kupe, he 

tāne rainei ngā Kupe e kōrerotia ake ana, ehara i te wahine? Kia hoki kōmuri te mahara 

ki te whakatau a Anania Wikaira. He wahine tētahi o ngā Kupe e mōhiotia ana e ia 

(2021). Koia te take e meinga nei te kōrero ehara a Kupe i te tāne anahe.  

5.8 Te whiwhinga tuarima. He maha ngā take i haere mai ai a Kupe.  

Ki te ara ake tētahi pakanga nui, ka whai tikanga te wehenga a te tangata i taua wāhi 

rā. Erangi, ka hoki anō te tangata ki tērā wāhi hei nohoanga mōna, ā taihoa? Me māia 

rawa te tangata ka hoki ki te wāhi e muramura nei te ahi o te pakanga. Ki te māwehe 

te tangata i te muranga mai o te pakanga, e kore e kore, ka pāngia a ia e te whakamā, 

nōna ka hoki wete atu ki taua wāhi rā. He pai kē ake pea te noho ki te whenua taurikura 

hou i taunahatia e ia. Ko taua kōrero anō rā e taea ai e pā ana ki te tangata ka oma 

whakarere, nā āna mahi māminga, tāhae wahine kē. Pena e whakarere ana ia i tētahi 

tangata, i tērā whenua hoki i kite, i rongo tika hoki i te ngau o ngā mahi pūremu, ka 

puritia tonutia ērā whakamaharatanga e te tangata rā, e taua whenua rā, haere ake, 

haere ake. Nō reira he aha te hua o te hoki ake ki reira? Pena koia tēnā ko te pūtake o 

te rere a te tangata ki whenua kē, ki wāhi kē, ki te mutunga rā anō o te rangi kē, mā te 

hoki atu ki tērā whenua, ka aha? 

Ki te āta whakamahere ake tātou i ngā take maha o te haerenga mai a Kupe, ka kite 

pea tātou i te tini o ngā kaupapa e tere mai ai a Kupe mā ki Aotearoa nei. Mārakerake 

te kitea, he hua nui o ngā take katoa pea, i tua atu pea i te whakaaro matua e meinga 

nei, he whaiwhai wheke te take i huri pēnei mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. Ko te rapu i a 

Tuputupuwhenua tētahi take (Taonui, 1848). He whai haere i te ika a tōna tupuna a 

Māui. Kei ngā wānanga, kei ngā kōrero tuku iho hoki tērā kōrero (Wilson, 2024). Ko 

te pakanga i tū ki Hawaiki, e kīia nei ko Moremoretākīkī (Hiini, 2020; Makiha, 2022). 

Ko te mahi māminga ki a Hoturapa pea te take i puta whakarere mai a Kupe, rāua ko 

Kuramarotini, i Hawaiki, ka tae mai ki Aotearoa (Sadler, 2014). Ko te whai haere i 

ngā manu ka rere i te kōpae raro o te ao (Jones, 2004; Barclay-Kerr, 2023). Nā ngā 

whare wānanga o nehe te kawenga i te kōrero, heke iho ki a Kupe (Mitchell, 2014). 

He mahinga whakatere waka nā tētahi tohunga whakatere (Barclay-Kerr, 2023) he 

āhuaranga e kore e taea te pēhea. He rapu oranga mō ngā iwi o Hawaiki te pūtake o te 
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haere mai (Wilson, 2024). He rapu haere i a Kuramarotini kua kahakina kētia e 

Hoturapa, ka kawea ki Aotearoa (Grey, 1854). Me te aha, kei taua kōrero te 

whakaputanga tuatahi e pā ana ki te wheke a Muturangi, erangi, i tūpono kitea 

tuatahitia te wheke nei e Kupe mā, whai muri i tō rātou taenga mai ki Aotearoa. He 

whai haere hoki i te wheke a Muturangi, e ai ki a Te Matorohanga, nā Hoani 

Whatahoro Jury, nā Smith mā tērā kōrero i whakaputa whānui (Kawana, 2023).  

5.9 Te whiwhinga tuaono. Ehara a Kupe i te Māori.  

Kua āta kitea kētia ngā kōrero e mea ana nō Hawaiki a Kupe. Ahakoa kāhore i āta 

whakamāramatia ake ko hea kē te Hawaiki nei, kua kōrerotia te taha ki a Tahiti, ki ngā 

moutere Society, ki Raiatea, ki Fa’aroa, ki Rarotonga, ki Manihiki hoki. Kotahi tonu 

te kōrero e taea e te kairangahau nei te āta kī ake, ehara i te mea nō tēnei whenua o 

Aotearoa taketake ake nei a Kupe. Tāpiri ake ki tērā, ahakoa i haere mai a Kupe ki 

konei, kāhore a Kupe i noho tonu mai ki konei. I hoki atu ia ki Hawaiki, ka mate ki 

reira. Ahakoa ko wai te Kupe e kōrerohia ake nei, ahakoa ngā kōrero rerekē a tērā rohe, 

a tērā iwi, a tērā pūkōrero e pā ana ki te haerenga mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa, katoa o ngā 

kōrero e kī ana i hoki atu ia ki Hawaiki. Mā te kaipānui e mōhio iho, ehara a Kupe i te 

Māori. Nā ngā mahuetanga iho i a Kupe, nā ngā tūpuna nō muri ake hoki i a Kupe, ka 

noho Māori mai ngā uri whakaheke ki tēnei whenua. He kōrero nui tēnei, i te mea, nā 

tēnei tūwhai āhua, ka noho iwi taketake mai te iwi Māori ki Aotearoa. Ahakoa ehara a 

Kupe i te Māori, nāna, nā ētahi atu tūpuna whakatere waka ki Aotearoa, ka noho 

taketake mai te iwi Māori ki tēnei whenua.  

Huri ake ki ētahi atu tūpuna whakatere waka mai ki tēnei whenua, ehara hoki rātou i 

te uri Māori. E kī ana ngā pūkenga o Tainui waka, nō Tahiti anō hoki a Hoturoa, nāna 

a Tainui i whakatere mai ki tēnei whenua (Barclay-Kerr, 2023). Ehara a Hoturoa i te 

Māori, erangi ka noho Māori mai āna uri whakatupu ki tēnei whenua i a ia. Ehara a 

Toi rātou ko Puhi ko Muriwai o te waka o Mataatua i te Māori. Nā rātou anō ko ngā 

uri whakatupu ka whānau mai ki tēnei whenua, ka noho Māori mai, ka iwi taketake 

mai ki tēnei whenua. Ko taua āhua anō hoki e pā ana ki a Turi me te waka o Aotea. E 

mōhiotia ana, i haere mai a Turi i Tahiti, ka pae ki Aotearoa. Nō reira ehara a Turi rāua 

ko Rongorongo i te Māori. He uri Moana-nui-a-Kiwa kē. Ka noho ngā uri ki Te 

Taihauāuru, ka noho Māori mai, ka noho taketake mai ki tēnei whenua. Ka huri ake ki 

Te Taitokerau, ko Nukutawhiti rāua ko Kura ka whakatere i te waka o 
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Ngātokimatawhāorua. He mea whakaako kē rāua ki Hawaiki, ka tae mai ki Aotearoa, 

ka puta ngā uri whakatupu hei iwi Māori taketake ki tēnei whenua. Katoa, katoa, he 

uri nō ngā iwi o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Erangi i noho mai ō rātou uri ki Aotearoa, hei 

iwi ki tēnei whenua i ēnei rā (Sinclair, 1959). 

5.10 Te whiwhinga tuawhitu. He wheke, he heke, he rere, he rā, he aha rainei?  

Huri ake ki te kōrero e mea ana, nā te aruaru i te wheke a Muturangi, ka pae mai a 

Kupe ki konei. I āta kōrerotia tērā mahi a Kupe hei akoranga ki ngā kura (School 

Journal, 1924). Ko te kōrero a ngā tohunga whakatere waka o nāianei, pērā me Hoturoa 

Barclay-Kerr mā e kī ana “E kore mātou e puta ki te hī ika, kātahi mātou ka whakaaro 

ki te haere mā runga waka hourua. Ka āta whakarite mātou i a mātou haerenga i mua i 

te pikinga ake ki te waka hourua” (2022). Ehara a Kupe i te tangata hī ika noa nei, he 

tohunga whakatere waka kē. E kore rawa te tohunga whakatere waka e puta whakarere 

ki te whai wheke noa iho nei, kātahi anō ka tae ki tētahi whenua hou, ki tētahi whenua 

kē. Me whai take anō te haere mai, pērā me tētahi whai i a Tuputupuwhenua i kōrerohia 

ake i mua ake nei (Sissons et.al., 2001). I haere mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa, mā runga tonu 

i tōna waka o Matahorua (ko Matahourua, ko Matawhaorua, ko Matawhao rainei) 

(Hongi, 1893; Orbell, 1995). I whai haere rātou i ngā manu i rere ki tēnei moka o te 

ao, i te kōpaeraki rā anō. I rapu haere i te ika a tōna tupuna a Māui (Salmond, 2015). 

Ā, i hangaia e rātou ko ngā waka hei kawe i a rātou ki tētahi whenua kei mamao. 

Kia whai whakaaro hoki te iwi Māori ki ētahi atu whakamārama e pā ana ki te wheke 

a Muturangi. Ko ngā kōnakonako pea o te rā i tōna aranga mai i te pae o te rangi, me 

tōna torongītanga hoki ki te pae o te rangi pea tērā (Barclay-Kerr, 2023). Ko te pae o 

te rangi pea he kōrero anō mō Muturangi e kōrerohia ake nei, ko te waereatanga rainei 

o te rangi me te moana ki te patu o te rangi (Cowan & Pomare, 1930). Ko te 

maheretanga o ngā terenga waka ki Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa pea tērā (Buck, 1938). Ko 

ngā terenga waka ka tohua i ngā pae maunga ki Raiatea tērā (Thatcher, 2022). Ko ngā 

terenga aurere moana o ngā tohoraha me ngā wheke, e kīia nei he Fe’e, ka whāia e ngā 

kaiwhakatere waka hoki tērā (Makiha, 2023). Ko te wāhi huihuinga ngaru moana, 

huihuinga tohoraha, huihuinga hau ki kō atu o Rangitahua hoki pea tērā (Thatcher, 

2022). Katoa he kōrero e tohu ana he tikanga anō pea o te wheke, me te Muturangi 

pea, e āta kōrerotia whānuitia ana iaianei.  
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5.11 Kia whītikina ngā tuituinga  

Kia hoki ake ki ngā pātai matua o te rangahau, tae ake ki te pātai matua e mea ana, he 

aha a Kupe i haere mai ai ki Aotearoa? Ko te whakautu tōtika ki tērā pātai e kī ana he 

maha tonu ngā take, e ai ki ngā whiwhinga e whitu kua whakahuatia ake i mua tata 

ake nei. Kua whai tikanga pea ngā kōrero katoa o runga ake nei. Ko te mea kē, kei tua 

atu i te kōrero kotahi noa iho te huhua o ngā take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki konei. Ka 

mutu, e tika ana kia whai whakaaro ki ērā take katoa. Ehara i te mea, e taea e tātou te 

kī ake, āe mārika, mea nei te take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki konei. Mehemea koirā te 

whakatau, ka taea hoki pea e tātou te kī ake, ehara i te mea ko te wheke a Muturangi 

te pūtake o te haere mai a Kupe ki konei. Kua kohia ake hoki ko ngā kōrero tuku iho a 

ētahi iwi, me ētahi kōrero nō Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, hei tāhūhū. Kāhore hoki ērā 

kōrero e tūhāhā ana i te whakaaro, ko te aruaru a Kupe i te wheke a Muturangi, te take 

matua o te haere mai. 

Kua whakarākeitia kētia te kōrero e kī ana, nō Smith mā te pōhēhē, e taea e rātou te 

whakatau i ngā kōrero a te iwi Māori, e pā ana ki ngā kaupapa Māori pēnei me Kupe. 

Ahakoa kāhore te horopaki o ngā kaupapa Māori i arohia nuitia e ngā mea pērā me 

Smith mā, ka mahia tonutia e rātou ko ngā mahi rangahau, e ai ki tā rātou e whakapono 

ai. E rongo tonu ana tātou i te hua o ērā mahi, me tērā hāpai a ngā mātanga mātai 

ahurea tāngata tonu iaianei. Ka taea hoki e tātou te kī ake, ko te whakatau hoki a 

Simmons e pā ana ki ngā Kupe maha i kōrerotia e Smith, he hua nō te ruku pāpaku 

noa ki tētahi puna tāwhaiwhai o Whakapapa. Ehara i te mea, kotahi tonu te Kupe i 

mōhiotia e te ao Māori, erangi he Kupe anō tō ētahi o ngā iwi (Evans, 2009).  

Kua tuia hoki ētahi kōrero nō roto o ngā rangahau hou, me ngā tuhinga whakapae kua 

ara ake ki roto i ngā tau tata ake nei, hei whakawhānui ake i te kete kōrero. Erangi me 

whai tonu i ngā kōrero tuku iho a Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, kei ekehia tātou e te kōrero, 

he kairuruku pāpaku noa a kairangahau Māori. He tīmatanga noa tēnei. He mahi nui 

anō e taea ai. Ko tētahi taupā nui, ko te whai wāhi atu ki ngā puna kōrero e āta mōhio 

ana ki ngā kōrero tuku iho nei. Tuia atu ki tēnā, ko te kaha ouou o te hunga e pupuri 

tonu ana i ēnei kōrero. Koirā pea te take e tahuri tonu ana te iwi Māori ki te kōrero e 

pā ana ki a Kupe me te wheke a Muturangi. Te kaha īta mai o te kōrero, me te kaha 

ngoto iho ki ngā pukapuka nui, me ngā pukapuka hītoria o Aotearoa, me whai 

whakatinanatanga nui whakaharahara, kātahi anō pea ka panoni, ka tika. 
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5.12 Puritia te hoe o te Iho! 

Ko te manako rā ia, kua kitea te hua o ngā rangahau me te whai pānga ki te pou 

tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe. Kua kitea hoki he whakautu ki ngā pātai rangahau matua i 

whakaritea e te kairangahau i te tuhinga kōrero nei o Kupematatai. Me anga atu ngā 

kōrero ki tētahi whakarāpopotanga iaianei.  

Kua hahūngia ētahi kōrero e pā ana ki ngā aronga kētanga a te kaituhi Pākehā ki ngā 

kōrero e pā ana ki te ao Māori. Koirā te tohu me te tikanga nui o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa 

i kōrerotia ki te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe. He whakatikatika i ngā kōrero nei kia 

tika ki tā te Māori i whakapono ai, ki tā ngā iwi hoki o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa hoki e 

mōhio ai. Kaua e ruku ki ngā tuhinga kōrero noa iho nei a te Pākehā. Ko ngā kōrero 

Māori e pā ana ki a Kupe i whakatahurihia kia ū ki tā te Pākehā i whai ai, ahakoa 

kāhore ia i aronui ki ngā mea e āta whakaponotia ana e te ao Māori.  

I whāia hoki e te kairangahau ko ngā kōrero a Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa e pā ana ki a 

Kupe me ngā mahi whakatere waka, hoki muri ake ki te ōhanga o ngā mahi waka, tae 

atu hoki ki ngā kōrero e puritia ana e ētahi moutere o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ko te 

whāinga nui tērā o Hawaiki Tuku Iho nō roto o Te Rā o Kupe. He kōrero whakatikatika 

ēnei kōrero tuku iho i ngā tuhinga a te Pākehā. Ka mutu, ko ngā tuhinga Pākehā hoki 

tētahi wāhanga o Hawaiki Tuku Iho nei. Nā ngā hua o te mahi ki tēnei wāhanga kōrero, 

kua tutuki tētahi o ngā whāinga o kaupapa Māori, kia pāparetia ētahi āhuatanga a te 

Pākehā e pā ana ki ngā kōrero Māori.  

Ko tētahi atu hāngaitanga ki te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe, kua kitea pea e te 

kairangahau ko te moutere i whāia e ia. Ko ētahi whakautu hoki ki ngā pātai rangahau 

matua i whakaritea ki te wāhanga kōrero o Te Ahatanga kua kitea. Ko ngā kitenga nui 

o Te Whiwhinga kua whakahuatia ake ki runga tata ake nei e mea ana, arā noa atu ngā 

kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, ahakoa he kōrero tangata tonu, ahakoa he kōrero kaupapa 

tonu. Kāhore e āta mōhiotia ana ko te wāhi i puta mai ai a Kupe, erangi e whakapaetia 

ana, he kōrero kei runga nei e tohu ana i te wāhi i tupu ai a Kupe. Kua kitea hoki, arā 

noa atu ngā kōrero e pā ana ki te wheke a Muturangi, i tua atu i te aruaru wheke noa 

iho e kōrerotia whānuitia ana iaianei. Koia ēnei ko ngā tohu i hangaia ai e te 

kairangahau, nōna e whakarite ana i te wāhanga o Taputapuātea ki te pou tarāwaho o 

Te Rā o Kupe.  
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Hei whakakapi ake i tēnei upoko kōrero, ahakoa kua kitea pea ētahi hua o te rangahau, 

me ētahi whakautu ki ngā pātai rangahau matua, me ētahi kōrero e hāpai ana i te pou 

tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe, mā ērā kōrero katoa, ka aha? He aha ia nei te patanga ki te 

iwi Māori i ēnei rā nei? He aha hoki te painga ka hua i te rangahau nei? Me pēhea hoki 

e whakatutuki ai ko te mana o Kupe ki roto i tēnei ao hurihuri, ki Te Moana-nui-a-

Kiwa, ki tēnei whenua o Aotearoa e noho nei tātou i ēnei rā? Ko te aronga nui tērā o 

te wāhanga kōrero e haere ake nei, e kīia nei, ko Te Rawenga. He whakaarotanga ki 

ngā mea nui kua hua, me ngā mahi hei whakamānawa, hei whakatika, hei whakapaipai 

kia mana tonu atu a Kupe ki roto i te ao nei. Ehara i te mea he mahi mā ngā iwi Māori 

o Aotearoa nahenahe te kōrero nei. He whakaarotanga mō ngā iwi katoa o Aotearoa, 

me Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Nō reira tukuna Te Rawenga o Kupe kia rere ā manu e tū 

ki te whei ao, ki te ao mārama!

6.0 He whakamārama.  

Ko te tikanga o Te Rawenga he whakanui (Harawira, 2022), he tūhāhā hoki i ngā mahi 

kua āta kitea e te tangata. He wairua harikoa, he wairua hikinga ngākau kei te tikanga 

nei o Te Rawenga, arā “…he mutunga mai o te pai” (Mason & Jacob, 2008). Ka 

whakamaharatia ko ngā mea nui i tūpono kitea e te kairangahau, nōna e whaiwhai ake 

ana i te ara o te mātauranga. Hei tā Makiha, he kupu taketake a Te Rawenga e 

whakamāori ana i ngā mahi whakamānawa “…representing a celebration of all the 

kōrero our tūpuna (ancestors) left for us to guide us on our many journeys" (Northland 

Age, 2022). Ka whai hoki te kaupapa o Te Rawenga i te mahinga o Te Whiwhinga. 

Nō reira kua whai tikanga te rarautanga mai o te kaupapa ki konei. 

6.1 Hāpaitia te kaupapa o Kupe. 

Kua huia katoatia ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, ka mutu, kua arotakehia ngā kōrero 

kua kohia ake i te rangahau. Ki konei, ka āta wānangahia ngā take nui kua mau ki te 

ihomatua o te kairangahau, he mataaho hoki ki ngā mahi ka whai mai. Ko taua āhua 

anō rā o te whakakaupapatanga mai o ngā take matua tērā ka hikitia, hei 

whakamaheretanga i ngā mahi nui me oti ki roto i ngā rā e heke mai nei.  

He take whai mana a Kupe, he kōrero whai mana anō hoki ki Aotearoa, tātemea, ko te 

nuinga o ngā iwi o Aotearoa e whakapono ana nā Kupe tēnei whenua i taunaha 

(Jackson, 2014). He mea whakamiharo tēnei mō te motu whānui, kaua ko te iwi Māori 

anahenahe. Me whai whakaaro ki ngā mahi a Kupe, ka tika. Ko te tirohanga nui ki 

konei, he whakaū anō i te mana e kōrerohia ake nei. Me whai whakaaro hoki ki ētahi 

mahi whakaora, whakarauora, whakamauriora hoki i te mana nei. Me whai whakaaro 

hoki ki te whakapūmau i tērā mana o Kupe, ki roto tonu i ngā tōpito e pupuru tonu ana 

i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a ia, me ngā wāhi nāna anō i takahi, i taunaha, i whakatere i te 

wā. Mā te whakapūmau i te mana o Kupe ki Aotearoa, ka puta whānui te 

whakamaharatanga ki ngā mahi a te tupuna nei a Kupe. Mā hea rawa tērā 

whakamaharatanga e ū, e ngoto iho, e tau?  
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6.2 Kia ū e te iwi! 

Ka huraina ake ki konei ko ngā mahi hei whakaū anō i te mana, i te mātauranga, me 

ngā kōrero nui e pā ana ki a Kupe ki Aotearoa. Ka hīmata ake ki tēnei whenua, me te 

ōhia ake, he painga ka puta ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, ā taihoa ake. E kore e kāhore, 

ka kitea ngā pānga ki ngā uri o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, erangi nā Kupe tonu tēnei 

whenua i taunaha, nō reira, mā hea mai i a Aotearoa hei papa whakarewa anō i te mana 

o Kupe. Me hoki ki ngā kitenga nui o Te Whiwhinga hei whakarewa i te kōrero nei.  

E ora tonu atu ai a Kupe, whakaūngia. Whakaūngia anō ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, 

ki ngā Kupe tokomaha kua kōrerotia i mua. Ko ōna tohungatanga pēnei me te tātai 

arorangi, te tirotiro whetū, te tirotiro āhuarangi, te tirotiro maramataka ērā e kōrerohia 

ake nei. Koia nei ko ngā tohu o Kupematarangi e tapaina ana ki te wāhanga tuatahi o 

te mahinga auaha o tēnei whāinga kairangi e whakatinanahia ana e tēnei rangahau. Kei 

ngā kōrero tuku iho, kei ngā tuhinga kōrero hoki ngā tohu o tēnei kaupapa. Ko Kupe 

tērā i whai haere atu i te ara whakatemāui o Kōpū, me te ara rerenga o ngā manu ki te 

Tonga. Kei ngā tohutohu ki ngā reanga o muri ake, me tā rātou hāpai ake i āna 

tohutohu, te whakapūmautanga o te kōrero (Tuaupiki, 2019). E mana tonu ai a Kupe, 

me whakaū hoki i te kōrero, ehara i te mea he tangata noa, erangi he tohu rangatira a 

Kupe mā te tāne me te wahine. Ehara a Kupe i te tohunga noa iho nei. He tohu ikeike, 

he tohu mana nui, he ingoa kāmehameha, e whakaatu ana i te āheinga motuhake o te 

tangata ki te titiro ki tua o te whakaaro noa, o te kitenga kanohi. Me whakaū hoki tātou 

i te hononga o Aotearoa ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, pūtaketake ake i a Kupe. I haere 

mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa i Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, kātahi ka hoki atu a Kupe ki Te 

Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Me whai whakaaro ake tātou ki a Kupe, me ētahi mahi 

tūhonohono anō i a tātou o Aotearoa ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, ki roto i te ao e noho 

nei tātou. E ora tonu ai te mātauranga e pā ana ki a Kupe, me whakahoki ki te āhua o 

tā tātou whakaako i ā tātou tamariki, i ā tātou mokopuna. Ehara i te mea, kei te marau 

o te motu, me ngā kura whakaako tamariki anō hoki, te orangatonutanga o ngā kōrero 

nei. Me whai whakaaro tātou ki ngā mahi whakaara ake anō i ngā wānanga o ngā mātua 

tūpuna hei kākawe i ngā kōrero tuku iho. Ehara i te mea e whakahē ana i ngā whare 

wānanga pēnei me te University nei. Ka noho motuhake ake ēnei wānanga e kōrerohia 

ake nei, pēnei me ngā roherohenga o te motu e whakahaere wānanga ana iaianei nā. 

He wānanga Māori tonu, mā te Māori.  
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6.3 Whakaūngia a Kupe. 

Ehara i te mea he tangata whakatere waka anahenahe a Kupe. Kua āta whakairotia ake 

te kōrero, he puāwaitanga a Kupe nō ngā whare wānanga o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. He 

tohu hoki a Kupe mō te mana o te mātauranga taketake o ngā iwi taketake o Te Moana-

Nui-a-Kiwa. Tatū mai ki Aotearoa nei, he tohu o te mana o ngā kōrero tuku iho a ngā 

mātua tūpuna. He wairua Kurahautū, he mauri raranga tira kei te ingoa nei o Kupe. E 

ai ki a Tākuta Terry Hunt o Te Whare Wānanga o Hawaii, kāhore i tua atu i ngā 

kaihautū waka o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa (TheCoconetTV, 2015). E ai ki a Tākuta James 

Delgado, ko ngā waka o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa me ngā kaiwhakatere waka o Te 

Moana-nui-a-Kiwa ngā tino o te ao (TheCoconetTV, 2015). I te wā i haere mai ai a 

Kupe ki Aotearoa, he mārohirohi, he māia. Me pērā rawa te tangata ka tika, ka mutu, 

e whakapono ana ngā kaihautū waka, he pērā rawa te āhua o Kupe mā i te wā i a rātou 

(Barclay-Kerr, 2023). Kīhai rawa ia i horokukū. Kāhore hoki e taea e ia te whakaaro 

rangirua. Puta atu ana ki te moana uriuri a Tangaroa, ki tua noa atu o Te Paerangi, ki 

waho tonu atu o te moana i āta mōhiotia e ia, e kore pea e taea te hoki muri. Kia tau rā 

anō ki te whenua hou i whāia e ia, kātahi anō pea a whakaaro ka hoki kōmuri ki te 

whenua i āta nōhia e ia, ki te whenua i āta whakakāinga e ia i mua.  

Kei ngā kōrero hoki e pā ana ki a Kupe tētahi atu karere nui e pā ana ki te tohungatanga 

o te tangata ki te whakatutuki i a ia tētahi mahi nui taioreore. Ehara i te mea he mahi 

whai hua mō Kupe nahe anō. Erangi he oranga hapori, he oranga whānau, he 

orangatonutanga iwi hoki pea kei reira. E mōhiotia ana, ehara i te mea ko Kupe, ko 

Kuramarotini nahe anō i kake ki runga i te waka i haere mai ai ki Aotearoa. Kei ētahi 

iwi ētahi kōrero e pā ana ki a Ngahue, ki a Ngake rainei (Thomson, 1859; Smith, 1948). 

He kōrero anō e mea ana i haere mai tōna tohunga a Pekahourangi (Moon, 2013). Kua 

puta hoki he kōrero e pā ana ki ētahi o ngā tamariki ā Kupe i haere tahi mai ki runga i 

te waka (Kamira, 1957). Katoa he tohu e mea ana, he mea āta whakarite te haerenga 

mai, ehara i te putanga whakarere i tētahi wāhi ki Aotearoa nei. He tohu anō hoki o te 

whāinga i ētahi painga hei oranga mō ētahi atu.  

Kua tae noa ake pea ki te wā kia whakamahia te tohu o te rangatira e pā ana ki a Kupe. 

Kua tae hoki pea ki te wā kia waihangatia tētahi tohu nui o Aotearoa, hei 

whakamaharatanga ki a Kupe. I pūtake ake ngā tohu ikeike o Aotearoa i Ingārangi rā 

anō. Nō Ingārangi anō ngā tohu nei, he mea hari mai ki konei me ōna tauwhāinga anō 
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i takea mai i reira (Pickles, 2021). Tae atu ki te tau 1996, ka whakawahia te tangata ki 

ngā tohu o Ingārangi pū anō. Arā noa atu ōna momo wehenga, pēnei me te tohu o te 

Kīngi, te tohu o te Mema o Niu Tireni, te tohu o te Āpiha o Niu Tireni, me te Hoa 

Haere o Niu Tireni. Heoi, e toru ngā tohu nui whakaharahara o Aotearoa. Ko te tohu 

ikeike o ngā tāne, e karangatia ana he Tā, arā, he Sir. Ko te tohu ikeike o ngā wāhine, 

e karangatia ana he Kahurangi, arā, he Dame. Ko te tohu ikeike nui o Aotearoa, e 

karangatia nei ko te Tohu Nui o Aotearoa, arā, ko te Order of New Zealand (Wong, 

2012). E rua tekau ngā tāngata o Aotearoa ka whai wāhi atu ki te tohu nui nei (Thomas, 

2016). He tohu whakamānawa i tētahi tangata kua whakatutuki i ētahi mahi 

whakahirahira pau te kaha, arā  "outstanding service to the Crown and people of New 

Zealand in a civil or military capacity" (Thomas, 2016). Kia mate rā anō, kātahi anō te 

tohu ka ngaro i a ia, ka whakahokia ki te Kāwana Tianara o Aotearoa. Koia rā te take, 

e poto ana te rārangi o ngā tāngata e mau nā i a rātou ko taua tohu iaianei, arā, he 

tekaumāwhā nahe anō kei te rārangi i tēnei wā. Tokowaru ngā tāngata kua ekoa ake ki 

tērā rārangi, hei Mema Tāpiri, arā, hei Additional Member (DPMC, 2022). Kua eke ki 

te wā me tahuri taua tikanga. Ki a au, me whai whakaaro tēnei whenua kia whakawahia 

ēnei tuahangata nei ki te tohu o Kupe. He tohu whakanui, he tohu whai mana, he tohu 

ka whakawhiwhia hoki ki te tāne me te wahine. Ka mutu, ka mate te tangata, e kore e 

taea e wai ake rainei te muku, te unu rainei i tērā tohu kua whakawahia kētia ki tētahi 

tangata. Mana tonu atu te tohu, haere ake, haere ake. Nō Aotearoa ake, mō Aotearoa, 

hei tauira hoki pea ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, hei whaiwhai ake mā rātou. Ka puritia, 

pēnei me ngā kōrero-ā-iwi o Aotearoa e pā ana ki a Kupe iaianei.  

6.4 Whakaūngia te mana o Kupe.  

Kei te rohe o Porirua tētahi moutere. Ko Mana tōna ingoa, erangi ko Te Mana Nui o 

Kupe ki Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa te whānuitanga o te ingoa (Davis, 1990). E tohu ana 

tēnei ingoa nei i te whai mana o Kupe ki tēnei whenua, me te whai mana hoki o te 

whenua nei ki te ao, rā runga anō i te taenga mai a Kupe ki konei. Pena ko Kupe tērā i 

whakamana i a Aotearoa i tana taenga mai ki konei, he aha ia nei te tohu whakamana 

anō i a Kupe i ēnei rā nei? Me pēhea hoki e ū tonu atu ai te mana o Kupe ki Aotearoa 

whānui, me Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa? Arā noa atu ngā wāhi ki Aotearoa e mau tonu ana 

i te ingoa o Kupe, he mea tapatapa rainei ērā wāhi nā Kupe, nōna ki tēnei whenua. E 

kore e taea te whakahē i te mana o Kupe ki Aotearoa.  
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Ko te mea kē, me whai whakaaro tonu a Aotearoa ki te pūtaketanga mai o Kupe i Te 

Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Ahakoa kua pūmau te mana o Kupe ki Aotearoa, ka titiro ake ki 

Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, kei te takiwā noa iho nei ngā kōrero e haere ana. Ātia e 

kōrerotia ana ki ngā whenua pēnei me Tahiti, me Hawaii, me Tuamotu, me Manihiki, 

ehara i te mea e āta whakakōrerotia ana, e āta whakapuakitia ana, pēnei me ngā kōrero 

nui kei tēnei whenua o Aotearoa. Erangi ko te hononga tangata, hononga whakapapa, 

hononga wairua hoki, e kore e taea te wetewete. Ina rā te whakatauākī a Kupe, ki āna 

tamāhine ka mahue iho ki Aotearoa nei, ka kī ake “E kore anō ahau e kite i a kōrua, i 

a koutou. Erangi, ko koutou ka hoki mai ki a ahau. Rapungia he ara wairua mō koutou 

mā roto mai i a Te Reinga. I reira kua tae mai koutou ki ahau, i roto i a Hawaiki Nui, 

Hawaiki Roa, Hawaiki Pāmamao” (Wakahuiatvnz, 2022). Nō reira me pēhea hoki e 

whai mana anō ai a Kupe ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa whānui? 

Kei Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa ētahi huihuinga kāmehameha e hui tahi ai ngā iwi katoa. 

Kei te ao tōrangapū ētahi huihuinga pēnei me te hui a ngā Upoko Kairangi o Te Moana-

Nui-a-Kiwa (arā, ko te Pacific Islands Forum), e hui tahi ana ia te tau (Cain, 2023). 

Kei te ao hākinakina ētahi huihuinga pēnei me te hui hākinakina o Te Moana-Nui-a-

Kiwa (e kīia nei ko te Pacific Games, erangi ko te South Pacific Games i mua), ka tū 

ia whā tau (Leatinu'u, 2023). Ko te huinga hākinakina o Te Moana Nui ka tū ia te tau, 

he mea tātaki ake i te tau 2016. Ka tū hoki ko te huinga ahurei o Te Moana-Nui-a-

Kiwa, arā, ko FestPAC, ia whā tau, heoi, ka whai wāhi atu ētahi whenua nō waho kē 

o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, pēnei me Fiji, me ētahi whenua nō Micronesia kē (Ordonio, 

2024). Ehara i te mea, e hāngai hito ana ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa nahe anō. Tērā tētahi 

pakipūmeka whutupōro e mea ana ko ngā tākaro kawe paoro Māori e pūtaketake mai 

ana i a Kupe (Brown, 2008). Kua horapa nei te kitenga o ērā tūwhai tākaro, pērā me te 

tākaro Kī-ō-rahi, ki ngā kura me ngā hapori Māori iaianei. He tohu anō tēnei o te 

horanga whānui o te mana o Kupe ki Aotearoa, erangi anō te taha ki tōna mana me 

tōna pūtaketanga ake i Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. 

Kua eke pea ki te wā kia whakatūngia he huinga kāmehameha anō e hono tahi nei i 

ngā iwi taketake o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. I te mea nō Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa a Kupe, 

ko Kupe pea hei kaupapa tāhūhū ki te huinga taurima nei, ki tēnei huinga kāmehameha. 

Ehara i te mea ko te hākinakina nahe anō, ko te huinga toi nahe anō, ko te tōrangapū 

nahe anō te kaupapa. Engari kē ia, he huinga, he taiopenga, e honohono ana i ngā iwi 
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taketake, kia pūrō ai te moko o te whanaungatanga, tētahi ki tētahi. Mā konei, ka rite 

tēnei huinga ki te moutere e mau nā i a ia ko te ingoa o Te Mana o Kupe ki Te Moana-

nui-a-Kiwa iaianei. He whakaū, he whakapūmautanga i te mana o Kupe, ā wānanga, ā 

whakapapa, ā mātauranga, ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa.  

6.5 Whakaūngia te mātauranga o Kupe  

Kua āta whakapuakina ake ngā kōrero e pā ana ki te mātauranga Māori, me ngā kōrero 

tuku iho, i pūtake ake i Hawaiki. Ko te reo anō tētahi tohu e whakakitea ana i te 

pūtaketanga i Hawaiki, inā rā ko te kōrero a Tā Hemi Henare e kī ana “…ko te reo 

Māori, nō Hawaiki mai” (Ngata, 1987a). Kua whakairotia ake hoki ko te taha ki te 

hekenga mai a Kupe i Hawaiki, me te aha, arā noa atu ngā kōrero e kī ana, he maha 

pea ngā take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki konei. Nā te hokianga ake ki te pūtaketanga me 

te tikanga o te ingoa o Kupe, e ai ki ngā iwi taketake o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, kua 

kitea he tangata waka a Kupe, he kaupapa waka hoki a Kupe. He mea āta haere mai 

anō te taenga mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. Kei roto hoki i ngā kōrero tuku iho te 

pūtaketanga mai o te mātauranga Māori i Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Nā ngā whare 

wānanga Māori ka puritia ngā kōrero tuku iho, ka whakahē hoki ēnei kōrero i ngā 

tuhinga a ētahi e pā ana ki a Kupe. He mana anō tō te reo tuhi, he mana anō tō te kōrero 

tuku iho. Erangi me hanumi, me huihui, me haere tahi ērā kōrero i te wā kotahi. Kaua 

e tuku mā te kahu o te pepa te mana o te kōrero tuku iho e tāunu, e whakaiti. 

Ko tētahi mea nui anō, ko te whakatikatika haere i ngā kōrero hītori o Aotearoa e pā 

ana ki a Kupe. Kāhore e tika ana kia noho ko te wheke a Muturangi hei pūtaketanga 

ake i te kōrero e pā ana ki te taenga mai a Kupe. He pai kē ake te kī nā tētahi rohe o 

Aotearoa tēnā kōrero, ka puta horapa ki te motu, ka tāia ki te moko o te pea me te 

hinengaro o te ao Māori. Waimārie pea a Aotearoa, kua tīmata noa ake āna 

whakaritenga kia huri te marau o te motu ki tētahi marautanga Māori ake nei, hei 

akoako ki ngā kura o te motu. Ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe tētahi poumatua o te 

marau nei. Ka mutu, me kaua rawa tātou e tuku i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me te 

wheke a Muturangi hei kōrero tōmua, hei kōrero taimua, hei kōrero matua. Arā noa 

atu ngā kōrero whakapūmau i ngā mahi a Kupe, me ngā take i haere mai ai, hei 

māhiratanga nui ki roto i te marau hou o Aotearoa. Me hāpai a Aotearoa i tōna 

taunahatanga tuatahitanga i a Kupe mā, kia whakapuaki ake i ngā mahi hautū waka, 

me ngā take maha o te haerenga mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. 
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Ko tētahi atu mahi nui e ū anō ai te mana o Kupe ki Aotearoa nei, ko te aranga ake anō 

o ngā wānanga Māori e pupuri ana ki ngā kōrero tuku iho a te Māori. Māria rawa ngā 

iwi Māori, kua taunga kē ia ki ngā kura reo o te motu, e whakahaeretia ana ki ngā moka 

katoa. Nā Te Taurawhiri i te Reo Māori ēnei tūwhai wānanga reo i whakahaere. Ka 

pūrara rawa te kitenga mai o ngā kura reo nei. Ko taua kōrero anō e taea ai ki ngā 

wānanga o ngā iwi e pā ana ki ngā kōrero tūtohu whenua, ki ngā kōrero ā iwi, e 

whakahaeretia ana e ētahi iwi o te motu. E ai ki a Rewi “Kua kaha ake te kitea o tēnei 

whakahaere i roto i te ngahuru rua tau kua taha ake nei, heoi, ko te ōroko tīmatanga o 

tēnei momo ako ko ngā Whare Wānanga o nehe” (Rewi, 2005). Ko tā Waikato Tainui, 

arā ko Te Pae Kākā, i whakahaeretia (Tainui, 2020). Ko tā Ngāti Kahungunu hoki, arā 

ko Te Pōkaitara, tērā e haere tonu nei (Douglas, 2023). Ki roto i a mātou anō, i tū tētahi 

kaupapa e kīia nei ko Tauranga Kotuku Rerenga Tahi (Walker, 2020). Katoa he tauira 

o ngā mahi whakahaere wānanga e pūpuri ana ki ngā kōrero a ngā iwi. Me 

whakapūmau hoki tātou i ngā momo wānanga pēnei te hanga, ki ngā hapū, ki ngā iwi 

hoki kāhore anō kia āta rongo i te reka o tēnei kai. Mā ngā wānanga nei, ka ora te 

kōrero tuku iho i a Taringa Areare, i a Matamata Ārero, i a Kitenga Kanohi. 

6.6 Ngā Tairo o Kupe  

He aha ia nei ngā kahikatoa, me ngā tumatakuru, me ngā taraongaonga i āta kitea ake 

ki ngā mahi nei e pā ana ki a Kupematatai? Arā noa atu ētahi take patu kutu noa nei i 

hua ake. Ko ngā taupā nui ka āta kōrerotia ki konei. Me te aha, he taupā nui 

whakaharahara i hua mai ai, hei whakararuraru i te kaupapa nei. Ko te manako rā ia, 

he paku āwhina kei ēnei kupu kōrero hei kupu whakatonu ki a Ngāi Punua Kairangi 

ka tūpono whai ake i ngā kaupapa kōrero Māori ake nei, pēnei me te kaupapa o Kupe.  

Ehara i te mea, e āta mōhiotia whānuitia ana ngā kōrero tuku iho a tēnā iwi, a tēnā 

hapū, a tēnā roherohenga e pā ana ki a Kupe. Kua ouou rawa ēnei tūwhai wānanga 

pēnei me te kāhui kahika kua rāhiritia ake e au ki taku mahinga auaha, ki a 

Kupematarangi. Kua riro kē te nuinga o te hunga i whakangungua ake ki ngā kōrero 

tuku iho. Nō te kairangahau e mahi ana i te kaupapa nei, ko tētahi tonu o ngā 

whakawhirinakitanga, ko Tā Patu Hohepa, ka ngaro. Māria rawa ngā mahuetanga iho, 

inā kē rā ngā manomano kupu kua tuhia e ia e pā ana ki a Kupe. Erangi e kore te 

kaupapa e ora i te tuhinga kōrero. E taea hoki e te tangata te tatau i te hunga e āta 

mōhio ana ki ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, mā ngā ringa e rua o te kairangahau.  
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Ehara a Kupe i te kaupapa rangahau i pūtake ake i ngā rangi tata kua pahure, i ngā tau 

tata kua horī ake nei. Nō te ao kōhatu kē tēnei kaupapa. I riro iho hoki mā ngā wānanga 

Māori tonu te kōrero e tuku, me te aha, kua ouou rawa ngā puāwaitanga o ērā wānanga 

Māori e mōrehu tonu mai nei ki te hāhātanga o te whenua. Ko te taupā nui 

whakaharahara pea, ko te toronga nui anō o ngā maikūkū o ngā ringa tuhi Pākehā ki 

tēnei kaupapa ki a Kupe. Koia rā te whirinakitanga o Aotearoa ki ngā kōrero nui e pā 

ana ki a Kupe. Me uaua rawa ka huri te tai. Te kaha roa o te motu nei o Aotearoa e 

whakapono ana ki ēnei tuhinga, kua āta tomokia ngā hinengaro Māori me ngā 

hinengaro o ētahi whenua o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa ki ngā tuhinga a ngā Pākehā nei. 

Anō nei no ngā iwi taketake ēnei kōrero i tuhia i tērā atu rautau. Ehara i te mea ka 

ngāwari noa te tahuritanga o te tai tuhinga kōrero nei. Kātahi te ara papatoiake. 

Tērā hoki te nuinga e pōhēhē ana, he tāne anahe e whai patanga nui ana ki a Kupe. He 

tohu ingoa tāne, he tohu ingoa wāhine anō hoki. Ko te mate nui, kāhore e mātotoru ana 

ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā mahi a Kuramarotini, a Hineteapārangi, a ngā wāhine 

whakatere waka Māori o mua, me ngā wāhine o ngā wānanga Māori o mua. Erangi kei 

reira tonu te whakaaro, ka whai patanga nui te wahine ki a Kupe, inā rā, he wahine 

hoki tētahi o ngā Kupe.

Kiwa e mātau ana ki a Kupe. Koia i noho ko te arotake tuhituhinga hei tikanga matua 

ki a Kupematatai, ka noho ko te hunga Māori hei pūkōrero ki a Kupematarangi. Nā te 

pānga nui anō o te Mate Urutā ki te ao, ka noho te nuinga o ngā tāngata ki ō rātou 

whenua. Me uaua ka hui tahi ki te kōrero. I te mea, he mana nui tō Kupe ki ētahi, 

kāhore i whakaaengia te hui tahi mā te ara ipurangi, pēnei me te zoom. Mā te hui 

kanohi ki te kanohi anō hei whakatutuki. I te wā hoki ka tīmata mai ai ēnei mahi, kua 

makere ngā here o te mate Urutā ki te ao, kua haere te hunga mātau nui o Te Moana-

Nui-a-Kiwa ki ngā haerenga kīhai rawa i ea i te tāmitanga mai o Kōwheori.  

Ko tētahi atu taupā nui, ko te kaha whānui, whāroa hoki o ngā kōrero e taea ai e te kai 

rangahau e pā ana ki a Kupe. Kāhore anō ngā kōrero katoa o ngā roherohenga maha o 

Aotearoa kia āta whakahuatia ake, kia āta whakapapatia ake, kia āta whakamaheretia 

ake. Ko te pātai nui kē ia e hāngai ana ki te take i haere mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei. 

Kei te āpōpōtanga o te kaupapa ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā haerenga a Kupe ki ngā 

roherohenga o te motu, me ōna puāwaitanga mai.  
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6.7 Me pēhea e whakaū ai?

Ka mutu, he aha ia nei te oranga nui ka puta ki te iwi Māori i te 

whakatutukitanga mai o ngā mahi nei? E taea pea e te kairangahau te kī ake, e kore 

rawa e ora i ngā tuhinga maninohea kei te whenua e haere ana iaianei nā. E mōhio ana 

te kairangahau ki tētahi tangata e tuhi pukapuka ana iaianei e pā ana ki a Kupe. Kua 

tupu te hopo, kei rere te kōrero ki ētahi wāhi kua oti kē te kōrerotia. E kore pea e hāngai 

ake ki ngā hua o roto o Te Whiwhinga i tuhia ake ki mua tata ake nei. E kore hoki pea 

e whai whakaaro ake ki ngā huatau kua tākina ake ki Te Rawenga nei. Me aronui ngā 

kōrero e haere ake nei e pā ana ki a Kupe ki ngā kōrero rā. Ki te kāhore, ko aua kōrero 

rā anō ka kitea, ā, ko taua pōhēhē tonu ka whakapūmautia.  

Kua mokohia ētahi whakaaro hei mahinga mā tātou e ea ai ngā mahi whakaū. He ara 

whakawhanake anō e pūmau ai te mana o te kaupapa nei, me te mana o Kupe. He 

kōrero whakamana, he kōrero whakamarau, he kōrero mātauranga, wānanga hoki. 

Ehara i te mea e kīia ana ka riro māku nahe anō ngā mahi whakaū, ngā mahi 

whakapūmau e whakatutuki. Ka taea pea e au te kī ake i konei, māku, māu, mā te motu, 

mā Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, e tutuki ai!

7.0 He whakamārama.  

Kua tūpono kitea ētahi kōrero whakahirahira e whakapūmau ana i te mana o Kupe. Me 

āta whakapūmau anō i a Kupe, me āna mahi taunaha haere i tēnei whenua, me tana 

taenga tuatahi mai ki Aotearoa nei. Pena e tika ana kia āta whakamana anō i a Kupe, 

me pēhea hoki e mana tonu atu ai? E taea rainei te āta whakapūmau anō i tōna mana? 

Ka taea hoki e Aotearoa, me Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa te whakaū anō i a Kupe, hei 

kaupapa whakahiato tāngata, hei tohu whakamānawa i ngā toa mārohirohi o te ao hou, 

hei tauira whakaako hoki i ā tātou tamariki mokopuna ki tō rātou pūwhenuatanga? Ko 

ngā painga o ērā whakaaro, me ētahi taupā i hua ake i te kaupapa whānui tonu ka 

whakaatuatu ki te kaipānui, hei whakaaro anō ki te hunga ka tūpono kite i ēnei kōrero, 

ka tūpono hiahia hoki ki te rangahau i ētahi atu āhuatanga e pā ana ki a Kupe.  

Ka whakapūmautia ki konei ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupematatai. He mea tiki noa 

ake te ingoa o tēnei upoko kōrero i ngā karakia whakapūmau, i ngā karakia whakatō 

mauri, kia mau kia ita. Ko tōna ritenga ko te tā i te kawa ki tētahi whare hou. Ina rā, 

he whare kōrero tēnei o Kupematatai, e kohikohi haere ana i ngā kōrero, ātia he kōrero 

tuku iho, ātia he kōrero i tuhia ki te rau o te pukapuka. Ka tāia te kawa o tēnei whare 

kōrero kia āta kitea mai ai tētahi whakarāpopototanga i ngā huanga mai o te rangahau 

nei o Kupematatai.  

7.1 Te whāinga.

Ko ngā heke o te whare kōrero nei, ko ngā upoko kōrero o Kupematatai. Ko te wāhanga 

e kīia nei ko Te Rapunga tērā, arā, ko te arotakenga mai i ngā tini kōrero e pā ana ki a 

Kupe. Ko te wāhanga o Te Kimihanga tērā, ko tōna tohu, ko Te Rā o Kupe. He pēnei 

me te pou tarāwaho nei tōna hanganga mai. Ko te wāhanga o Te Hahautanga tēnā, me 
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ngā tikanga i whakamahia hei hāpai ake i te pou tarāwaho. Ko Te Whiwhinga tēnā, me 

ngā hua nui o te rangahau ka māhiratia ake. Ko Te Rawenga hoki tēnā, e āta matapaki 

ana i ngā kaupapa nui, me ngā kawenga nui hei whakatutuki i te mana o Kupe.  

Ko te papa o te whare kōrero nei o Kupematatai, e hora whānui ake ana ki tēnei upoko 

kōrero o Te Whakapūmautanga. Nō reira tahia te papa, tahia te whare, tahia te pūehu, 

kia mahea, kia mahea.  

7.2 Ngā whakautu ki ngā pātai o te rangahau. 

Ko ngā pātai matua o te kaupapa rangahau e whata iho nei: 

7.2.1. Ko wai rainei, ko te aha rainei a Kupe? 

7.2.2. I haere mai a Kupe i hea? 

7.2.3. He aha a Kupe i haere mai ai ki Aotearoa?  

7.2.4. He aha ia nei te tikanga o te wheke a Muturangi?  

7.2.1 Ko wai rainei, ko te aha rainei a Kupe?   

Me āta whakapūmau anō i a Kupe, me ngā mahi taunaha haere i tēnei whenua, me te 

taenga mai ki Aotearoa nei. Ko te nuinga tonu e whakapono ana he tangata tonu a 

Kupe, he tāne hoki a Kupe, i whai haere i te wheke a Muturangi, kātahi ka tūpono kitea 

e ia ko Aotearoa e hora ake ana. Ka mahue ko te kaupapa o Kupe, me te tikanga o te 

kupu o kupe, e hāngai ana ki te whakatere waka, ki tētahi tohunga whakatere waka. 

Nā te mātauranga Māori, pūtaketake ake i Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, kua kitea ehara a 

Kupe i te tangata kotahi. Tokomaha tonu ngā Kupe, ā, kei ngā rohe, kei ngā iwi, kei 

ētahi pūkākā hoki ngā kōrero e pā ana ki tō rātou ake Kupe. Ka mutu, kua kitea ake he 

tohu, he kaupapa, he taitara hoki a Kupe. Kei ngā wāhanga o Te Rapunga, me Te 

Whiwhinga ngā whāiroirotanga e tohu ana i te rētōtanga, me te rangiwhāwhātanga o 

te kaupapa e pā ana ki a Kupe. Nō reira me mutu pea tō tātou whai whakaaro ake ki a 

Kupe, anō he tupuna kotahi tonu, i tae mai ki Aotearoa, i tētahi tau kotahi noa iho nei. 

He ingoa tohunga te kupu nei a Kupe, ka tapaina ki tētahi tangata i whakaputa i a ia 

anō ki tua i te ao o whakaaro noa, ki tua hoki i te kitenga kanohi. He kōrero kē a Kupe, 

e tohu ana i te māia o te tangata i whakangungua rā ki ngā akoranga rangatira, kātahi 

ka whakatutuki i a ia ko ētahi mahi whakahirahira pau te kaha.  
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7.2.2 I haere mai a Kupe i hea?   

I titiro ake tēnei tuhinga rangahau o Kupematatai ki te pūtaketanga o Kupe, me te wāhi 

i haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. Kei ngā tuhinga kōrero anō ētahi whakaaro e pā ana 

ki tōna pūtaketanga ake, me tana hokinga ake ki tērā wāhi. He mea tika hoki kia noho 

mai ko te wāhi pūtaketake ake o Kupe ki roto i te pou tarāwaho ka whakairotia e te 

kairangahau. Ehara i te mea he pou tarāwaho ka hāngai ake ki te kaupapa o Kupe 

nahenahe anō. Ka pā tonu atu tēnei pou tarāwaho ki te hunga ka tahuri ki te whai haere 

i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā tūpuna Māori, pērā me ngā tūpuna i hautū waka mai ki 

Aotearoa whai muri i a Kupe. He tānoanoa hoki tēnei pou tarāwaho i ngā pōhēhē nui 

e pā ana ki a Kupe. Mā ngā kōrero tuku iho a te ao Māori, me Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, 

ka whai mana te kaupapa, ka ea hoki tētahi rangahau whai tikanga rā anō.  

I kīia ake i te wāhanga o Te Rapunga ngā kōrero e mea ana, i haere mai a Kupe i 

Hawaiki, ā, i tohua hoki e tēnei rangahau ko Tahiti, ki Raiatea, te wāhi e whakapaetia 

ana i pūtake mai ai a Kupe. I whānau mai a Kupe ki reira, ā, i whakangungua hoki a 

Kupe ki reira, kia whai haere i ngā mahi whakatere waka i te ōhanga o Te Moana-Nui-

a-Kiwa. E kore pea e taea te kī ake ko Raiatea pū anō te Hawaiki taketake o te ao 

Māori, ka mutu, ehara i te mea e aronui ana tēnei kaupapa rangahau ki te wāhi tōtika 

e whakaarohia ana ko te Hawaiki e kōrerohia ake nei. Ko ngā kōrero matua e mea ana 

ko te Hawaiki e pā ana ki a Kupe kei Tahiti Mārearea, kei te moutere hoki o Raiatea, 

te ōhanga o ngā mahi whakatere waka.  

7.2.3 He aha a Kupe i haere mai ai ki Aotearoa nei? 

He maha tonu ngā take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei. Ehara i te mea he whai 

wheke noa nei, ehara i te mea he whai manu noa nei, erangi he maha pea ngā take i 

puta ake ia i tōna wāhi noho, ka tere waka mai ki konei. Kei ngā wāhanga o Te 

Rapunga me Te Whiwhinga ngā kōrero e whakautu ana i tērā pātai, kia mōhio ai te 

tangata ki ngā take i tere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa nei. Ko te kimi i a Tuputupuwhenua 

tērā, ko te whai i ngā manu rere matara tērā, ko te whai i te ika a tōna tupuna a Māui 

tērā, ko te whai i ngā au tere moana tērā, ko te hiahia ki te whakatere waka moana tērā, 

ko te kimi i te ora mō ngā iwi ki tētahi whenua hou tērā, ko te mahi māminga ki a 

Hoturapa tērā, ko te aruaru i a Kuramarotini i kahakina tērā, ā, ko te whai i te wheke a 

Muturangi tētahi kōrero taketake nō tētahi rohe hoki tērā.  
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I riro iho mā te wāhanga o Te Rapunga e whakautu i te pātai nei, ki ngā kupu 

manomano, ki ngā kōrero tinitini, kua kōrerotia e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ātia ko te kōrero 

e rangona whānuitia ana ko te aruaru i te wheke a Muturangi te take i tatū mai ai a 

Kupe ki Aotearoa, kei reira tonu ētahi atu take Māori, take mana hautū tāngata, take 

mātauranga anō hoki e kī ana, ehara i te mea ko te wheke mōkai tangata tonu te kaiārahi 

mai, te kaikukume mai i a Kupe i Hawaiki mai anō.  

7.2.4 He aha ia nei te tikanga o te wheke a Muturangi? 

Kua kōrerotia te taha ki te wheke o Muturangi me te whakapae e kī ana, ko ia rā te 

take i tatū mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. Pena e whai kiko ana tērā whakapae, ko wai te 

Muturangi nei? Ā, nō hea hoki ia? Nō Hawaiki mai anō? Nō Aotearoa kē? Nō hea hoki 

tana mōkaikai wheke nei?  

Kei te puna kōrero o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa ki tēnei tuhinga ētahi kōrero e pā ana ki 

te ‘Fe’e’, kaua ko tētahi wheke mōkai tangata tonu. I taua puna kōrero tonu ētahi atu 

kōrero e pā ana ki tētahi mahere whakatere waka ki Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, anō nei, 

he wheke te āhua. Ka mutu, kei ngā kōrero o te puna Māori e mea ana, nō Aotearoa 

tonu te wheke i whāia e Kupe. He mea i tūpono kitea e ia ki Rangiwhakaoma tonu, ki 

Te Ika-a-Māui. He kōrero anō kei Te Whiwhinga e pā ana ki ngā kōnakonako o te rā 

hei tikanga mō te wheke nei. I whakapuakitia hoki ki tērā upoko kōrero te kī, he mea 

uaua te whai wheke, tātemea, kei te papa moana rā anō te tāwhaiwhaitanga o ngā 

wheke o te moana.

He 

kōrero anō kei Te Whiwhinga e mea ana he whana tongitongi, arā, he kāpehu moana 

hoki te tikanga tūturu o te wheke a Muturangi. Nō reira, arā noa atu ngā kōrero e pā 

ana ki te wheke, i tua noa atu i te wheke a Muturangi e mōhiotia ana iaianei. 

7.3 Ngā upoko kōrero o Kupematatai.  

I kōrerotia i mua tata ake nei, ko ngā upoko kōrero o Kupematatai ngā poupou o te 

whare kōrero nei. Huia katoatia ana ēnei poupou ki te whare, e tū takotako ai a 

Kupematatai, hei pou kōrero, hei pou whakamaharatanga hoki. Ko te poupou matua 

tuatahi o te whare kōrero nei ko Te Rapunga. He arotake kōrero, he arotake tuhinga te 

iho. Ka whakaritea ki ētahi puna e toru e hāngai ana ki ngā pūtaketanga o ngā kōrero 
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nui. Ko te puna kōrero tuatahi, ko te puna Māori. Ko te puna tuarua, ko te puna Pākehā. 

Ko te puna tuatoru, ko te puna o ngā iwi taketake o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa.  

Ki te puna Māori, ka hua mai te kōrero e pā ana ki ngā Kupe tokomaha, ā, he wā anō 

i tae mai ai tētahi ki Aotearoa, he wā anō i tae mai ai tētahi atu Kupe ki Aotearoa. Koia 

i rerekē ai ngā wā me ngā kōrero e pā ana ki te haerenga mai a Kupe, me tana taenga 

ake ki ngā roherohenga o te motu. Ka kitea hoki, he whaiwhai mātauranga Māori, 

whaiwhai i te ika a tōna tupuna a Māui, me te whai haere i ngā manu rere matara ētahi 

take o te haerenga mai a Kupe ki konei.  

Ki te puna kōrero Pākehā, ka kitea iho, horekau he kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me te 

wheke a Muturangi i mua i te tau 1854. Puta ana te kōrero tuatahi nei, ehara i te mea i 

kī ake rā, i whāia e Kupe taua wheke i Hawaiki rā anō, erangi he mea tūpono noa te 

kitenga, ki Aotearoa, ki Rangiwhakaoma. He mea whakarerekē kōrero noa, he mea 

hangahanga noa iho nei te kōrero e pā ana ki te whai a Kupe i te wheke a Muturangi. 

Nā te tuhinga a Smith e pā ana ki a Kupe me te wheke a Muturangi, ka horapa whānui 

te putanga, kātahi ka whakaraupapa ki te marau o Niu Tireni i te rau tau 1900.  

Kei te puna kōrero o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki te Fe’e, me ngā 

kōrero e pā ana ki te pūtaketanga mai o ngā mahi whakatere waka ki te wānanga nui i 

tū ki Taputapuātea. Kei reira hoki te kōrero e kī ana, nō Raiatea a Kupe. Ko ngā kōrero 

e pā ana ki ngā puāwaitanga o taua wānanga e kī ana, he terenga waka moana ki tua, 

he taunahatanga whenua hou, he whakahoki mauri kōhatu i ngā whenua hou te mahi a 

te wānanga. He mātauranga iwi taketake, he mātauranga Māori te kaupapa nui. 

Ko Te Kimihanga te pou tuarua o te whare kōrero o Kupematatai. He pou tarāwaho 

rangahau kaupapa Māori, he pou tarāwaho rangahau te iho. Ka whāia ko ngā puna e 

toru o Te Rapunga hei papa mō te poutarāwaho, e tapaina ana ki tōna ingoa o Te Rā o 

Kupe. Ko ngā puna e toru ka noho hei pou here ki te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe. 

Ko Hawaiki Tuku Iho te puna Māori nei. Ko ngā kōrero tuku iho a te Māori ērā. Ko te 

puna o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa, e karangatia ana ko Hawaiki Taketake, e hāngai ana ki 

ngā kōrero a ngā iwi taketake o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Ko te puna kōrero Pākehā e 

whakahuangia ana ki te ingoa o Hawaiki Teretere, e hāngai ana ki ngā tuhinga a te 

Pākehā e pā ana ki a Kupe. Kei waenga pū o te pou tarāwaho nei ko Raiatea. Mā ngā 

tohutohu e pā ana ki te pou tarāwaho nei o Te Rā o Kupe, ka puāwai ake te kaupapa. 
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Ko Te Hahautanga tētahi atu pou o Kupematatai. Ko ngā tikanga i whakamahia e te 

kairangahau te tino kaupapa o tēnei upoko kōrero. Ko te tikanga matua i whiriwhirihia, 

ko te raraunga kounga, ā, ko ngā momo tikanga he uiui, he arotakenga kōrero. He 

kaihāpai ēnei tikanga raraunga kounga nei i te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe, ka mutu, 

he tikanga Māori tonu e whakatutuki ana i ngā aronga nui o kaupapa Māori. Ka āta 

kitea hoki ko ngā uiui he mea whakahaere ki te mahinga auaha e kīia nei ko 

Kupematarangi. Kei reira ngā kōrero taketake a te iwi Māori e pā ana ki a Kupe.  

Kei te upoko kōrero o Te Whiwhinga ngā hua i puta i te tuhinga nei. Ko te hua 

mātauranga Māori me te hua mātauranga iwi taketake ka kimihia. He āta tātai i ngā 

Kupe tokomaha tētahi hua nui i puta. I āta tirohia hoki te tino tikanga o te ingoa nei o 

Kupe, e āta mārama ai te kaipānui ki ngā Kupe tokomaha e kōrerotia nei. Ko te wāhi i 

haere mai ai a Kupe hoki i māpuna ake i te wāhanga nei. Ahakoa kāhore i āta kīia ake 

ko hea kē taua wāhi, i kōrerotia a Tahiti Mārearea, a Raiatea, a Taputapuātea ki konei. 

Ko tētahi atu whāinga nui, ko te tino tikanga o te wheke a Muturangi. Nā te tini o ngā 

kōrero e pā ana ki taua wheke, ki taua Fe’e rainei, ka huri pea ngā whakaaro o ētahi ki 

tētahi wheke pū anō. Nā te āta huratanga i te tino tikanga nei, arā noa atu ngā mahi me 

tutuki hei whakapūmau ake i te mana o te tupuna nei otiki i Kupe.  

Kei te upoko kōrero o Te Rawenga ngā kōrero e whakahuatia ake ana i ngā mahi hei 

whakaarotanga mō te iwi. Me whakaū anō i a Kupe, kia tika te kōrero, kia mana te 

kaupapa. He kōrero whakaū i te mana o Kupe, i te mātauranga e pā ana ki a Kupe, me 

te kaupapa o Kupe ki Aotearoa nei, me Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Ko Aotearoa, ko Te 

Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Ko Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, ko Aotearoa. Ko Kupe tonu te 

pūtaketanga o tērā hononga whanaungatanga.  

Hei te taupokitanga o tēnei tuhinga, ko ngā pānga ki te marau hou o Aotearoa e pā ana 

ki te hītori o te motu, me ngā mahi whakamānawa anō i a Kupe.  

7.4 Ngā Tauākī. 

He kaupapa whakamana tangata tonu a Kupe, he taitara, he tohu whakarangatira i 

tētahi tangata māia, taikaha, manawanui. Kua kōrerotia ake, he tohu ka whakawahia 

ki tētahi tangata kua haere ki tua o te whakaaro noa, o te kitea kanohi, ki roto i tēnei 

ao āritarita. Me whai wāhi atu a Aotearoa ki tētahi tohu e mau ana ki tēnei whenua 
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iaiatonu nei, hei hāpai ake i a Kupe, mōna i mārohirohi ki te tai moana, tae kau ake ki 

Aotearoa. Kua tae ki te wā kia whakaingoatia a Kupe ki ngā tohu ikeike o Aotearoa, 

arā, ki te tohu whakahirahira rawa e kīia nei ko te Order of New Zealand. Me tīni, me 

whakahou i te ingoa nei, kia kīia ake e Aotearoa, kō ēnei tūwhai tuahangata, ko Kupe.  

E whakaritea ana te marau hou o Aotearoa i tēnei wā tonu nei. Kaua rawa tātou e tuku 

i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me te wheke a Muturangi ki te tāhūhū o te marau hou 

nei. Me āta kī ake rā, arā noa atu ngā take nui i haere mai ai a Kupe ki Aotearoa. Erangi 

ko te mea nui, he haerenga kura ariki, he haerenga kura wānanga, he haerenga kura 

tangata, he haerenga whakapūmau mātauranga iwi taketake, mātauranga iwi Māori 

tonu tēnā haerenga mai. Me āta whāngai anō i ngā wānanga Māori ki ngā iwi, me ngā 

hapū, kia tūhāhāngia ko ngā wānanga Māori e haere tonu ana i tēnei wā, me ngā 

wānanga e tika ana kia whakaarahia ake i ngā rā ka heke. He kaipupuri ngā wānanga 

nei i ngā kōrero tuku iho, pūtake ake i Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa, tatū noa mai ki ngā 

kōrero kei ngā roherohenga katoa o te motu.

E ai ki ngā kōrero, i te wā e mahi ana a Hone Mohi 

Tawhai i ērā mahi, ka tonoa a ia e Ngāpuhi kia hui tahi ki tētahi tohunga nui o Ngāi Tahu, ko Te Maiharoa te 

ingoa. He Whare Wānanga tō Te Maiharoa ki Omarama, takiwā o te iwi o Ngāi Tahu ki Te Waipounamu.

Te take i tonoa a Hone Mohi Tawhai ki reira, he take whakapapa, he tao kupu nā Tīkao ki a Ngāpuhi i tētahi 

hui o Te Kotahitanga i tū ki Te Wairarapa me tāna kī, ko te whakapapa o Ngāpuhi, nō te kōhatu kē (Beattie, 

2004).

He wā anō tōna, 

ka pūmau te whakaaro, kia whakairotia e ia ngā akoranga a ōna mātua ki te rau o te pepa, hei tongarerewa, hei 

manatunga, ka ngoto iho ki ngā whatumanawa o ngā whakatupuranga. 

Ka whai a matua Patu i ngā tapuwae o Te Rangihīroa ki te Whare Wānanga. I mātau pū ānō tō mātou matua 

ki ērā ihumanea i puta i Te Aute, tātemea, ko tōna karani pāpā a Rewi Taurangatira tonu tēnā. Ko John Tawhai 

o Waimā tērā i whai i te ara ki te whare wānanga o Tāmaki, erangi, nā te putanga mai o te ahi matawhaura 

tuarua o te ao, ka mutu tana haere ki te whare wānanga. Nō te tau 1953, ka mutu tō mātou matua ki te 

Kāreti, ka haere ia ki Te Whare Wānanga o Tāmakimakaurau, ka whakaarohia e ia kia ako i ngā mahi a te 

ture, me te Kāwanatanga. Ka whāia e ia ko ngā akomanga reo Māori, kātahi ka paoro atu ia ki tētahi tangata 

taumarumaru i a ia ki roto i te ao mātauranga. Ko Te Pīki (arā ko Bruce Grandison Biggs) te aumangea nei. 

Ka whakapōtaetia ki tana tohu BA, whāia, ko te tohu MA.

Āhua 40: Ko Patu Hohepa rātou ko tētahi ope nō Te Hiku o Te Ika, ki Te Whare Wānanga o Tāmaki 
Makaurau (Te Ao Hou, 1966).
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Āhua 41: Ko Patu Hohepa whai muri i tōna whakapōtaetanga ki Te Whare 

Wānanga o Tāmakimakaurau, 1961 (Te Whānau Hohepa, 1961).

Puta ake ana i te whare wānanga, ka tīmata tana whāngai i te ao ki te mātauranga i whakatōkia ki roto i a 

ia. Ko te kura o Ngata Memorial College tēnā ki Ruatōria. Koia pea tētahi take i whakawhiwhia ai tō mātou 

matua ki te karahipi o Ngarimu, kātahi ka whai i ngā tapuwae o Te Pīki ki te Whare Wānanga o Indiana ki 

Amerika. Koia a Ngāti Porou e mea nei “Nā mātou tonu tō matua i tautoko, kia haere ki Amerika, whiwhi tohu 

ai” (Mahuika, 1999). Ka ea te kaupapa i te tau 1964, kātahi ka tāngia āna kitenga ki te rau o te pepa i te tau 1967.

Ātia tōna tupu ake ki ngā rekereke o ōna mātua, ki ngā wānanga o tōna iwi, ka puta atu ia ki te ao, tū ana, 

tau ana. Koirā te iho o te kōrero e kī nei “Mā Puhimoanaariki koe e mau”. He whakatauākī tēnei nā Kupe, i 

tukuna atu ki a Nukutawhiti i mua i tāna whakaterenga mai ki Aotearoa, me te whai i te haerenga mai a 

Kupe i mua i a ia (Kamira, 1957). Ko te tikanga ia, mā ngā kaitiaki taniwha tapu a Nukutawhiti e tiaki. He kupu 

whakatenatena hoki ki ngā uri o Kupe, kia whai i āna akoranga. Mā te wairua o ngā mātua tūpuna, me ngā 

tohutohu i mau ake i a rātou, kua whirikokahia rātou ki te ao whānui i ngā whakahihiritanga nei. Mā ērā 

tūwhai āhuaranga katoa, ka puta, ka ora, kātahi ka tae ki tētahi Hawaiki hou. Kia kī noa ake ki konei, kua whai 

hua te kōrero, ā, kua ea, kua tutuki i ngā mahi a tō mātou matua a Patu. Waiho mā Puhimoanaariki hoki 

tātou katoa e mau.
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10.4 “Aotearoa ka moe i a Te Mana Ingārangi…”.

Ko roto tonu i te whatumanawa o tō mātou matua he hopo, he māharahara. Ko Hone Mohi Tawhai, Mema 

Pāremata o Northland Māori o mua (1879 – 1884) tētahi o ngā whare kōrero o Hokianga. Ka whakatauākītia 

e Hone Mohi Tawhai kia kaua rawa tētahi o Ngāpuhi e tae atu ki te Pāremata i muri i a ia (Hohepa, 2019). Ko 

tō mātou matua ko Patu tētahi i mōhio ki ngā mahi a Hone Mohi Tawhai, me tērā whakatauākī āna. Nō reira, 

e kore rawa tō mātou matua e haere ki te Pāremata, kia ea rā anō ētahi take i pakangatia ai e Hone Mohi 

Tawhai i tōna nei wā.

Āhua 42: Ko ngā whakapapa o ngā tūpuna o ngā ture o Niu Tireni (Te Papa, 2019).

Ko Te Tiriti o Waitangi te kaupapa nui. Hei tā Hone Mohi Tāwhai, tērā ētahi ture e takatakahi ana i te mana o 

Te Tiriti. He tānoanoa ērā ture i te mana Māori. Ko te hua nui ka puta, he riri Māori. Koia i whakapapahia ai e 

Hone Mohi Tawhai ko tāna tātai o runga ake nei. Ko ngā mahi a tō mātou matua, he hāpai ake i ngā whāinga 

a Hone Mohi Tawhai, kia kore ai te hau kāinga e kī atu ki a ia, ko te takahia e ia te kupu kōrero a Hone Mohi 

Tawhai. Koia i whakaporutu riaka ai a tō mātou matua ki te ture o Te Tiriti o Waitangi, i kō i te Minita take 

Māori o te wā, i a Matiu Rata, i te tau 1975. Ahakoa kāhore te ture i eke ki ngā whāinga a matua Patu e pā ana 

ki te mana o Te Tiriti, nā te ture nei, ka hua ko Te Rōpū Whakamana i Te Tiriti o Waitangi.
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10.5 “Whakarongo, ki te reo Māori e karanga nei!”.

Nō te tau 1997, ka rere te karanga a te Kāwanatanga kia āwhinatia rātou e tō mātou matua, kia tū mai ia 

hei Toihau mō Te Taurawhiri i te reo Māori. E hia nei ngā hua i tupu matomato mai i a Te Taurawhiri, atu i te 

tau 1997 ki te tau 2007. Ko Te Taurawhiri tētahi o ngā umanga mātārae i tahuri ki te whakanui i te mātahi 

tau Māori, i a Matariki. Ka tautoko ā pūtea a Te Taurawhiri i ētahi taiopenga e whakanui ana i a Matariki. I 

reo Māori katoa ngā whakahaerenga o ērā huihuinga. I whakaritea mai ētahi taupatupatu reo Māori, hei 

huihuinga manu ki te rākau taumatua. Ka piri mai a manu honenga, ka hui mai a manu topatopa. Ko tētahi 

atu aronga nui i puta i taua wā, ko te whakapoapoa mai i a Tauiwi mā ki te reo. Ko ngā mahi whakatairanga i 

te reo Māori i kawea nuitia ki te mano, ki te rau, ki ngā teihana pouaka whakaata me ngā reo irirangi Pākehā. 

Hei whakatōpū i ērā tūhai kaupapa katoa, ko ngā whakaterenga whakanui i te wiki o te reo Māori i āhua kaha 

kē ake te whiunga, hei huarahi mai ki te reo Māori. Ko te whakapono rā ia, me pēhea te reo e ora ai i tōna anō 

iwi e aro kē atu ana, e huri tuarā atu ana ki a ia? Ehara i te mea i āmine mai ngā tohunga reo Māori katoa ki 

tēnei huarahi hou i whāia e Te Taurawhiri. Hei tā ētahi o aua pūkenga reo Māori, he pai kē ake kia riro mā te 

kōiti o Rangapū kē te reo Māori, te reo whai kounga hoki o te iwi Māori, e ora ai. Erangi, ko tā Te Taurawhiri 

i tērā wā, me tautoko rātou i te kōiti o Rangapū, me te tautoko hoki i te hunga hiakai. Me hanga kahupapa 

hoki ki te hunga reo kore nei. 

Nō te tau 2000, ka huataki ake ngā mahi whakahaere i te papakupu e kīa nei ko Te Pātaka Kupu. Ehara tērā 

mahi i te mahi māmā. Nā te whata kupu o te reo Māori a Te Haumihiata Mason tēnei papakupu i tātaki ake. 

Ka tīmata hoki te whakarewanga o ngā puna reo ki tēnā rohe, ki tēnā iwi, kia pai ai tā rātou hahū ake i ā rātou 

ake kupu, me ā rātou ake kōrero e pā ana ki ērā kupu. 

Ahakoa nā Ngoingoi Pewhairangi ngā kupu o te waiata “Whakarongo” e waiatatia whānuitia e te ao Māori, ka 

nui te whai pānga ki ngā mahi a tō mātou matua i noho atu hei Toihau Reo Māori. I huri kē te mahere rautaki 

a Te Taurawhiri kia whai wāhi mai te iwi reo kore nei ki tō tātou reo onge kāmehameha. Ka huri te aro ki ngā 

mahi whakatairanga reo e whakahaeretia ana i tēnei wā. Kua whai tikanga nui tērā mahere i whakatōkia e 

tō mātou matua ki Te Taurawhiri iaianei. Ko te reo Māori tētahi o ngā ia nui o te wā ki Aotearoa. Kua kore pea 

ēnei mahi whakatairanga reo Māori i ēnei rā nei, mei kore pea e kitea te ara i takahia e Te Taurawhiri i mua. 

Ko te huringa o te tai, ko te mātāpuna o te ora. E tika ana pea ngā kupu a Ngoingoi hei whakarehu ake i ngā 

mahi ā tō mātou matua, nōna e hautū ana i a Te Taurawhiri, e kī ana “Whiua ki te ao, whiua ki te rangi, whiua 

ki ngā iwi katoa” (Higgins, 1999).
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Āhua 43: He Pātaka Kupu (Te Taurawhiri i te reo Māori, 2008).
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Āhua 44: Ko Patu Hohepa ki tōna tari ki Waimā Lodge (Wheeler, 2016).

10.6 “Maranga mai e ngā iwi, o ngā hapū o Ngāpuhi”.

Nō te tau 2007, ka iri ake te kete mahi reo Māori, ka tīkina atu e tō mātou matua tētahi atu kete kōrero. Ka 

tīmata hoki tana rangahau haere i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki ngā hapū o Ngāpuhi, tae atu ki ōna anō hapū o roto 

o Te Hokianga-nui-a-Kupe. Ka oti hoki te whakaaro kia whakahaeretia e ia he wānanga whakaako i ētahi ki 

ngā kōrero i mōhiotia e ia, i ākona hoki e ia, nōna e tamariki ana. 

I te tau 2010, ka rere te īnoi a ngā iwi o Hokianga kia tuhia e tō mātou matua te pūrongo ā Hokianga e pā ana 

ki tā rātou kerēme. Ātia te poto o te wā, i tatū te kaupapa, ka puta mai te pūrongo e kīa nei ko “Hokianga – 

from Te Korekore to 1840”. Kāhore he pukapuka, he tuhinga, he kōrero i tua atu i tēnei pūrongo hei tātai ake 

i ngā kōrero heke iho e pā ana ki a Hokianga. Kei roto hoki i tēnei pūrongo ngā kōrero tuku iho a Ngāpuhi e 

pā ana ki tōna hekenga mai i Hawaiki. 
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Ko te kauwae runga, ko ngā kōrero hoki o ngā whare wānanga tūturu heke iho i a Io, me ngā whakaterenga 

a Kupe, a Nukutawhiti mā kei reira. Ko te haerenga mai me te ahunga atu o ngā tini iwi o Aotearoa i pūtake 

ake i Te Taitokerau. Ko te taenga mai a te Pākehā ki Aotearoa kei reira. Ko ngā pakanga ki waenga i ngā iwi 

Māori ki a rātou anō, me ngā kōrero tua atu e pā ana ki Te Whakaputanga o Te Rangatiratanga o Niu Tīreni i 

te tau 1835, me te Tiriti o Waitangi i te tau 1840, ngā kai o roto o te pūrongo nei. He whare wānanga kua tāia 

ki te rau o te pukapuka. Māku e kī noa ake ki konei, kāhore i tua atu i tēnei tuhinga a tō mātou matua hei 

whakamārama ake i te hītori o te iwi Māori, tīmata ake i a Ngāpuhi, puta, horapa, pūrara ki Aotearoa. Tāria 

te wā, ka noho mai ko tēnei tuhinga hei pou whirinaki ki ngā kairangahau Māori o Raurangi. Pena he hiahia 

nō Ngāi Niu Tīreni kia ako i tōna pūtaketanga mai, me te hekenga mai a te iwi Māori i Hawaiki, ko tēnei 

tuhinga te papa whakarewa i te whakapae, te papa tātaki i te kupu. Ka mihi te ngākau ki te Kāwanatanga 

i whakamarau i te hītori o Aotearoa ki ā tātou tamariki ki ngā kura. Ko tāku noa ki te Kāwanatanga, me 

noho tonu ko tēnei tuhinga hei pānuitanga mā ngā mātua, mā ngā kaiako ki ā tātou tamariki. Kāhore he 

tahuritanga kētanga i tua atu i tēnei tuhinga kōrero. Ko konei te pito o te kōrero.

Āhua 45: Ko Patu Hohepa, i tohua kia whakawhiwhia ki te pūrongo ā Te Rōpū Whakamana i Te Tiriti o Waitangi e pā ana ki te kerēme ā 
Ngāpuhi, e kīa nei ko Te Paparahi o Te Raki (Hokianga, 2014).
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Ka tīmata taku ako i kō i a matua Patu i te tau 1999. Nō te tau 2017, ka tū ngā wānanga ki tōna whare. Ko ngā 

kōrero o ngā Whare Wānanga Māori ki Te Māhurehure kua whakatō iho ki ō mātou hinengaro. Ehara tēnei 

matua i te tangata kaiponu. Kua horahia e ia ko ana katoa ki a mātou, kia tūpono kitea e ia he iwi mātau, he 

whānau mārama hoki a Te Māhurehure ki ngā kōrero nui a ngā mātua tūpuna. Ko ēnei momo whare kōrero 

o te ao Māori kua ouou rawa te kitea i te hāhātanga o te whenua.

Tau ana ngā whakaaro kia tahuri atu ahau ki te whai i te tohu kairangi, ka noho māua ko taku matua a Patu ki 

te wānanga i ēnei mahi. Ka whakatauhia kia arumia te tohu kairangi ki Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi, 

erangi ka noho mai a Patu hei kaiwhiriwhiri o waho o ngā mahi kairangi ki te whare wānanga rā. Ka tukuna 

ētahi o aku tuhinga ki taku matua ki a Patu hei pānuitanga māna. I māmā ake te haere i te ara o Kairangi i 

taku mōhio, kei reira taku matua hei pou whirinaki.

Āhua 46: Ko te pukapuka mutunga ā Patu Hohepa (Hohepa, 2011).
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10.7 “Kaua e wareware, i haere ō waewae ki roto i ngā parutai o Hokianga”.

Mai anō, mai anō, ko te kōrero a ngā mātua e kī ana “waiho mā te tangata koe e mihi” (Mead & Grove, 2003). 

Kua āta whakaarohia te kōrero nei e ora ai te kaupapa o tēnei tuhinga onge hautaka e pā ana ki taku matua. 

Ka hoki ngā mahara ki te kōrero e kī ana ki runga tata ake nei, kaua e wareware, i haere o waewae ki roto i 

ngā parutai o Hokianga. Nā tōna whaea, nā Paerau Hohepa, tērā kōrero. Ko te tikanga ia, ahakoa haere ai 

te uri o Hokianga ki ngā tōpito katoa o te ao, kaua rawa ia e wareware ki tōna takenga mai i ngā tahataha 

o te moana o Hokianga. Nā tōna whakawhiwhinga ki te tohu hei Tā, kāhore rawa ia i wareware ki tōna 

pūtaketanga ake ki Hokianga, ki Waimā, ki ngā parutai o te moana, ki ngā au terenga o ngā awa. Koia pea te 

take i tū tāna whakawahitanga atu ki te tohu hei Tā ki tōna ake whare ki Waimā. I tae mai te Kāwana Tianara 

ki te whare, e titiro whakawaho atu ana ki te riu o Waimā, ki te wāhi i tupu ake ai tō mātou matua a Patu. Nā 

tērā whakatau āna, kua ora pea ēnei tuhinga hautaka e pā ana ki a ia. Āe mārika, nō ngā parutai o Hokianga 

a Tā Patu Hohepa.

Āhua 47: Ko māua ko Tā Patu Hohepa, ki Waimā (Wheeler, 2022).
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Āhua 48: Te whakawahitanga i a Patu Hohepa ki te tohu hei Tā. Nā Te Kāwana Tianara nā Kahurangi Cindy Kiro i whakawahi, ki Waimā, 

Hokianga (Wheeler, 2022).

Nō te atapō tonu o te 22 o ngā rā o Hepetema, ka pā mai te rongo, kua mate a Tā Patu Hohepa. Ka riro māku 

tonu ngā kupu o te poroporoākī ka tukuna atu ki te marea, ātia e pēhia kinotia ana te ngākau e te kaha 

nguengue, me te kaha whakaroau. Nā te whānau, nā āna tamariki, rātou ko tōna pouaru, tērā whakatau. Me 

pēhea hoki he kōrero hei kupu poroporoākī ki tētahi tangata, pēnei i a Patu nei, i noho mātāmua atu ki te ao 

mātauranga Māori, ki te ao kōrero Māori, ki te ao Māori e ora ake nei? Ka mutu, me pēhea hoki e tika ai ngā 

kupu poroporoākī ki tētahi tangata i noho hei taumarumaru, hei rākau tuāhā, hei pou whirinaki hoki nōku 

ka aru i ngā kōrero a tōku iwi, te whai i te reo me ōna tikanga, me te kaupapa rangahau e pā ana ki a Kupe?

He whaiwhai ake tēnei i te tauira a tō mātou Pou Whirinaki 

a Tākuta Reuben Collier. Ka taea e te tauira te whakahaere i ana mahi kairangi auaha mā ngā ara e rua noa 

iho nei. Ko te tuhinga whakapae me te mahinga auaha ērā ara. Mā reira pea, e taea e te tauira te kī ake, 

kua ea ngā tauwhāinga auaha o Kairangi. Erangi, kei te tuhinga onge hautaka ētahi akomanga nui, ētahi 

kōrero nui, me ētahi tohutohu nui, hei āwhina i te hunga ka takahi i tēnei ara. Ka kitea pea ko ngā porotaika, 

me ngā whirinakitanga tonu i te wā o te porotaika, hei whakamārire ake i te ara whakamua. He tākoha nui 

tēnei ki a Ngāi Kairangi e haere ake nei. He whakatutuki kaupapa Māori tonu, hei hiki ake i ngā ākonga o 

Kairangi, ka tahuri mai ki tēnei kaupapa ā tōna wā. Kua tirohia ētahi tauira e whakamahi ana i ētahi mahinga 

auaha ki roto i ngā tauwhāinga o Kairangi. Kei tarawāhi ētahi, nō Aotearoa hoki ētahi. Inā kē te tini o ngā 

momo mahinga e taea ai e te tauira, hei mahinga auaha māna (University of Melbourne, 2021), (University of 

Newcastle, 2017). He pēnei te āhua o ngā momo mahinga auaha o mua:

• He whakaaturanga;

• He whakakitenga;

• He mahinga oro;

• He titonga waiata/rangi waiata;

• He āhuatanga hoahoa;

• He kiriata;

• He atatata;

• He kohinga whaiaro ā hiko;

11.1 “Ko Kupematarangi, ko Kupematatai, ko Kupematanuku”. 

Hei tā Jones, ko Kupematarangi, he kōrero mō te tohungatanga o Kupe ki ngā mahi tātai arorangi, ki te rā, 

ki te rangi, me ngā mahi ā ngā manu, i tohu i te ara ki te moana whānui, hei aratakitaki i te whakaterenga 

tōtika (2021). Kua whakamahia tēnei kōrero hei ingoa ki te mahinga auaha. Ka noho ko ngā kōrero tāhūhū 

a te iwi Māori, me ngā kōrero tuku iho e pā ana ki a Kupe, hei ārahi i ngā mahi Kairangi katoa. He pēnei me 

te whai a Kupe i ngā whetū me ngā āhuaranga o te rangi, ko te mahinga auaha nei tētahi aratakinga nui 

i ngā mahi, me te whai haere i te take i haere mai ai a Kupe ki konei. Nā Jones hoki te whakamārama e pā

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ana ki a Kupematatai. He kōrero e pā ana ki te tohungatanga o Kupe ki ngā āhuatanga o te whakatere waka 

ki te moana. Ko te tārai waka tērā, ko te hanga waka tērā, ko te mātau hoki ki ngā mahi ki runga i te au o te 

moana, ki ngā ngaru, me ngā tohu o Tāwhirimātea, e tae ora ai ia ki te wāhi i whāia e ia. He pērā hoki te āhua 

o te tuhinga whakapae ka whakamahia ki te wāhanga o Kupematatai. He āta whakamahere i te haere o ngā 

kōrero ka kōputuhia ki te tuhinga, me te āta rangahau haere i ērā kōrero ki tētahi momo mahere, ki tētahi 

pou tarāwaho me ōna tikanga. Mā reira, ka tae ki ngā hua o te mahi, me ētahi painga ki roto i te tuhinga kua 

kitea, kua rangona.

Ki tā Jones anō, he kōrero a Kupenuku mō te mahi a Kupe, nāna anō te nukuroa o te whenua i takahi. Ko te 

tikanga, he haerenga waewae, he haerenga tiro whenua, he taunaha haere i te whenua hou kua kitea e ia. 

Ko te tino hua o tēnei mahi, he kohi kōrero, he hao kōrero, kia whakahoki atu ki Hawaiki, hei whāngai kōrero 

ki ngā wānanga o reira. He mea whakatō mātauranga ki ngā āhuatanga katoa i kitea e Kupe, i mua tonu i 

tana hokianga atu ki Hawaiki. Koirā te iho o te mahi onge hautaka. He whakairo ake i ngā kitenga katoa, i ngā 

mea hoki kua rangona, nōku ka whai haere i te ara o Kairangi nei. He whai haere i te tauira a Kupe, kia kohi 

haere ake i ngā whakaaro o te hinengaro, kātahi ka whāngaia ki ētahi atu kāhore anō kia tae mai ki tēnei ara 

o Kairangi.

Kua kitea pea ngā take i tapaina ai ēnei mahi āku ki ngā ingoa nei o Kupematarangi, o Kupematatai, o 

Kupematanuku. Kia whakatakotoria pēneitia e au te kōrero ki konei. Ko Kupematarangi, nāna anō te rangi, 

me ngā whetū i āta tirohia. Ko Kupematarangi, nāna anō ngā kōrero tuku iho i whakapuaki ake hei tāhūhū 

i tēnei kaupapa Kairangi. Ko Kupematatai, nāna anō te waka, me te moana i ako hei kawe mai i a ia. Ko 

Kupematatai, nāna anō ngā kōrero i whakamahere mai hei ara Kairangi. Ko Kupematanuku, nāna anō te 

nukuroa o te whenua i takahi. Ko Kupematanuku, nāna anō a Kairangi i hura ki te hunga ka whai mai.

He kimi haere i tētahi mea, heoi, ko te rerekētanga, kua hanga 

mārama ake te whai, ā, ka whakapono hoki te kaikimi, he āhuaranga ka mau tonu, ka puritia i te mutunga 

iho. 

Te Hahautanga: He kupu ingoa, he kupu whakamahi hoki te hahautanga. Kei ētahi kōrero  te  whakatauiratanga 

mai o Te Hahautanga. E ai ki ērā kōrero, ka whai ake Te Hahautanga i te wāhanga o Te Kimihanga. Kei roto i 

tētahi whakapapa nā Mohi Ruatapu te tātai e rere ake nei.
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Ki konei, ka kitea ehara i te mea he hekenga whakapapa te tikanga noa. Erangi, he mahinga anō, e rite ana 

ki te tuki, ki te pātuki rainei. E taea pea e tātou te kī ake, he mea ka karawhiua e te kairangahau e ora ai te 

kaupapa rangahau, e whai tikanga ai te kaupapa a te kairangahau. 

Te Whiwhinga: Ko te whiwhinga te mea ka riro, ka mau i muri i ngā rapunga me ngā kimihanga, me ngā 

hahautanga a te tangata. Ahakoa hē mai, tika, mai, pai mai, kore pai mai, he hua o roto hei kōrerotanga, hei 

whakapuakitanga mā te kairangahau. 

Te Rawenga: Ko ngā hua nui, ko ngā tino painga kua hauhaketia mai i ngā mahi o mua atu te tikanga. Kei te 

kupu “rawe” te tino iho o te kōrero. Ka whakanuia, ka whakamānawatia ko ngā mea nui ki konei. 

Te Whakapūmautanga: Ko tāna, he irakati, he tohu hauhā rainei ki ngā rerenga kōrero katoa a te kairangahau. 

Ka whakatauria, ka whakaūngia, ka whakarāpototohia ngā kōrero kia ita, kia ita, mau tonu. 

Kia hoki ake ki te kōrero tāhūhū e kī ana “Ko Kupe, nāna anō te tai o te moana i whakatere” (Jones, 2021). I 

whakaingoatia tēnei tuhinga roa ki te ingoa o Kupematatai i runga anō i te mahara, ko tētahi o ngā mahi 

nui a Kupe, he whakatere waka moana ki runga i te au o tētahi takiwā o te moana e tauhou ana ki a ia. Nā 

te mōhiotanga ki ngā whetū, ki ngā aorangi, me te rā me te marama, tae atu hoki ki ngā whakaakoranga ki 

roto i ngā whare wānanga, ka whāia e ia ko tāna i whakapono ai. 

12.1 “Kia mau ki te tūranga o Taputapuātea”. 

Kei te upoko tuatahi o te tuhinga o Kupematatai tētahi kōrero e tohu ana i te hononga o Kupe ki Tahiti 

Mārearea, tae atu hoki ki Taputapuātea. He kōrero tēnei e whaiwhai ana i te whakatauākī ā Ngakuru Pene 

Haare e kī ana “He mea rāhui taku tīnana, ki te tūranga o Taputapuātea” (Tipene 2009). Ko te tikanga ia o te 

kōrero nei, i āta whakangungua a Ngakuru Pene Haare ki ngā kōrero tuku iho ā ōna mātua, ki roto tonu i ngā 

Whare Wānanga o Hokianga. Ka kitea hoki te pūtaketanga mai i a Taputapuātea.

Āhua 71: Ko Ngakuru Pene Haare, rāua ko tōna hoa rangatira 
a Maraea (Tipene, 2009).
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Kei te whakatauākī a Ngakuru Pene Haare tētahi whakamārama e pā ana ki te iho o te kaupapa rangahau 

e pā ana ki a Kupe. Kei reira hoki te hononga ki ngā kōrero tuku iho. He whakatītina hoki tēnei whakatauākī 

i te tangata kia whakamaharatia e ia ko te pūtaketanga mai o ngā kōrero tinitini a te Māori e pā ana ki 

ōna tūpuna tokomaha. Mā te whakamaharatanga ake ki tō tātou pūtaketanga ake ki reira, ka noho tōmua 

ko te whakaaro Māori me ngā kōrero tuku iho a te Māori. I konei, he kupu whakatenatena anō hoki i te 

kairangahau Māori kia hoki atu ki ngā kōrero a ō tātou whanaunga o Te Moana Nui a Kiwa. 

12.2 “He mea rāhui taku kairangi ki te tūranga o Kupe”.

Ka kitea pea e te tangata, ko te whakatauākī a Ngakuru Pene Haare hei aronga nui rawa ki te haerenga o ngā 

mahi Kairangi. E tohu ana tēnei kōrero i te kaha hāngai o ngā mahi ki a Kupe. Kua whakaingoatia ki te kōrero 

ko “te tūranga o Kupe”, tātemea, ko tōna tūranga ki roto i ngā kōrero hītoria o tēnei whenua, e meinga ana, 

nāna tonu a Aotearoa i kitea tuatahitia. 

Ko tētahi atu tikanga nui o te whakatauākī nei, he tohu anō i te nui o te mahi kua whakawhārikihia hei tātaki 

ake mā te kairangahau. Ko te tikanga ia o te rāhui “He tohu hei whakatūpato i te iwi kia kaua e poka noa 

ki tētahi wāhi, e takahi rānei i te tapu o tētahi wāhi” (Mason & Jacob, 2008). Kua mōhio iho pea, he kōrero 

whakatūpato hoki tēnei whakatauākī ki te kairangahau. Ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, he tapu. He kōrero 

tuku iho, he kōrero nā ngā mātua tūpuna. He kōrero whakatītina, he kupu whakatonu hoki te whakatauākī 

nei kia whai haere i ngā kōrero, erangi kia tika te mahi. Ko tētahi atu mea nui, me whai oranga hoki te iwi i 

te mutunga iho. He wairua tautāwhi, he wairua tautiaki hoki kei roto i te whakatauākī nei. Me āta tiaki hoki i 

ngā kōrero ka haoa mai. 

12.3 “Ka noho te kaupapa ki te ahatanga o te mātauranga”.

Ko te ahatanga tētahi āhuatanga, kāhore nei e āta mōhiotia ana he pēhea nei tōna nui, me tōna rahi. Ko te 

tikanga o te aha “E pātai ana i te āhua o tētahi mea, e kimi whakamārama ana” (Mason & Jacob, 2008, p. 2). Ka 

whakamahia ko Te Ahatanga ki konei, hei upoko kōrero e tohu ana i te ara o te tuhinga whakapae, kia tīmata 

ake te whakaaro ki te āhua o te kaupapa, me te āhua hoki o te whakamārama i te kaupapa.

Ko te tikanga ia o te tuhinga whakapae, he whakautu i tētahi pātai matua, i ētahi pātai matua rainei. Heoi, 

me mātua tohu ake te kaituhi i ngā rohenga me ngā pātakitaki o te mahi rangahau e whāia ana e ia. Koirā 

te whāinga nui o te wāhanga e kīa nei ko Te Ahatanga. He aha ia nei te pānga mai o te ahatanga ki a Kupe? 

E toru kē ngā tikanga nui e whai pānga ana ki tēnei kaupapa rangahau. Ko te hekenga i a Io me tōna 

nohoanga ki te ahatanga o te ao ka tahi. Ka rua, ko te whai haere a Kupe i a Aotearoa nōna i te ahatanga o Te 

Moana-nui-a-Kiwa. Ka toru, ko te ahatanga o te whenua o Aotearoa i kitea tuatahitia e ia. 
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Kua whakatauākītia ake e au ko te kōrero e kī nei “Me noho te kaupapa ki te ahatanga o te mātauranga”. Ko 

tōna tohu e kī ana, me whai whakaaro te kairangahau ki tana kaupapa tae atu ki ōna nui, ki ōna rahi, ki ōna 

whānui. I te upoko kōrero e kīa nei ko te abstract, me āta whakatau mārika te kairangahau i te ahatanga 

o tana kaupapa, tae atu ki ōna rohenga, me ōna pātakitaki. Me whakarāpopoto rā anō te kairangahau i te 

kaupapa, e kitea iho ai te kaipānui he pēhea nei te iho o te tuhinga whānui. Ka kitea ko tōna matū, mā reira 

ka puta ko ngā mea i tūpono kitea e te kairangahau, me tōna pānga nui ki te iwi whānui, hei painga pea mō 

te iwi whānui (Hipp & Zoltan, 2005). Koirā te pūtake o te whakatauākī o runga ake nei.

I te wā e tākina ana te upoko kōrero nei o Te Whāinga, ka hoki ngā whakaaro ki te rerenga o ngā manu ki 

Aotearoa i matara, i tawhiti. Ko ngā manu pēnei me te kuaka, me te pīpīwharauroa, i rere tawhiti mai ki 

Aotearoa i te aroaro mahana o te tau. He tohu, kua eke ki te wā whakatō i ngā kumara, whawhati kō ai hoki 

te tangata. Ko te wā i huri aroaro nui ai te kairangahau ki tēnei upoko kōrero, ko taua wā tonu e rangona 

whānuitia ai te tangi ā te pīpīwharauroa, me te kitenga i te taunga mai a te kuaka ki tēnei whenua. Kei te 

taunga mai o ngā manu nei ētahi tohu nui hei whakaarotanga ake mā te iwi Māori. He rerenga roa rawa te 

haerenga mai a te kuaka ki Aotearoa. E ai ki ngā kōrero, e waru rā, e iwa rā rainei te roa o te rerenga mai o 

ngā kuaka ki Aotearoa, whai muri i te whanaketanga o ngā pīpī ki o rātou kōhanga i Haipēria, i te kōpae raki 

rā anō o te ao (Corlett, 2021). Kātahi te manu taikaha, ngākau nui hoki ko te kuaka. Ka hoki kōmuri a mahara 

ki tētahi whakatauākī nā Erima Henare e pā ana ki te whai a te tangata i te reo Māori.

Āhua 72: He kuaka, e rere ana ki Miranda (Whitehead, 2012).
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12.4 “Me manawa kuaka tātou”. 

Ko Erima te Toihau o Te Taurawhiri i te reo Māori, atu i te tau 2006 ki te tau 2015. Ka whakaritea te whai haere 

a te tangata i te reo Māori ki te rere nui a te kuaka ka pae mai ki Aotearoa nei. Hei tā Erima, me pērā rawa 

te manawanui o te tangata ki tō tātou reo. Me manawa kuaka rawa te tangata, kātahi anō ka ako i te reo, 

kātahi anō hoki tōna nei reo Māori ka puta. Ko te whai mātauranga, me te whai haere i ngā kōrero e pā ana 

ki a Kupe, he rite ki te rere a te kuaka. Ka roa, ka roa, kātahi anō pea ka mārama ki te tikanga o ngā kōrero. He 

tohu hoki e mea ana, e kore te kaupapa rangahau e oti ki tēnei mahinga Kairangi noa. Nō reira, me manawa 

kuaka ka tika!

Āhua 73: Ko Erima Henare, Toihau o mua o Te Taurawhiri i te reo Māori (Stuff, 2015).
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12.5 “Ko ō kupu ka rewa pēnei me te whau i te kupenga”. 

Ehara i te mea, kua noho mai ko ngā tuhinga Pākehā anahe ki te wāhanga o Kupematatai. Erangi, kua āta 

whakamahia ngā tuhinga Pākehā, kia kitea e te tangata ko te tini o ngā kōrero Māori i tuhia e te Pākehā 

e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko te pātai nui ka iri ake ki konei, nā te aha i pērā ai? Ka hoki ngā whakaaro ki tētahi 

whakatauākī nā Mohi Tawhai. E ai ki ngā kōrero, i te pō i muri i tāna kirimokotanga i Te Tiriti o Waitangi, ka 

rere te moehewa o Mohi, ka matakitetia e ia ko te rironga o te mana Māori me te ahurea Māori. Ka aupēhia 

ko ngā mea Māori pēnei me ngā kōrero tuku iho, ko ngā whakapapa, me ngā āhuaranga o te ahurea Māori. 

I te ata o muri ake, ka tonoa a Kawana Hopihana e Mohi Tawhai kia haere ki Waimā, kia hui tahi rāua ki reira. 

Ka puta te kōrero a Mohi Tawhai ki a Kawana Hopihana, kia mukua te ingoa me te kirimoko o Mohi Tawhai ki 

Te Tiriti o Waitangi. Kīhai a Hopihana i whakaae. Ka whakatauākītia e Mohi “Ko ō kupu ka rewa pēnei me te 

whau i te kupenga” (Hohepa 2014).

Āhua 74: Ko Hone Mohi Tawhai (taha māui) rāua ko tōna 
pāpā a Mohi Tāwhai (taha matau) (Te Papa, 2023).
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Kua noho mātāmua mai ngā tuhinga a ngā kaituhi Pākehā e pā ana ki a Kupe, ki roto i ngā whakaaro o te 

motu o Aotearoa. Ko te kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe me te wheke a Muturangi kua puta whānui ki te ao. Tērā 

te nuinga e whakapono ana nā taua wheke tonu a Kupe i ārahi mai ai ki Aotearoa nei. He tohu o te rewanga 

mai o ngā kupu i matakitehia pea e Mohi Tawhai. Kua tuia hoki ko ngā tuhinga Māori, nā te iwi Māori tonu, 

e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ahakoa nā te Māori anō ētahi kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, me ngā take maha i kōrerotia e 

rātou e pā ana ki a Kupe, ko te wheke tonu tērā e whai pānga nui ana ki a Kupe. 

Ko tētahi mahi nui mā te kairangahau Māori ki roto i te wāhanga o Te Rapunga, he whakaū anō i ngā kōrero 

Māori, me te mana o ngā kōrero tuku iho, kōrero Māori taketake, me ngā kōrero a Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa ki 

te taha tonu ō ngā tuhinga Pākehā. Me rewa anō te kōrero me te kupu Māori ki runga. He māmā ake pea 

mā te hunga mahi kairangi auaha nei te whakatutuki i tērā mahi. Kei te mahinga auaha o Kupematarangi 

ngā kōrero tuku iho. He mea nui te whakamahara anō i a Mohi Tawhai, mōna i māharahara nui ki ngā kōrero 

Māori. Mā Te Rapunga, ka taea e te kairangahau te kī ake, kua whai mana nui ērā kōrero Māori ki te taha o 

ngā kupu Pākehā. Ehara i te mea, kua rewa ngā kupu Pākeha ki runga ake i ngā kupu a te iwi Māori. Ahakoa 

he uri ahau nō te iwi o Mohi, e whai haere ana ahau i tētahi ara kia mana tonu atu ngā kupu me ngā kōrero 

Māori. Kia whakatauākītia ake te kōrero e pā ana ki Te Rapunga e kī nei “Mahia Te Rapunga, kia rewa te kupu 

me te kōrero Māori, pēnei me te whau i te kupenga”.

12.6 “Whāia ko Te Rā o Kupe”. 

Ehara i te mea, ko te pou tarāwaho o Te Rā o Kupe, he tapatoru e kī ana ki ētahi atu tapatoru noa iho 

nei. Ko tōna rite ki tētahi aonui, pēnei me te tukutuku aonui. Ka toko ake te whakaaro, kua whai tikanga 

whakanikoniko te kaupapa rangahau. Ko Te Whanganui-a-Tara te ingoa o te taonga nei. Nā Rangi Hetet rāua 

ko Erenora Puketapu-Hetet tēnei taonga. Kei waenganui rawa, he tukutuku e rite ana ki te aonui nei. Ko ngā 

kōrero nui o roto, e hāngai ana ki a Kupe, me ana mahi ki te rohe o Te Whanganui-a-Tara. I whakapūmautia te 

whakaaro ki roto i tōku hinengaro e mea ana, ko tētahi tohu rite ki te aonui pea tētahi tohu pai. Ka whakaaro 

ake ahau, kei tētahi huarahi tika pea ahau e haere ana, nōku e kimi ana i tētahi pou tarāwaho whai take.

Nō te tekaumāwaru o ngā rā o Noema, 2023 te tau, i whakapuaretia te whakakitenga o “Te Rā” ki Te Whare 

Pūpuri Taonga o Tāmaki Paenga Hira, ki Tāmakimakaurau. He mea whatu, he mea tuitui te rā nei i roto i ngā 

tau. Ka āta tirohia te rā nui nei, ka toko ake te whakaaro kia noho ko te rā hei tauira i tētahi pou tarāwaho ki 

te kaupapa.
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Āhua 75: Ko te tohu o Te Whanganui-a-Tara, e whakaatu ana i a Kupe, kei Te Whare Pūpuri Taonga o Pōneke, Wellington Museum of City 
and Sea (2022).
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Āhua 76: Te Rā, ki Tāmaki Paenga Hira (2023).

Kua oti kē ngā kōrero tua atu e pā ana ki Te Rā ki te tuhinga o Kupematatai. Kua āta tuhia hoki ko ngā 

whakarākeitanga o roto o Te Rā nei. Ko te taha ki te pānga mai o te wairua ki ahau kia whakamahia ko Te Rā 

hei pou tarāwaho, kāhore anō kia āta kōrerotia. Erangi ehara i te mea ko Te Rā o Kupe taku pou tarāwaho 

taketake. I te tau 2022, e hia marama nei ahau e kimi pou tarāwaho ana. Ka roa, ka roa, hāhā uri, hāhā tea. 

Tērā tētahi pō, ka ara ake ahau i te moe, whai muri i tētahi moemoeā. Ko te tohu o raro tata ake nei e mau 

ana ki te hinengaro i te aranga ake i taku moe.

He tohu tēnei e whakairo ana i tētahi ara rangahau kaupapa Māori. Ka tīmata ki waenganui rawa, ki te pito 

matua me te kaupapa o te rangahau. Ka haere ki te kimi kōrero Māori, kōrero tuku iho rainei, kātahi ka 

hoki ki te whāngai i ērā kōrero ki te kaupapa. Whāia, ko ngā kōrero taketake, arā, ko Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa 

e hāngai ana ki a Kupe. Whai muri, ko te haere ki te kimi i ngā tuhinga Pākehā. Ko ngā kōrero o te ao hou 

nei, e whakapūmau ana i ngā kōrero tuku iho te wāhanga whakamutunga. Kei raro tata ake nei taku pou 

tarāwaho tuatahi e hāngai ana ki Te Ara a Kupe.
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Āhua 77: Ko taku pou tarāwaho taketake. Ko Te Ara a 
Kupe te ingoa (2022).

Āhua 78: Te pou tarāwaho o Te Ara a Kupe (2022).

Kia pono taku kī ake i konei, he mea pakeke rawa te heipū atu ki tētahi pou tarāwaho. I te kimikimi noa nei 

ahau, mō te tūpono, ka taka mai he pou tarāwaho i te rangi. Kīhai rawa i pērā! Ka mate ahau ki te ruruku 

hōhonu ki roto i tōku nei whatumanawa, kātahi anō ka rokohanga atu ki tētahi pou tarāwaho whai take, whai 

tikanga. I whai tikanga anō a Te Ara o Kupe i te tau 2022. Erangi, ka tae ki ngā mahi whānui o te kaupapa 

rangahau nei, ka whakaaro iho me panoni, me whakarerekē ake i te pou tarāwaho, kia whai tikanga ki ngā 

wāhanga e toru o Kupematarangi, o Kupematatai, me Kupematanuku. I tētahi pō, i te mahi haututū noa iho 

ahau, ka tāia ko tētahi wāhanga o Te Ara a Kupe hei whakaarotanga mōku i te rangi o muri ake.

Ka waihangatia ko Te Rā o Kupe hei pou tarāwaho. Ko tōna hanganga he rite ki te rā, hei whakaahua i 

ngā wāhanga e toru o te ara Kairangi Auaha nei.

Ko tētahi mea nui o Te Whiwhinga, he arohaehae i ngā mea kua haoa mai hei whakautu i ngā pātai nui. Me 

āta whakaatu te kairangahau i ngā kōrero nui o te rangahau, hei whakaarotanga, hei matapakinga hoki e 

pā ana ki te kaupapa. Ka puta tāku whakatauākī e mea ana ko “Ngā Tiritiri o Te Moana o Rangahau”. He mea 

whakarākei ake i te whakatauākī e kī ana ko ngā “Tiritiri o Te Moana” (Mead & Grove, 2003). E ai ki ngā kōrero, 

nā Kupe tonu te whakatauākī rā, e tohu ana i te nui o te moana i whakaterehia e ia. He kōrero anō e mea ana, 

ka kitea ko Ngā Tiritiri o Te Moana (e meinga nei ko ngā Southern Alps), i te moana tawhiti. Ka whakamahia 

te whakatauākī nei o Ngā Tiritiri o Te Moana, e tohu ana i te whānui o te kaupapa me te kitenga i ngā mea 

nui, ahakoa te whānuitanga o te kaupapa rangahau.
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12.8 “Tohua te whiwhinga, tohua te rawenga”. 

Me āta whakaatu te kairangahau i ngā whāinga, me ngā painga, o te kaupapa rangahau. Ehara i te mea ko 

ngā painga ki te kairangahau ērā e kōrerohia ake nei. Erangi kē ia, ko ngā painga me ngā hua ki te iwi Māori, 

me ngā iwi taketake pea huri horapa i te ao. He wairua whakarawerawe kei reira, tātemea, he mahi whakanui 

i te mana me te tapu o ngā kōrero nā ngā mātua tūpuna hei whakaora pea i te tangata, hei whakapakari hoki 

i te hinengaro, hei whakarauora hoki i te mātauranga Māori, e Māori tonu ai te ao e noho nei tātou iaianei. 

Ka whakatauākītia ake te kōrero e kī ana “Tohu te whiwhinga, tohua te rawenga”. Ko te tikanga ia, me āta 

whakakite mai ko ngā haonga kōrero, me ngā painga hoki o te haonga mai. Ko ētahi atu mea ka whakakitea 

mai, ko te taupā me ngā whakaaro hei whaiwhai ake mā ngā kairangahau te rea mai nei. Me āta tohu te 

kairangahau i ērā mea katoa. Ka mutu, me whai whakaaro hoki te kairangahau ki ērā tūwhai āhua nōna e 

mahi ana i ngā kaupapa katoa ki ngā upoko kōrero o mua atu.

Āhua 83: Kā Tiritiri o Te Moana (Stott, 2016).
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12.9 “Te whakapūmautanga rā!” 

Tae atu ana ki te otinga o ngā mahi rangahau, kia tau te mauri o ngā kōrero, kia eke hoki ki ngā keokeonga! 

Ka tauhā te tuhinga a te kairangahau kia whakarāpopototia ngā tuhinga katoa o roto, erangi me eke panuku 

tonu te tuhinga. Ko tētahi mea nui, kaua rawa e tuku i ētahi kaupapa kōrero tauhou ki roto i te ūpoko 

whakamutunga e karangahia ana ko Te Whakapūmautanga. He whakapūmau, he taupoki!
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Te whakaraupekatanga o ngā mahara ki ngā mahi kua oti i te ara o Kairangi, ka nui a roto. Ka hoki kōmuri 

ki te tīmatanga o te haerenga nei, ki te whakapātanga mai a Tākuta Reuben Collier. Kua kōrerotia kētia te 

taha ki ngā mahi i kō i taku matua a Tā Patu Hohepa. Kua whakaritea kētia te mahere rautaki, kia tuhia 

tētahi pukapuka e pā ana ki a Kupe, hei pānuitanga mā ngā mea o Hokianga, o Ngāpuhi nui tonu. Nō te 

whakapātanga mai a Tākuta Reuben Collier, ka huri te ao. Nō te 27 o Noema, 2021 te tau, ka tuku karere mai a 

Tākuta Reuben Collier.

He mea waihanga Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi 

e Ahorangi Tā Hirini Moko Mead, i te tau 1992. Ko Ahorangi Tā Hirini hoki te upoko kairangi o Te Tari Māori 

ki Wikitoria, i te wā e ako haere ana taku māmā ki reira, atu i te tau 1986 ki te tau 1992. Kāhore ahau i whai 

haere i ngā mahi pēnei me te tohu kairangi ki tērā whare wānanga. I noho atu ahau hei ākonga ki Te Whare 

Wānanga o Wikitoria, atu i te tau 1994 ki te tau 1997. Ko te tohu BA Hons te whiwhinga whakamutunga. Ka 

noho hoki hei Pūkenga ki tērā whare wānanga i te tau 1998, me te tau 1999. Nō te tau 1998, ka tīmata te whai 

haere i te tohu paerua, erangi, i te mutunga iho, auare ake. Nō reira, nō te huringa ki ngā mahi tohu kairangi 

ki Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi, ka pūrero ake te hopo, e kore pea e tutuki, nā ngā tauwhāinga katoa 

o te tohu kairangi. 

13.1 “Te mātahi o te tau, te putanga o te hinu”. 

Ko te wānanga tuatahi a ngā pia o Kairangi i te tau 2022 i whakahaeretia, i te marama o Maehe. Mate katoa 

mātou te hui tahi mā te ipurangi, mā te huitopa, nā ngā huanga nui mai o te mate Kōwheori e pā tonu ana 

ki te motu.

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Nā Ahorangi Awanuiarangi Black te wānanga tuatahi i pākarukaru ki ētahi kōrero e pā ana ki a Moana 

Jackson i mate i taua wā tonu. Pā pai te aroha i te rongonga ki tēnei kōrero e pā ana ki a Moana. Ko tōna 

tuakana a Fred tō mātou kaiako ki Te Aute. Ka whakamaharatia hoki ko tōna tuakana a Syd. Ka hoki kōmuri 

ngā whakaaro ki ngā mahi a Moana hei hāpai ake i te iwi Māori. Ko te utu pea tēnei o te whai a te tangata i te 

tohu o Kairangi? Ka rere ōku whakaaro ki te hunga e whāia ana hei pūkōrero ki taku kaupapa e pā ana ki a 

Kupe. Ko te nuinga tonu he kaumātua. Me horo taku hopu i a rātou kōrero, i a rātou e tau ana ki te hāhātanga 

o te whenua. Ka tākina hoki e Ahorangi Black tētahi mōteatea, ko Pōpō te ingoa. Ka whakamāramahia e ia 

ko te tikanga o te waiata nei, me te pānga mai o tērā waiata ki te wā e whakahaeretia ana tā mātou wānanga 

tuatahi hei kāhui Kairangi. He wā pai tēnei ki te noho tahi, ki te wānanga haere i ngā mahi ka ārahi haere i a 

mātou ki roto i ngā tau e toru e haere mai ana.

He 

kaikawepūrongo, he kaiwaiata, he tohunga tā pikitia, he kaitito, he toa nō ngā hapori o te motu ngā ākonga 

hou nei. Te kitenga tuatahi i te kāhui nei, ka āmaimai ahau, pau te kaha! He tohunga te hunga nei ki ngā 

mahi e tākina ana e rātou! Ka whakaaro ake, kua hē taku noho ki tēnei kāhui! Me taikaha ngā mahi kia whai 

tikanga tonu te noho a tēnei moroiti ki tēnei tāpui tāmaka!

Mutu ana te wānanga tuawhā a te hunga mahi Kairangi o te tau 2022 ki Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi, 

tokowhā tonu ngā mōrehu o kāhui Kairangi taketake ā Tākuta Collier. Ka noho mai te kāhui nei hei kāhui 

mahi tahi, ao noa, pō noa. Ko Te Anga Nathan tētahi o taua tokowhā matua nei. Ko Te Anga tētahi o ō 

mātou tuakana o Te Aute. Ko ia hoki tētahi o ō mātou tuakana ki te ao kawe pūrongo Māori. Ko ia hoki taku 

kaiwhakahaere i te wā e whakataki kaupapa taipitopito ana, e whakataki kaupapa mohoao ana ahau ki 

Whakaata Māori. He kaikawepūrongo, he kaiwhakaniko kaupapa ipurangi, hei kaiwhakahaere matua, he 
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pūkenga tuhi kōrero a Te Anga. Māpurapura pai ōku whatu i te kitenga ake i a Te Anga i te huinga ipurangi 

tuatahi i te tau 2021. Ka mutu, ka haere ngā mahi tuhituhi i te tau 2022, ka kitea anō ōna pūkenga tuhi kōrero 

ki roto i ngā whakaritenga mai a Tākuta Collier. Ko tētahi mea nui hoki ki ahau, kua taunga kē māua ki a 

māua, me ngā taera mahi.

o te hunga whakaahua i ngā hōtaka a Tākuta Robert Pouwhare mā ki Whakaata Māori. I hurō katoa a roto i te 

kitenga i a Turumakina i tā mātou hui topa tuatahi. Tae atu ana ki te wānanga tuawhā o Te Whare Wānanga, 

kua āta kitea anō ko ngā pūkenga me ngā pūmanawa e whakapūmau ana i tōna nei tohungatanga ki te 

Ao Toi Māori, me ngā whāinga nui o te mahinga auaha a Kairangi. Ko tā Turumakina kaupapa rangahau, he 

whakatewhatewha i ngā māhi tā moko, hei tohu i te kōhuretanga o te tangata, tāne mai, wahine mai. 

Ka nui taku kuare ki te korokē nei o Thomas Clark! Kua tīmata noa atu mātou o te kāhui kairangi a Tākuta 

Collier, kātahi ka hou mai a Thomas ki te kāhui o Toa Kairangahau. He rima marama pea te tōmuritanga nō 

tā mātou huinga tuatahi mā runga ipurangi i tau 2021. Nā wai rainei i whakamōhio mai, he tohunga tā moko, 

he tohunga mahi toi hoki a Thomas. Me te aha, e whai haere ana ia i ngā mahi pēnei me te mātātuhi mariko, 

te ao mariko, me te mōhiotanga horihori. Ko te kaupapa rangahau a Thomas he whai i tētahi ara nō roto o te 

ao horihori, pēnei me te tātai waihere, hei haumaru i te mātauranga Māori me te ao Māori. 

Mā te kaipānui tonu e mōhio iho, he iwi kaha ēnei tāngata, he pūkenga waihanga toi, mahi auaha hoki. Ka 

kitea iho hoki e te kaipānui, ko ahau tonu te mea rāwaho! Ka noho tahi mātou ki te whakatutuki i a mātou 

ko a mātou tuhinga tono rangahau ki Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi i mua atu i te tōpito mutunga o 

te tau 2022. Ko taua āhuatanga anō hoki e pā ana ki a mātou tono matatika ki te komiti whakahaere o Te 

Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi. Ka tupu tētahi hononga whatukura ki waenga i a mātou tokowhā. Ka 

whakamānawa hoki mātou i a mātou anō i ngā whakaaetanga a Te Whare Wānanga o Āwanuiārangi ki ā 

mātou tono. Anō he whiwhinga kairangi kē! Ka tapaina tō mātou kāhui ki tētahi ingoa hou, ki a Ngāti Toitū. 

Ia rua wiki, hui tahi ai mātou o Ngāti Toitū, ki te whakapakari ake i a mātou, me a mātou mahi tuhituhi, mahi 

whakatikatika hoki. Ka noho mātou ki te wānanga tahi mā te ipurangi, ahakoa kei Aihitereiria a Turumakina. 

Ka āwhina hoki tētahi i tētahi. Nā Turumakina Duley te anga o Te Ara a Kupe. Ko te pou tarāwaho hou nā 

Thomas Clark i whakahoahoa.
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Tata atu ana ki te wā e whakarāpopoto ai ngā mahi 

tuhituhi, ka kaha ake tā mātou hui tahi, hono tahi, mahi 

ngātahi. E hia kē nei ngā hua nui ka puta i ēnei hui i te 

wā o te whakarāpopototanga nei. Ia te pō, he hui topa ka 

whakahaeretia e horo ai ā mātou mahi tuhituhi i mua i te 

paunga o te tau 2023. Mārama rawa te kitea, he hua nui o 

roto o te mahi tahi, o te mahi hei kāhui ki te whakatutuki i 

ngā tauwhāinga katoa o te ao Kairangi. He māmā ake tērā 

i te mahi takitahi. Ko te mea nui hoki, he pēnei me te uru 

kahikatea, ka whakawhirinaki tētahi ki tētahi.

Ehara i te mea ko te tuituinga o ngā hoa o Kairangi ki raro i te maru o Ngāti Toitū anahe te whiwhinga nui i a 

Tākuta Reuben Collier. Nāna hoki mātou i whakangūngū ki tētahi tohu hei whirinakitanga ki roto i ngā mahi 

rangahau. I te tau 2022, he tuhituhi kōrero te mahi nui kia whakatutuki i ngā tauwhāinga whakangūngū i 

a mātou ki ngā mahi kairangi. Ko te mate, he wā ōnā, ka rere ngā kōrero ki ngā wāhi katoa. Horekau he ito, 

horekau hoki he mahere. He ruaki kōrero noa nei te putanga! Kore e kāhore, ka raru te tuhituhinga.

Nō te marama o Hūrae, 2022 te tau, ka huataki ake ngā mahi tuhituhi ki te wāhanga e kīia nei ko Te Pou 

Tarāwaho. I mua tonu i tā mātou tahuritanga atu ki te tuhituhi i ērā kōrero, ka whakatauiratia e Tākuta Collier 

tētahi mahere tuhinga whakaaro. Ko tōna āhua he rite ki te tohu o te mahere whakamahi i te tākaro noughts 

and crosses. Kei raro tata ake nei te āhua o taua tohu.

Nō muri rawa, ka whakakīa 

ko tēnā, ko tēnā anō o ngā wāhanga ki ētahi atu kōrero, kia hora mai ai he mahere whāiroiro e pā ana ki te 

mahinga auaha. Ki konei tuhituhia ai te whānuitanga o ngā kōrero i māpuna ake i te hinengaro i mua. Ka 

māmā ake ngā mahi hei whakatutuki i te taha auaha o te mahinga Kairangi te hua. 

Ko taua āhua anō hoki ka whakakitea ki te tuhituhi onge hautaka nei o Kupematanuku. He pēnei me te 

whetū mārama e tohu ana i te ara anga whakamua, e koke whakamua ai te kaupapa rangahau. Ka kite hoki 

te kaipānui, e kore pea ngā kupu o roto e mārama ki te rāwaho, ki tētahi atu tangata hoki kāhore e mātau 

ana ki te āhua o te tohu whetū mārama nei. Ko tōna rite ki ngā whetū e ārahi ana i te hunga whakatere waka, 

pērā me Kupe. Me matua whakangūngū te tangata i a ia anō, kātahi ka mārama pea te huarahi e arumia ana 

e te kairangahau. Ki konei pea, kitea ai te kaipānui i te whai hua o te tohu whetūmārama hei ārahi i te hunga 

ākonga. Ka kitea hoki pea te tikanga o te kōrero e kīa nei “Ko te tohu tēnei o taku māramatanga” (Aperehama, 

2010). Nā Hareruia Aperehama tēnei kōrero i upane ake hei waiata ki tana kohinga waiata o Hawaiki. He waiata 

whakamānawa i te iwi Mōrehu, me tōna Hāhi Rātana. I whakamahia ki konei, hei kōrero whakamānawa i te 

tohu whetū mārama nei, hei tohu ārahi i ngā mahi a Kairangi. Nā te tohu nei, ka māhira ake te huarahi e anga 

mua ai ngā mahi a Kairangi. He tohu nui. He whetū mārama aratakitaki. Koia i whakatauākītia ai te kōrero “Ko 

te tohu tēnei o te māramatanga o Kairangi”.

Ka noho taumarumaru 

mai te kaumātua o tērā teihana, a Henare Kingi, hei pou 

whirinaki, hei pou hihiri, hei pou manako.

Nā konā, ka aronui atu ki te noho ki Poneke, me te haere 

atu ki Te Whare Wānanga o Wikitoria. Huri atu ana ki te 

tau 1994, e mahi ana ahau ki Te Reo Irirangi o Te Upoko 

o Te Ika i ngā haora o te ata, kātahi ka haere ki Te Whare 

Wānanga i ngā haora o te ahiahi. Ka noho, ka noho, 

ka whai mahi hei Pūkenga ki Te Whare Wānanga. He 

whakapāoho i te haehaetanga mai o te ata, he mahi 

whakaako, he mahi hei pūkenga i te toenga mai o te rā. 

Ko ngā mahi e rua e haere ana i te wā kotahi, heoi, kotahi 

tonu te kaupapa. Ko te whai i te ara o Poutama.

Ko te mea nui o te mahi tuhituhi, he tuku noa i ngā kōrero 

kia puritia e te kahu o te pepa. Nō reira, mutu ana ngā mahi 

whakariterite, ko te mahi nui, he tuhi pēnei me te tuku noa 

i te kōrero kia rere. Mehemea kua whai kounga te mahi 

whakarite, ka kounga hoki te mahi tuhituhi. Ahakoa he ruaki 

noa te tuhi, nā ngā kupu matua o roto o te whakaritenga, 

ehara i te mea ka patere noa ngā tuhituhinga ki wīwī ki 

wāwā. Ka whai kiko te tuhituhinga tuatahi, ka whai pānga 

ki tā te kaituhi i whakarite ai. Nō konei, kā āta kitea ko te tino 

painga o ngā mahi whakarite a te kaituhi. Me whakakōputu 

te tangata i ana tohu katoa. Ka tae ki te wāwahitanga, ka 

taea hoki e te kaituhi te whakamahara ake i a ia anō ki tāna 

i whakarite ai hei papa tuhituhi māna. Kua whakatauākītia 

te kōrero nei hei tohutohu, hei whakakipakipa hoki i te 

kaituhi e mea ana “Ko te whakarite te tūāpapa o te tuhi 

kōrero a Kairangi”.

13.6 “Mā Whakarite, mā Wāwāhi, ka kounga a Kairangi”.

Ko te mahi arohaehae tuhinga tētahi tāiro nui o Kupe. Nō taku huringa ki te ako i te reo Māori, me aku 

mahi whakangūngū ki roto i ngā kura reo, ka tūtaki atu ahau ki tētahi kuia. Ko Tākuta Miria Simpson tōna 

ingoa. He kuia mārō, i aroha nui rawa ki tōna reo Māori. Ka noho āmaimai katoa mātou ki ngā akomanga 

ka whakahaeretia e ia ki ngā kura reo. He wā ōna ka whai putanga kē mātou, ka huna rainei i a ia, kei 

whiriwhirihia hei kaikōrero, ka hē te kōrero, ka rīria e ia! Ko tētahi o ngā mahi nui i whakaingoatia ai te kuia 

nei a Miria, ko ana mahi arohaehae, me ana tuhinga ki tana pene whero. Tērā ētahi tuhinga kua rite ki tētahi 

tūroro kua āta pokaina kē te hanga! He pērā rawa te maringi o te toto kua puta! Ka āta tihaehaengia ngā 

tuhinga ka tae ki te kuia rā. Ahakoa he kuia mau karaehe mātotoru te hanga, he kanohi hōmiromiro tonu! E 

kore tētahi paku hapa e pahure i a ia. Ko taua āhua hoki tērā ki taku matua a Patu. Ahakoa he tangata poto, 

he pēnei me te hoari koi tana pene whero!

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Ka huri ki ngā mahi arohaehae ka hoki aku mahara ki te whaea ki a Tākuta Miria Simpson, rāua ko taku 

matua a Patu. Me pērā rawa te mārō o te aroha ki taku kaupapa rangahau, ki ngā kupu, ki aku kōrero, me 

ngā mahi arohaehae. Kāhore i paku mōhiotia, me pēhea te mahi rā. 

Waimarie a Ngāti Toitū, ka akona mātou e Tākuta Reuben Collier ki tētahi tikanga o te mahi arohaehae. I 

karangatia he mahi pene whero. Ko tōna tūāpapa ko te arohaehae me te pene whero. Ko te mea nui, kia 

kaua rawa te tangata e noho ki te arohaehae mā te whakaata rorohiko noa iho nei. Ka uaua rawa ngā mahi 

arohaehae mā te whakaata rā. Me āta tā hoki te tangata i ana tuhinga ki te pepa. Huihuia ana ngā tuhinga 

whānui, me ū hoki te tangata ki tērā mahi. 

Nāku hoki i whakawhānui ake i ngā mahi pene whero nei, kia mārama ake ngā mahi ā te tangata ki ngā 

hōmiromirotanga o te mahi arohaehae. Ka whakamahia hoki ko te pene kahurangi me te pene mangu, e oti 

tika ai ngā mahi arohaehae a te kairangahau. Ka horo ake pea ngā mahi arohaehae nei mā ngā pene e toru. 

He wāhanga motuhake tō te pene whero, tō te pene kahurangi, tō te pene mangu hoki. Ka kīia ake pea te 

kōrero, kotahi te tuhinga, e kuhuna atu ai te pene whero, te pene kahurangi me te pene mangu, ka ora ake 

a tuhinga Kairangi e.

Me āta whakatika, me tohu ki 

te porohita. Me āta tohu anō i te mahi whakatika ki te taitapa o te whārangi. Koinei te mahi a te pene whero.

(2023).

• Mutu ana tērā, kua tīkina atu he pene anō, he rerekē te tai, kātahi ka whakatika i te tuhinga o ngā kupu e 

hē nei te tātai. Whāia, kua āta tirohia ko ngā rerenga kōrero kia tika te whakatakoto. Koinei te wāhanga ki te 

pene kahurangi, e tohua ana ki raro tata ake nei. 

• Tīkina he pene anō, he rerekē te tai. Ki konei ka titiro ki ngā kupu, ki ngā kōrero me whakahou, me 

whakarerekē, me panoni rainei, kia kounga ake. Ko te aronga nui ki konei, kia whai kounga ngā tuhinga 

kōrero.

Ko ngā mahi wāwahi, whakatikatika hoki, e haere tahi ana me ngā mahi whakarite, me ngā mahi tuhituhi 

hoki. Me tāpui wā nui te tangata ki te wāwahi tuhinga. Me āta whakarite hoki i ērā mahi i te tīmatanga, arā, 

i te wā e whakariterite ana te kairangahau i ngā tuhinga. Te otinga ake, ko te taha tuhituhi te mahi ngāwari 

rawa. He mahi poto, he mahi hohoro hoki. Ko ngā mahi whakarite me ngā mahi wāwāhi ngā mahi nui. Ka 

mutu, me noho te mahi wāwāhi hei kaupapa matua ki te whakamaheretanga o ngā mahi. Kaua rawa e 

pōhēhē ka oti ngā mahi wāwāhi i te wā iti nei.

o ngā mahi wāwahi, kātahi anō ka tika. Koia i whakatauākī ai te kōrero e kī nei “Mā Whakarite, mā Wāwāhi, 

ka kounga a Kairangi”. 
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13.7 “Mā Pomodoro, ko Tōtōpū”. 

Hei whakatepe i te wāhanga nei o Toa Kai Rangahau, ko tētahi mahi nui anō, ko te taha tīnana me te taha 

hinengaro o te kaituhi, o te kairangahau. I ngā wā e whakarite kōrero ana, e tuhi kōrero ana, e wāwāhi 

tuhinga ana, me whai wāhi hoki te kaituhi ki te whakakorikori i te tīnana me te hinengaro. Ehara i te mea me 

haere rā anō te tangata ki ngā mahi whakapakari tīnana nui, ki ngā oma nui rainei ia te rā. He mahi anō i te 

wā e tuhi kōrero tonu ana te tangata. Nā Tākuta Collier tonu mātou i huataki ake ki tēnei mahi, e kīia ne ko 

te “pomodoro”. He tikanga rautaki whakahaere wā te pomodoro nei. He mea waihanga e Francesco Cirillo i 

ngā tau warutekau o tērā rautau (Cirillo, 2007). Take i whakaingoatia ko te mahi nei he pomodoro, he pērā te 

āhua o te ine wā tāhiko i whakamahia e Cirillo nōna e mahi ana i te mahi nei. He pērā me te tomato itāriana 

te hanga o te ine wā tāhiko.

Ki te ao o Kairangi nei, ko tā te ine wā tāhiko, he whakahaere wā, āhua ruatekaumārima mēneti nei te roa. Mutu 

ana te ruatekaumārima mēneti, ka tangi te ine wā tāhiko. Me tū te tangata ki te korikori, ki te wāhi whārōrō. 

Me puta ki waho i tōna ruma noho, i te wāhi e mahi ana te kaituhi. He rima mēneti te roa o te wā whakatā, o te 

korikori. I a Ngāti Toitū e mahi ana i te pomodoro nei, ka puta ake mātou i te ruma ako, ka heke i te araheke o 

te papa tuarua o te whare, kia tau atu ki waho tata ake o te tatau matua o Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi. 

Ka hīkoi haere mātou i tētahi ara poto kei te taha tonu o Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi, kātahi ka hoki 

ki te ruma ako. Kua whai wāhi ki te whakakī pātara wai, ki te tiki kaputī, kātahi ka hoki ki te ruma ako. He rima 

mēneti te roa o tērā haere, kua hoki anō ki te mahi tuhituhi, ki te mahi wāwāhi. Pau ana ngā huringa e whā o 

te pomodoro nei, kua roa ake te wā whakatā, me te hīkoi haere, kia tekaumārima mēneti te roa. Hei reira, ka 

karapoti haere mātou ko Ngāti Toitū i te ara e huri ana i Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi.

Ka pēnei kē te raupapa o te pomodoro e kōrerohia ake nei:

• Whakaritea te mahi hei aronga nui mā te kairangahau.

• Whakaritea mai te ine wā tāhiko.

• Mahia te mahi.

• Tangi ana te ine wā tāhiko, e puta i te ruma, haere ki te hīkoi (he rima mēneti nei te roa). Ko te pomodoro 

tuatahi tērā.

• Me hoki ki te wāhanga tuarua o runga tata ake nei.

• Mutu ana ngā pomodoro e whā, me whakaroa ake te wā whakatā, kia tekaumārima mēneti pea te roa. 

• Oti ana tērā whakatā roa, me hoki ki te wāhanga tuarua o runga tata ake nei. 
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Ahakoa e noho mararā ana mātou ki ngā takiwā o te motu, me te noho hoki o tō mātou hoa a Turumakina 

ki Aihitereiria rā anō, ka hono tonu atu mātou o Ngāti Toitū ki te mahi pomodoro. Ehara i te mea, ko te 

ruma ako nahe anō te wāhi e whakahaeretia ai te pomodoro. He tikanga whakamahi ki ngā wāhi katoa. Mā 

reira, ka whai hononga te kāhui ako ki tua i ngā noho wānanga ka whakahaeretia e Te Whare Wānanga o 

Awanuiārangi. Ka noho hoki ko te kāhui whānui tonu hei whirinakitanga, hei kaiwhakawā hoki, ahakoa e 

pūwehe ana ngā ākonga ki ngā tōpito e whā o te motu, me Te Pāpaka-nui-a-Māui.

Kua rongo hoki ahau i ngā painga o te mahi pomodoro nei. Kua tōtōpū rawa te hua i ngā mahi pomodoro 

nei. Mei kore pea a pomodoro, kua noho pea te kaituhi ki te whakapuaki kōrero pēnei me te roro āwhā, tae 

noa atu ki te wā e pau ai te hau. Ko te mate o tērā tūwhai haere, ka kore te kaituhi e whai ngoi, e whai kaha, 

tae atu ki te tōnga o te rā. 

Me taikaha rawa te tangata, kātahi anō te haere pomodoro kore nei ka whai hua. He mahi whakaraupapa, 

he mahi whakangūngū hoki i te tangata. Ka mutu, he painga ka hua ki te taha hinengaro me te taha tinana 

hoki o te tangata. Ehara i te mea ka ora rawa atu te tinana o te kaituhi i ngā mahi pomodoro nei, engari he 

ara anō e ngoi tonu atu ai te kaituhi. Ka iri ake ki konei ko tētahi whakatauākī anō hei whakamaharatanga 

mā Ngāi Kairangi, arā ko “Mā Pomodoro, ko Tōtōpū”.

13.8 He kōrero whakatepe.

Kia hoki ake ahau ki te tokowhā matua, ki a Ngāti Toitū, e mahi tahi tonu ana i tēnei wā. Ko te popore rā ia, 

mai anō i te kōkiritanga tuatahitanga, ko te whakawhiti atu i te rārangi whakamutunga i te wā kotahi. I pērā 

rawa te manako nui i te wā i mutu tahi ai ngā tono rangatira e whakaahuatia ana ki raro tata ake nei. Ka kitea 

hoki e te kaipānui, ko ngā tohu ki ngā uhi o ngā tono rangahau, he mea whakairo e te kāhui nei o Ngāti Toitū, 

ā whakaaro, ā tā pikitia, ā kupu anō hoki.
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Āhua 100: Ngā tono rangahau ā Ngāti Toitū (2022).
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Me kī noa ake i konei, pena ka taea e te kairangahau te mahi tahi me ētahi atu tāngata, te mahi ā kāhui rainei 

ki ētahi atu kairangahau, ko te painga atu tērā, ko te oranga kaupapa rangahau hoki tērā. Tērā e pōhēhē ana, 

he mahi takitahi te mahi kairangi. Erangi i tūpono ahau ki tētahi ara e puāwai ai te mahi kairangi. Mā te mahi 

ā kāhui, ka kaha ake te hāngai hito a te kairangahau ki tana kaupapa, ka horo ake hoki te whakatutuki i te 

āwhero. E rongo tahi ana mātou i ngā pikinga o te mahi, me ngā akoranga nui kua hua i te mahi rangahau. 

E rongo ana hoki mātou i ngā mea e whakapakari ana i a mātou, ahakoa he kahikatoa, he tūmatakuru, 

he taraongaonga ka pā mai. Ka mau tonu ēnei whakawhiwhinga mai ki roto i te kete. E kore e kore, ka 

whakamahia hoki ērā whakawhiwhinga ki ētahi atu mahi a te tangata. E taea tonutia te kī ake, nā te mahi 

tahi, nā te mahi kāhui, ka puta, ka ora, tihewā!
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Me aha rā te kairangahau e tutuki ai i a ia ko tētahi kaupapa pēnei i a Kupe? Kia pono tonu te kōrero, tōmua 

ki tōku hinengaro i te tīmatanga o ngā mahi kairangi nei, kia whakatutukihia te awhero nui a taku matua a 

Patu Hohepa, kia tuhia he pukapuka e pā ana ki a Kupe. Nā ngā tauwhāinga nui a te tohu Kairangi, me te 

aronui ki a kaupapa Māori, ka tahuri ngā whakaaro ki ngā hua nui ka puta ki te iwi Māori, me ngā iwi taketake 

o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Ka huri hoki ngā whakaaro ki ētahi mahi hei āwhina i te hunga rangahau ka whai 

muri mai. Ehara i te mea kua mārō nei te whakaaro e mea ana, kua tika te rangahau, kua tika rainei ngā 

mahi a tēnei kairangahau. E kore rawa ahau e māia ki te kī ake, kua whai hua nui te kaupapa. He wā anō, ka 

māpuna a rangirua, a anipā, a pōkaikaha. Ahakoa ērā māharahara, ka whakamaharatia e au ko tētahi kōrero 

whakataukī e kī ana “Ahakoa e iti ana, he pitomata” (Temara, 1996). Tērā pea, kua hē tēnei kairangahau hei 

kaiwetewete i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. Kua hē hoki pea tēnei kairangahau hei kaituhi kōrero e pā ana 

ki a Kupe. He tīmatanga noa tēnei mahi rangahau. Mā tētahi atu, mā ētahi atu tāngata tēnei mahinga e 

whaiwhai, e whakatikatika, e whakahou ki ngā rangiwhāwhātanga rā anō o te kaupapa. Ko tōna rite, ko te 

mahi a Kupe whai muri i tana hokinga ake ki Hawaiki. He whakangūngū, he whakaako i ngā kairangahau ka 

aruaru i te huarahi ki Hawaiki Hou. He pēhea nei te ara rangahau kei mua i te aroaro o te hunga e whai mai 

nei? Nō reira, he aha kei tēnei ara o Kupe e kōrerohia ake nei?

14.1 “Te Tau Tuatahi – he tau ngaiotanga”. 

Ko te aronganui i te tau tuatahi o tēnei takahi haere i te ara o Kairangi, he whakangūngū i te kaitono ki 

ngā ngaiotanga o te ao o Kairangi. Me oti tika i te kaitono ngā tauwhāinga katoa o te tono kia noho a ia hei 

ākonga. Ko te rehita tonu hei kaitono tērā. Ko te utu i ngā nama kia noho hei kaitono tūturu tērā. Ko te āta 

whakarite mai i te tono hei tirohanga mā te komiti kairangi o te whare wānanga hoki tērā. Ko te whakarite i 

te pou whirinaki, me te pou whirinaki kaituruki tētahi atu mea nui. Ko te ngaiotanga o te noho hei ākonga, 

hei tauira hoki tētahi mea nui i te tau tuatahi. I āta whakaraupapatia e tō mātou pou whirinaki matua ngā 

mahi hei arataki i a mātou i te tau tuatahi. Me oti hoki i a mātou ko ētahi mahi tuhituhi, e whai ana i te tauira 

o ngā tuhinga whakapae, tētahi kawenga nui. Mā te whakamatū, mā te whakamātau hoki i ētahi tuhinga e 

hāngai ana ki ngā upoko kōrero nei, ka waia haere te kaitono ki ngā mahi tuhinga whakapae. Ka taea hoki e 

te kaitono te whakatikatika i tana tono rangahau, kia noho mai hei tauira Kairangi tūturu.

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Ki te ara o Kairangi Auaha, he rerekē hoki ngā mahi me oti i te kaitono. Me āta whakarite i te mahinga 

auaha, me ngā whakaritenga hei whakatinana hoki i tērā mahinga auaha. Ka whai wāhi hoki te mahinga 

auaha ki te tono rangahau a te kaitono. Me āta whai whakaaro ki te kaupapa, ki ngā rauemi, me ngā 

rawa hei whakatutuki i te kaupapa. Me āta whakaraupapa hoki te kaitono i ngā mahi, te wātaka, me ngā 

wehewehenga o te mahinga auaha ka tutuki i te tau tuarua.

14.2 “Te Tau Tuarua – he tau whawhati pene, whawhati rorohiko”.

Ko te tau tuarua, kua whakaritea hei tau tuhituhi, hei tau kōrerorero. Nā te tau tuatahi, kua mōhiotia he aha 

ia nei ngā piki amokura me mau i ahau, hei hiki ake i te manuka. Ko te tau tuarua he tau whakawhanake i 

te kairangahau. Ko ngā tuhituhinga hukihuki o te tuhinga whakapae tērā. Ka whakaritea ngā mahi ki tētahi 

paeroa. Kua rau atu te paeroa ki roto i taku nei tono rangahau. Mārama rawa te kitea, kua whakaritea ngā 

mahi tuhituhi ki ngā marama o te tau. Ko ngā kawenga nui o te tuhinga whakapae, pērā me te arotake 

tuhinga, e noho mātāmua ana. Ka kitea hoki kua roa ake te wā ki te whakatutuki i ērā mahi. Ka huri ki te 

mahinga auaha, ko taua āhua tonu o te whakaheke tōtā te kawenga nui. Ko ngā whakaritenga kia

whakahaeretia te kōnae ipurangi, me te hopu haere i ngā kōrero me ngā whakaahua. Kei raro tata ake nei 

te paeroa i whakaritea mai ki taku nei tono rangahau.

Āhua 102: Ko te mahere mahi e pā ana ki a Kupematarangi (2022).
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I whakatauākītia ake ko te tau tuarua he tau whawhati pene, he tau whawhati rorohiko. He mea whakahou 

tēnei kōrero i te whakatauākī e kīia nei “he rā whawhati kō” (Te Taurawhiri i te reo Māori, 2021). Te tikanga 

ia o te kōrero, he kaha rawa nō te tangata ki te mahi māra, ka pakaru ana taputapu me tana kō i a ia. He rā 

whakaputa hua nui, he rā e whakamahi ai te tangata i tōna tīnana, i ōna ioio, i ōna uaua, ka heke te werawera 

me te tōtā. Kua kitea pea te whai tikanga mai o te kōrero ki ngā mahi ka pīkaruria hei te tau tuarua o te ara 

o Kairangi. He tau whakaheke werawera!

14.3 “Te Tau Tuatoru – he tau korowhiti”.

Kua whakaritea kia oti ngā mahi katoa a Kairangi ki roto i ngā tau e toru. Ātia ehara i te mahi māmā, e 

whakapono ana ahau he mahi e taea ai. Ko ngā whakawehenga kia noho ko te tau tuatoru hei tau whakaea 

i ngā mea katoa. Kua āta whakaritea ērā mahi ki taku paeroa e whata iho nei. 

Ko te mea nui, me uta atu ngā tuhinga katoa me te mahinga auaha ki ngā pou whirinaki ki Te Whare 

Wānanga o Awanuiārangi i te wā tōtika. Māna, ka whai wāhi nui mai te hunga whakawā i ēnei mahi ki roto i 

te tau tuatoru. Kei warewaretia ko te taha ki te kauwhau ā waha me te whakahoki pātai. Koianei te take kua 

iri ake te kōrero e pā ana ki te korowhiti. Ko tētahi tikanga o te korowhiti, he mahi nā te tangata kia kukume 

i tētahi mea, i ētahi mea rainei ki a ia kia hīkina, kia mau. Ka whakamahia i konei kia tohu i te ara me whai e 

tutuki ai te tangata i ngā mahi katoa o te ara o Kairangi. Ka korowhiti, arā, ka kukume i ngā mahi kia oti tika, 

e ea ai ngā tauwhāinga o Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi.

Āhua 103: Ko te mahere mahi e pā ana ki a Kupematatai (2022).
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14.4 “E kore a Kairangi e ora i te tōtā me te aroha anahe”. 

Ko tētahi mea nui hei āwhina i te takahi haere a te tangata i te ara o Kairangi, ko te whai rauemi, me te whai 

rawa, hei utu i ngā mahinga katoa. Tuatahi, ko te utu i ngā nama o te Whare Wānanga. He mea nui tēnei, 

me te mahara ake, he toru tau te roa. Kei te takiwā o te tekaumāwaru mano tāra te tapeketanga. Tuarua 

iho, ko te hāpai i ngā utu kia haere atu ki ngā huinga o ngā kaitono, me ngā wānanga ka whakahaeretia 

hei whakangūngū i a mātou. E whā ngā wānanga ka whakahaeretia i te tau. He kotahi mano tāra te uara 

o ia wānanga. Kei te takiwā o te tekaumārua mano tāra te tapeketanga. Ko ngā taputapu hei whakatutuki 

i ngā mahi tuhituhi, e ea ai ngā mea pēnei me te rorohiko, te mīhini tā kupu, ngā pepa tā kōrero, ngā puna 

waingārahu, me ngā tānga pukapuka hei uta i ngā mahi ki ngā kaiwhiriwhiri ētahi utu nui hei pīkau. Atu i 

tērā, he utu anō o ngā mahinga auaha ki te ara o Kairangi Auaha. Ki taku ake mahinga auaha, he utu nui ka 

pā ki ngā mahi whakahaere kōnae ipurangi, pērā me tētahi taiwhanga pāpāoho, me te whakamahi i te hunga 

whakaahua. Kei raro tata ake te nei te uara o ngā mahi e kōrerohia ake nei.

Tua atu i tērā, i kuraina ahau ki te Kāreti o Te Aute. Ko te kura tērā o Te Moana-nui-a-Kiwa Ngarimu. Nā Tā 

Apirana Ngata, tētahi tama o mua hoki o Te Aute, te rōpū nei i whakarite. Ko te mea nui, i haere atu ngā teina 

o taku koroua ki te pakanga tuarua o te ao, me te Rōpū Ruku Kapa, arā ko Kamupene B. Ko Tangonui Kingi, 

rāua ko Tukino Kingi o rāua ingoa. Ko te tuakana hoki o taku pāpā tētahi i haere ki te pakanga tuarua i kō 

i a Kamupene A, arā, ko te Rōpū Keri Kāpia. Ko Aramiha Werekake tōna ingoa. Nō reira, ehara i te mea he 

whai pūtea noa te karahipi nei ki ahau. He tohu whakamahara i te tini o Te Rōpū Ruatekaumāwaru, me ōku 

hononga whakapapa, ki te ope hōia Māori nei.

Nōku e mahi ana ki Whakaata Māori i ngā tau, nā ngā pūāwaitanga o Te Panekiretanga o Te Reo Māori tētahi 

whakatauākī i whakahokia mai ki te mahi. Ka horapa rawa te mahinga ki roto i te tari mahi, ā, ka rangona 

hoki te Māori o te whakaaro, me te Māori anō hoki o te reo. E ai ki ngā kōrero, nā Ahorangi Tā Pou Temara 

tonu te kōrero nei e meinga ana “Tūwhitia te hopo, mairangatia te angitū”. Ko te tikanga ia o te kōrero ki 

tāku i rongo ai, kia kaha rā te tangata ki te tātaki ake i tētahi mahi, ahakoa te pānga ōna e te kaha o te wehi, 

o te mataku. Ko tētahi atu whakamāoritanga o te kōrero e mea ana kia parea ngā mea whakawai ki rāhaki, 

ka mutu, whakawhanakehia ake ko ngā mea tino pai, ko ngā mea ka whai hua nui (Keane & Ombler, N/C). 

Koinei ngā kōrero ka mahuta ake i te hinengaro, i te wā e whai whakaaro ana ahau ki taku kaupapa e pā ana 

ki a Kupe, me aku hopohopo ki tāku e taea ai hei mahi rangahau māku. He wā tōna me tutuki te mahi, parea 

ngā hopo, me te mataku ki te taha. Mā reira, ka tae pea koe ki Angitū.
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14.6 “Patua te taniwha nei o Whakamā!”

Ka hoki ake ōku mahara ki tētahi atu kōrero nā Ahorangi Tā Pou Temara. Nōku e whakaako ana i te reo Māori 

ki Te Kawa a Māui, tari Māori o Te Whare Wānanga o Te Herenga Waka, he kōrero anō i āta karawhiua e Pou 

Temara ki ngā ākonga (1996). E mau tonu ana tēnā kōrero ki te hirikapo, me te aha, koia hoki tētahi kōrero 

whakatītina i ngā mahi nei a Kairangi. Nā, ko te kōrero e kī ana “Patu te taniwha nei o Whakamā”. Kua āhua 

ngoto iho te mānukanuka ki roto i te whatumanawa. Ko ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, he manatunga ki te 

iwi Māori, hē mai, tika mai. Ko wai tēnei kairangahau te whakahē, te whakatika, te aha noa atu rainei i ngā 

kōrero a ngā iwi e pā ana ki a Kupe. Ko taua āhua tonu tēnā e pā ana ki ngā iwi o Te Moana-Nui-a-Kiwa. Nō 

reira kē ā Kupe, ā, he tika ake pea mā rātou tonu tēnei kaupapa e whai, e whāwhā, e whakarauora. I te mea 

he tangata hautū waka hoki a Kupe, he pai kē ake pea mā te hunga kaumoana, mā ngā kaihautū waka tonu 

tēnei kaupapa rangahau e tātaki ake, e tuhi ake, e whakamahi ake.

Ahakoa kua tūwhitia te hopo, ā, kua patua e te taniwha o Whakamā, kei reira pea ētahi kōrero e whakahē 

ana i te kaupapa rangahau nei. He tāwai rainei, he poka rainei, he āputa rainei kei te waka kōrero o tēnei 

rangahau. E taea pea e au te kī ake, waiho mā tētahi atu, mā ētahi atu kairangahau rainei ērā āputa e 

purupuru, e whawhao. 

Ehara i te mea, e kīia iho ana, ka takere haea te waka kōrero nei, erangi, me whai whakaaro ake ki ngā āputa 

me ngā mea hei āta whawhao, e aukaha tonu atu ai te waka kōrero. Kua kōrerotia te taha ki ngā Kupe 

maha, me te whakaaro, he wahine pea tētahi o ērā Kupe e kōrerohia ake ana. Kua puta hoki te kōrero tērā 

tētahi wahine, ko Kupe tonu te ingoa, nō roto o Te Tai Tokerau. He wahine whai mana, e meinga ana, ko ia 

te mātāmua o ngā tamariki ā Te Awa rāua ko Moretekorohunga (Cloher, 2002). Atu i tērā, kāhore anō ahau 

kia āta kitekite i ētahi atu kōrero e pā ana ki te wahine nei o Kupe. Koirā tētahi whāinga nui mā tētahi atu 

kairangahau ā taihoa ake. Ehara i te mea kua āta tatū rā anō te tino pūtake o te haere mai a Kupe ki Aotearoa 

i Hawaiki. Ahakoa e whakapono ana kua whakahokia ngā pātai rangahau i whakatakotoria ki te tuhinga 

o Kupematatai, ka ekehia pea ahau e te kōrero, e tārewa tonu ana te tino whakautu ki te pātai rangahau 

matua. Ka tika hoki tēnā kōrero. E kore pea e āta taea ai e tētahi te whakahoki tika ake i te pātai nei. Nō te ao 

kōhatu rā anō, nō uki rā anō tēnei take. Nā te tino kaumātua o te take nei, nō ngā tūpuna mai anō, ko wai te 

mea pōrangi ka kī atu ki te ao, kua oti mārika i a ia tētahi mahi e āta tohu ana i tētahi whakautu tōtika. Kia 

mataara! Me māia hoki tērā kairangahau! Ko tētahi atu āputa kua pūrero ake i te mahi rangahau nei, ko te 

kaha ouou o te hunga e pūpuri ana ki ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe. 
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Āhua 107: Ko tā māua uiui ko Ahorangi Tā Pou Temara, ki te hōtaka o Māpuna, RNZ.

Kua rāhiritia ētahi ki te mahinga auaha o te kairangahau, ki a Kupematarangi. Erangi, ehara i te mea e āta 

mōhiotia ana ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe i te motu whānui. Ka huri ki ētahi tāngata i whakaritea e au 

hei pūkenga kōrero ki tēnei kaupapa, tērā te ringa o Aituā i kapo ohorere i ngā pūāwaitanga nei o te tāpui 

tāmaka. Kei te upoko tuatoru o tēnei tuhinga o Kupematanuku ngā kupu whakamānawa i taku matua i a Tā 

Patu Hohepa. Erangi, ehara i te mea ko matua Patu nahenahe anō tērā i nunumi atu rā ki a rātou mā.

He whakapūmautanga a Anania Wikaira nō te whakarua kākā o Te Hikutū, hapū nui o Hokianga. Ko Anania 

Wikaira tērā i whakapuaki ake i te kōrero e pā ana ki te wahine nei o Kupe. Ko tētahi take nui e pāpouri ana 

tōku ngākau, nō te marama o Ākuhata, 2022 te tau, ka mate a Anania Wikaira. Ko te tikanga ia, ka noho tahi 

māua ki te āta wetewete i ngā kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe, me te wahine nei o Kupe. Heoi, kāhore anō taku 

tono rangahau kia tatū noa. Kāhore anō hoki taku tono matatika kia tatū noa i tērā wā. Māria rawa, i whai 

wāhi māua ki te kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe i mua. Nāna tonu te kī ake, ko ana kōrero e mōhio nā ia e pā ana ki a 

Kupe, he kōrero tuku iho i ōna mātua tūpuna ki a ia, hei puna mātauranga mō te iwi o Te Hikutū, me ngā iwi 

o Hokianga. Nāna tonu ētahi kōrero i whakarāpopoto ake ki te kerēme ā Te Hikutū ki Te Rōpū Whakamana i 

Te Tiriti o Waitangi. Nāna hoki ētahi kōrero e pā ana ki a Kupe i homai, i mua i te whakapuaretanga mai o te 

Whare Wānanga o Taumata o Kupe, ki te marae o Te Māhurehure, ki Tāmakimakaurau. Nō te matenga o te 

kaumātua nei, i hoki atu ahau ki tōna marae, ki Mōria. I haere Māhurehure atu ahau ki te tuku i aku ake kupu 

poroporoākī ki a ia. Ka whakamahia hoki ko ngā kōrero nui i whāngaia mai e Matua Nia e pā ana ki a Kupe. 

Ahakoa te tiwhatiwha o te ngākau i te korenga mai o te kaumātua nei, he mea tika kia haere atu ahau ki 

tōna nei hui mate. Tū ana ahau ki te mihi ki a Nia, ka whakatauākītia ake te kōrero “Ko Te Ramaroa ki runga, 

ko Hokianga ki waho, ko Kupe e takoto tiraha mai nei”.

14.7 “Ko Te Ramaroa ki runga, ko Hokianga ki waho, ko Kupe e takoto tiraha mai nei”.
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14.8 “Whāia te ara o Auaha, ka tae ake ki Kairangi”. 

Kua oti kē te whakairo i ngā tohutohu a Kupe ki ngā iwi ka whai ake i a ia ki Aotearoa. Ko te ara tērā i whāia e 

ia i Hawaiki ki Aotearoa. Koirā te tauira e whakamahia ana ki tēnei tuhinga o Kupematanuku. He tohutohu ki 

ngā kairangahau e whai mai nei. Me āta whakatauākī ake te hanga o ērā tohutohu, kia māmā ake te pūpuri, 

kia māmā ake te whai. Ko te manako rā ia, ka māmā ake te whakatutuki. 

Me hoki anō ki te mahinga auaha o Kupematarangi. Ko te kōnae ipurangi tērā e kōrerohia ake nei. Mā te 

mahinga auaha ka aha? Ka mutu, he aha te take e noho mātāmua ana te mahinga auaha nei? Mā hea mai 

i te kōrero tuku iho hei whakapuare ake i te tatau o te whare kōrero o Rangahau. Ko te nuinga o ngā mahi 

rangahau a Kairangi, he tuhituhinga, hanga kotahi rau mano kupu nei te roa. Ko te kōrero tuku iho, he kōrero 

a waha, pēnei me te wānanga, me te uiui, me te pūrakau, me te whare wānanga, e whakatutuki ana i tētahi 

kaupapa pēnei me Kupe te hanga. He kaupapa nō roto o te whare wānanga. Me pērā te tuku.

Mōku ake, e tino whai mana ana te mahinga auaha ki roto i ngā mahi rangahau a Kairangi. Ki tāku, he mahi 

kairangi te whakairo whare tupuna. He mahi kairangi te wānanga mokopapa. He mahi kairangi hoki te 

hanga waka me te whakairo waka. He mahi kairangi hoki te whakahaere whare wānanga, pēnei me ngā 

wānanga o ngā mātua tūpuna. E whai kiko ana te whakapae, he tauwhāinga nui rawa te mahinga auaha ki 

roto i ngā mahi a Kairangi. Koia e kīa ake nei “Whāia te ara o Auaha, ka tae ake ki Kairangi”. 

14.9 “Kia mau ki te aka matua. Kia mau ki te aka auaha”. 

Kei pōhēhē te tangata he māmā ake te mahinga auaha, tērā i te ara whānui o Kairangi mā te tuhinga roa. 

Kātahi te whakaaro pōhauhau ko tērā! E kore e kore, ka pukā he riri ki te tangata ka tahuri ki te whakawai i 

ngā mahinga auaha e mahia ana e mātou o Ngāi Toitū nei. E toru ngā mahi hei whakatutuki mā mātou. Ko 

te mahinga auaha, ko tētahi tuhinga roa, me te onge hautaka ērā mahi. Ka mutu, he hua āwhina ka puta i 

tēnei momo mahinga o Auaha.

Kua oti kē ētahi kōrero e pā ana ki a Tāwhaki ki te wāhanga o Kupematatai. Nāna tonu tētahi ara i piki kia 

whakawhiwhia a ia ki ngā kete wānanga e toru. Ko te kōrero o nehe e mea ana “Kei hopu tō ringa ki te aka 

taepa, engari kia mau ki te aka matua” (Mead & Grove, 2003). Ko tōna tikanga, mā te aka matua ka tae a 

Tāwhaki ki te rangi tūhāhā. Erangi ko te taha ki a Karihi, ka hopu ki te aka taepa, ka puhia e te hau, ka riro. Mā 

te kairangahau nei ki a tātou, he aka matua anō te mahinga auaha o Kairangi, tātemea, e mahia ana ko ngā 

mahi a ngā mātua, a ngā tūpuna. He hua nō roto o ngā kete wānanga. He tohutohu kei roto i ngā mahinga 

auaha, hei whai mā te kairangahau. Ka rite ērā tohutohu ki a Whaitiri, e tohutohu ana i te kairangahau kia 

mau ki te mahinga auaha hei whakatutuki i a Kairangi. Ehara i te mea e kīa iho ana he aka taepa te tuhinga 

whakapae o Kairangi. E kore e taea e te tangata te kī ake, he aka taepa tērā mahi. He tauwhāinga nui anō 

o roto o te ao o Kairangi. Ko te kupu nui ki konei e kī ana, kia mau ki te aka matua o te tuhinga roa, kia mau 

hoki ki te aka matua o te mahi auaha. Mā konā, ka rite pea te whai i te tohu kairangi ki te piki ake a Tāwhaki 

ki te rangi tūhāhā e whakaupokotia ana ki runga tata ake nei. 
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14.10 “He onge hautaka, he onge kāmehameha e!”

Ka huri te aro iaianei ki ngā tohutohu hei aronga mā te kairangahau e haere ake nei, ki te mahi onge hautaka. 

Ki a au, kei te onge hautaka ētahi taonga nui whakaharahara. Ki te aka matua o te tohu kairangi ko tētahi 

tuhinga whakapae roa tērā. Ehara i te mea ka whai wāhi te kairangahau ki te āta whakapuaki ake i ngā kare 

ā roto, me ngā wheako i kitea, i rangona hoki e ia, nōna e takahi haere ana i tērā ara. Mehemea ko kaupapa 

Māori tētahi tāhūhū nui ki ngā mahi rangahau Māori, me whai wāhi atu ngā wheako me ngā kare ā roto rā, 

hei akoranga mā ngā kairangahau Māori e pihi ake ana. Koirā te tino uara o te mahinga onge hautaka. He 

tirohanga ki tā te kairangahau i tūpono kitea ai, me ngā mahi i mahia e ia, kia pai tana upane, tana kaupane, 

kia whitingia tana kaupapa e te rā. Kua pā mai te rongo, tērā ētahi kairangahau e whai ana i te tohu kairangi 

mā te mahinga auaha nei, erangi, ehara i te mea e whakamahia ana e rātou ko tētahi onge hautaka. Ka aroha 

ki te iwi, ka aroha hoki ki ngā kairangahau o āpōpō. Ehara i te mea he mahi whakapehapeha te mahinga 

onge hautaka. He pēnei me te onge hautaka ka tuhia e te hōia, nōna ki te pakanga tuarua o te ao. Ko ngā 

tairo o Kupe, ko ngā piki amokura a Kupe hoki, te whai. He oranga, he whirinakitanga, he whakarewanga, he 

whakatonu hoki te onge hautaka ki ngā kairangahau Māori e haere mai nei. He kāmehameha anō hoki ki te 

whānau ake o te kairangahau. Koia i kī ake ai “He onge hautaka, he onge kāmehameha”.

14.11 “E ko Kupe au e. E ko Nuku au e. E ko Puhimoanaariki au e!”

Tērā tētahi pō ka ara ake ahau i taku moe. He pō marama nui, ka kīia iho e te maramataka Māori, ko 

Rākaunui. I ngā pō nei, ka poto ngā haora moe. E kore e taea te aha, e ihiihi ana te tīnana, te hinengaro, me 

te whatumanawa i ngā pō nei. E hia kē nei ngā wā, ka ohorere taku ara i te moe i ngā pō Rākaunui nei. I 

tētahi pō Rākaunui, ka rere ngā whakaaro ki a Kupe, me te moana, nōku e moe ana. Ko au tonu tērā e titiro 

atu ana ki tētahi waka moana e tere ana ki te wahapū o Hokianga i te whenua o Āraiteuru. Ko tāku i āta kite 

atu, ko te rā o tētahi waka moana. Ko te marama o Maehe, 2023 te tau, te wā i puta ai te kitenga nei. Kua roa 

ahau e whakaaro ana, ka tau te tangata ki tētahi kaupapa nui, he wā ōna ka pā tētahi wairua whakahihiko ki 

a ia. Kāhore e āta mōhiotia ana e au, i pūtake ake tēnei wairua i hea. I takea mai i ngā mātua pea? Ehara i te 

mea e ohorere ana ki tēnā tūwhai āhua, tātemea, he kaupapa Māori a Kupe, heke iho i ngā mātua tūpuna. 

Ka whakaaro ake he aha ia nei te whakamāoritanga ake o tērā kitenga? 

I whakahuataki ake e Ahorangi Rangi Mataamua ko ngā mahi whakanui, whakamānawa hoki i a Matariki 

i te tau 2022. Ka māhiratia ngā mahi whakamānawa nei e te motu whānui, me te hui whakahirahira 

i whakahaeretia ki Te Papa Tongarewa, ki Te Whanganui a Tara. Nō te tīmatanga o te tau 2023, ka puta 

te whakaaro i a Rangi kia whai wāhi atu mātou o Hokianga ki ngā mahi whakamānawa nei, hei rohenga 

whakanui i a Puanga. Ko Puanga te whetū nui o te tau hou Māori ki a mātou o Hokianga. Kāhore a Matariki e 

āta kitea ana i te wā o te mātahi tau Māori. Kei raro tonu a Matariki i te urupae. Erangi anō a Puanga, kua ara 

ake ki runga, kua mārewa ki te urupae. Ko tō mātou matua a Rereata Makiha tērā i whakahaere i ngā mahi 

Figure 4: Ko Henare Kingi, Te Upoko o Te Ika (Ika, 2018).

I whakahuihuingia mātou e 

tō mātou matua, kia wānanga haere mātou i ngā mahi taki karakia, me ngā mahi hei rāhiri ake i a Hokianga 

ki te whakanui i te aranga mai o Puanga. Ka puta hoki te whakaaro, kia rere te tono ki a Hoturoa Barclay-Kerr 

mā, kia whakaterehia mai tētahi waka moana ki Hokianga, i te wā e whakahaere karakia ana mātou ki runga 

o Āraiteuru. Ko te whakatinanatanga tērā o te moemoeā i puta mai i te pō Rākaunui i mua. Te otinga ake, nā 

ngā parawhiuwhiutanga mai a Tāwhirimātea, kīhai taku moemoeā i āta pūāwai mai.

Erangi, he kaupapa rangahau 

tonu e whai haere ana i ngā tauwhāinga o te mahi kairangi o roto o ngā whare wānanga. Ko te āhua o te 

huihuinga whakamutunga o ngā mahi katoa, me ngā tohutohu hoki ki te hunga whiriwhiri, ka tuhia ki tēnei 

upoko kōrero.
